BIBILICAL PERSPECTIVES ON NON-TITHING
Many non-tithers raise awkward questions and make hypocritical pronouncements in order to cover up the untenable position they take.
If a person does not pay tithe, will he go to hell? Does it mean a person is not saved if he does not tithe? These are hypocritical questions that are beside the point.

To believe means to accept responsibility. It means not to live as other gentiles live (Ephesians 4:17). It means to live unto Him who died for you and rose again (2 Corinthians 5:15).

When you still live unto yourself, when self still reigns supreme and you only do what you deem convenient, can you truly be said to be a believer? Have you considered what Christ said “Not my will but thine be done” (Luke 22:42).
Others claim that the tithe is an Old Testament concept that is no longer relevant in this era of grace. However they have not found a better concept to follow in giving to God.

They have not considered shedding blood as an outdated way to salvation although this is rooted in the Old Covenant. They react to that which touches their pocket and impinges on their convenience.
The biblical perspectives on non-tithing is clear. The faith that can trust God with the soul but not with money is a hollow, useless faith. The believer that is hoping to walk the streets of gold but refuses to fund God’s enterprise in the here and now is entertaining a baseless, empty hope.
FOOLISHNESS OF THE FACELESS BELIEVER

Deuteronomy 26:1-5; Proverbs 3:9,10; Leviticus 27:30-34; Acts 17:28; John 15:5; 1:16; 1 Timothy 6:7,17; James 1:17
Our tithe is our gratitude for God’s redemption and mercy (Deuteronomy 26:1-15). In God we move, live have our being (Acts 17:28). Without Him we can do nothing for of His fullness have we all received grace (John 15:5; 1:16).We brought nothing into this world. All we have comes from God who has given us all things richly to enjoy (1 Timothy 6:7,17; James 1:17). Not paying our tithe is the height of ingratitude. Indeed it takes a GREAT FOOL not to be GRATEFUL.
The tithe is meant to be the firstfruit from our divine provision (Deuteronomy 26:1-5; Proverbs 3: 9,10; Leviticus 27:30-34).
To deny God the firstfruit is not to acknowledge your source of provision and supply.

FAITHLESSNESS OF THE FEARFUL BELIEVER
Malachi 3:8-12; Proverbs 3:9,10; Deuteronomy 26:1-15; Ezekiel 44:30; Isaiah 1:19,20; 2 Corinthians 9:8-10; 1 Corinthians 9:6-9
Many believers do not pay their tithe because they do not believe that God will keep His word. The foundation of their action is fear and unbelief.
God has promised to open the windows of heaven and pour us a blessing if we respond to His summons of us bringing all the tithe into the storehouse. Faith will make us to prove God (Malachi 3:8-12). God has promised that abundance will follow our obedience in honouring Him with our substance and firstfruit (Proverbs 3:9,10).

The fear that the remaining 90% will not be sufficient to meet our daily needs keeps many from giving God the demanded 10%. The fear of tomorrow, the anxiety of the future makes many to operate out of unbelief. Fear indeed has torment. Paying our tithe will result in divine as well as pastoral blessing (Ezekiel 44:30; Malachi 3:8-12).
Not to pay the tithe is not believing that God will keep His promise. It is an act of faithlessness.

FORFEITURE OF THE FATHER’S BLESSINGS
Malachi 3:8-12; Zechariah 5:1-5; Haggai 1:1-15; Proverbs 3:9,10;1 Samuel 2:30; Deuteronomy 28:5,8
Not paying our tithe makes us to loose God’s blessings on many counts:

1) It prevents God from rebuking the devourer for our sakes (Malachi 3:8-12). This enables the activity of the devourer to thrive in our lives leading to unexplainable losses, setbacks, misfortunes etc. It gives room for curses to blossom in our lives (Malachi 3:8-12; Zechariah 5:1-5).
2) It prevents God from opening the windows of heaven to pour us a blessing  (Malachi 3:8-12). We work and live under a closed heaven. We labour without much increase (Haggai 1:1-15).

 It prevents us from receiving divine honour and recompense (Proverbs 3:9,10;1 Samuel 2:30). Paying our tithe is honouring God and this causes God to respond back by furnishing God’s storehouse with resources and this causes God to furnish our personal storehouses with needed resources (Malachi 3:8-12; Deuteronomy 28:5,8).
FULNESS OF THE FOWLER’S BUFFETTING

Malachi 3:8-12; James 4:7-10; 2 Corinthians 10:5,6; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Zechariah 5:1-5; Leviticus 27:30-34; John 10:10.
The Devil like a roaring lion walks about seeking whom to devour (1 Peter 5:8,9). Not paying your tithe opens you up to the fiery activity of the devourer. You cannot rely on God’s help to rebuke the devourer (Malachi 3:8-12).

Resisting the devourer will not work because it is done in disobedience (1 Peter 5:8,9; James 4:7-10; 2 Corinthians 10:5,6).
The tithe is God‘s money whether you pay it or not. Not paying the tithe makes God to classify you as a robber (a violent thief) with all the consequences that entails (Zechariah 5:1-5; Leviticus 27:30-34).
The non-tither will face the fulness of the fowler’s buffetting. Those who never TITHE are always TIGHT in their finances. The ramifications of the divine curses on their lives are worked out by the Devil who comes to steal, kill ,and to destroy (Malachi 3:6-12; John 10:10).   
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
