GRACE AND VIRTUE

Ephesians 2:5,8; 4:7; Romans 3:24; 11:5,6; 5:2; 1:5; 15:15,16; 12:3,6; Titus 2:11; 3:7; 1 Peter 5:12; Philippians 1:7; 2 Corinthians 6:1; 8:1,6,7; 9:8,14; 12:9; 3:10; 1:4; 2 Timothy 1:9; 2:1.
The grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to ALL men (Titus 2:11). We are saved and justified by grace (Ephesians 2:5,8; Romans 3:24; 11:5,6; Titus 3:7).
We start the christian life in grace and we stand and thrive in it by grace (1 Peter 5:12; Romans 5:2; Ephesians 4:7; Philippians 1:7; 2 Corinthians 6:1; 8:1,6,7; 9:8,14; 12:9).

We are called with an holy calling according to God’s purpose and grace (2 Timothy 1:9; Galatians 1:6,15; 2:9). We are exhorted to be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus (2 Timothy 2:1).

Our ministerial call is one of grace (Romans 1:5; 15:15,16; 12:3,6; 1 Corinthians 3:10; 1:4). It is by the grace of God that we are whoever we are (1 Corinthians 15:10).

God has called us to righteousness and virtue (1 Thessalonians 4:3,7; Ephesians 5:3-11; 2 Peter 1:3-5; 1 Peter 1:14-16). God’s grace is bestowed on the humble (1 Peter 5:5).
GROWTH AND VIBRANCY

No matter our present state, God is calling us to life and growth. After we have believed, we are expected to continue to ADD to our faith and other virtues (2 Peter 1:5-10).

We are encouraged to grow in grace and in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ (2 Peter 3:8).

Stagnancy is an evidence that there is no vitality. Growth is an evidence of life and vibrancy. We are enjoined to “awake to righteousness and sin not” (1 Corinthians 15:34).

We are to grow in love (1 Thessalonians 3:22; 4:10), grow in fruitfulness (2 Corinthians 9:10), grow into Christ (Ephesians 4:15; Colossians 1:10), grow unto perfection (Hebrews 6:1), grow through the word of God (1 Peter 2:2).
God expects us to grow from strength to strength (Psalm 84:7; 92:12; Job 17:9; Proverbs 4:18).

GLORY AND VICTORY

2 Peter 1:3; 1 Peter 5:10; Romans 8:35-39; 16:20; 2 Corinthians 2:12; 10:3-7; Exodus 14:14-26; Joshua 3:1-17; 6:1-20; Revelation 12:10-12
God has not called unto shame but unto glory and to receive a full reward (2 Peter 1:3; 1 Peter 5:10).
We are more than conquerors through Him that loved us (Romans 8:35-39). The Lord causes us to triumph every time and in every place (2 Corinthians 2:12).

God has called us unto glory, victory and conquest. He has promised that no man shall be able to stand before us. Every opposition will be crushed, every Jericho wall will crumble, every Red Sea and River Jordan will part (Exodus 14:14-26; Joshua 3:1-17; 6:1-20; 2 Corinthians 10:3-7).

God has promised to bruise Satan under our feet shortly. We have victory and dominion over the Devil (Romans 16:20; Revelation 12:10-12).
