WISDOM: THE PILLAR OF HEAVEN’S ABUNDANCE

Wisdom underpins the abundance that comes from heaven. Wisdom is crying and calling unto us to listen, learn, do and be blessed (Proverbs 1:20,21; 3:13-26,35). Long life is in the right hand of wisdom and riches and honour are in her left hand (Proverbs 3:13,16).

Abundance does not come from the exercise of brute strength otherwise labourers will be extremely wealthy. Abundance comes from the implementations of wisdom. Even in the natural world, people with intellectual property and inventions make more money than labouring workers.

We need wisdom not only to get wealth but to also preserve it, enjoy it and pass it on. Lack of wisdom in managing wealth has been the undoing of many people – spiritually, physically and otherwise. As a result of mismanagement of abundance, marriages have been scattered, hearts broken, health destroyed through drugs and unhealthy winning and dinning, peace has been replaced with fear and insecurity, moral perversion and infidelity have increased.

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When God gives us wisdom to acquire wealth, He also gives us the wisdom to preserve it, manage it, profit from it and pass it on.

SPIRITUAL PRIORITIES AND ATTITUDE

2 Chronicles 26:5; 3 John 2; Matthew 6:33; Psalm 75:6; 122:1; Proverbs 10:22; Deuteronomy 8:18-20;  
As long as Uzziah sought God, God made him to prosper (2 Chronicles 26:5). Our physical prosperity will be in proportion to our spiritual prosperity and well being (3 John 2). This is why we are enjoined to seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness. We are guaranteed a prospered existence if we do this (Matthew 6:33).
Promotion does not come from the East or the West but from God (Psalm 75:6). He is the one that makes rich and adds no sorrow and He does this in order to establish His covenant with us (Proverbs 10:22; Deuteronomy 8:18-20).

Many people out of foolishness abandon God and concentrate all their time and life chasing money and they end up chasing shadows!

Wisdom will ensure and enable us to set spiritual priorities. It is God that gave us life and who will also give us the resources needed to enjoy the life He has given us (Ecclesiastes 5:18-20). Therefore we should give priority to worship, to seeking and serving God. Our attitude should be willing and joyful when handling the things of God (Psalm 122:1).

It is in God we move, live and have our being. All we are and all we have are from Him. The earth out of which our prosperity comes is the Lord’s and the fullness of it. He has decided to give us the earth and its abundance (Psalm 24:1; 115:16).
STRATEGIC PLANING AND ACTION

God is a God of order and not of confusion (1 Corinthians 14:33). God set the goal of creating the world and creating man. He accomplished His goal in six days. Genesis chapters one and two are full of insights on goal; setting, planning and organisation.
We need to be like our heavenly Father. God’s wisdom will cause us to set goals, establish priorities, make plans and take action. This is the path to progress.

One of the eternal principles that God has established in the world is the law of sowing and reaping. If you eat, you will grow. If you work, you can earn an income.

Sowing and reaping has sustained the world since its creation. The food we eat has been replenished and multiplied through sowing and reaping. The law of sowing and reaping works in the realm of agriculture as well as in the realms of finances.

Savings and investments can lead to tremendous increase and abundance. The investment can be multiplied over time.

These are difficult times and we might be sceptical about investing. We need to know that if we observe the winds of economic adversity we might not sow. If we regard the clouds of dwindling opportunities we will not reap (Ecclesiastes 11:4).

Despite the adverse times, God is encouraging us to sow (Ecclesiastes 11:5,6). We need to plant in hope and expect to be a partaker of our hope (1 Corinthians 9:10).

(3) To be a channel of blessing to others (Genesis 12:1-5; Deuteronomy 15:6-15; 26:1-15; Proverbs 11:24-26)

(4) To expend God’s kingdom on earth (Malachi 3:8-12; Proverbs 3:9,10; 1 Corinthians 16:1-4; Luke 8:2,3; Exodus 25:1-9)
