THE FIGHT
The christian life from its inception to its consummation is a fight. To get saved, we will have to fight against the Devil that will not want us to go (Jeremiah 31:11; 50:33,34; Isaiah 49:24-26; Acts 26:18). We will fight against the flesh and its inroad of corrupting pleasures and influence (1 Corinthians 9:27; Colossians 3:5,9). The christian life is a striving against sin and its enslaving power (Romans 6:6,14; 7:23-25; Hebrews 12:4).
The christian life is depicted in the scriptures as a boxing match (1 Corinthians 9:24-27), a wrestling contest (Ephesians 6:13), a military warfare (2 Corinthians 10:3-5; 2 Timothy 2:3,4; 1 Timothy 1:18) as well as an  anti-riot combat (Ephesians 6:16).

The christian life is a warfare against Satan and his satanic strongholds (2 Corinthians 10:3-5). It is an anti-riot combat against Satan and his fiery darts (Ephesians 6:16). 
It takes two to tangle and fight. Every fight implies an opponent. Winning the fight presumes that we know the character, strategy, devices of our opponent and how to tackle him.

OBJECT OF THE FIGHT

Ephesians 6:13,16; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Revelation 12:3-11; 1 Corinthians 9:26; Daniel 10:12-21; Matthew 12:29; 16:23
Satan is the archenemy of God and man (Revelation 12:3-11). The object of our fight is PRIMARILY Satan and SECONDARILY all his agents that he uses to perpetrate his activities in the world in general and in the community of believers in particular.

Our fight is not physical but spiritual, not natural but supernatural and therefore our weapons must be of the same nature. The weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty through God (2 Corinthians 10:3-5).

To fight against flesh and blood is to be focused on the wrong object. We wrestle against principalities and powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against wicked spirits in high places (Ephesians 6:13).

We are fighting a real but invisible enemy. We cannot afford to shadow box as one beating the air. We must aim our blows at the appropriate target (1 Corinthians 9:26).

When we war against the Prince of Persia, our blessing arrives (Daniel 10:12-21). When we bind the strong man, his captives are set free (Matthew 12:29).

Even when an individual makes a negative confession or proclaims a false prophesy, we bind the spirit behind the confession not the person making the confession.

Peter was only human – ordinary flesh and blood! However Christ attacked the spirit behind the confession that could hinder Christ from fulfilling the divine plan for His life. “Get thee behind me, Satan” was Christ’s response not “Get thee behind me, Peter” (Matthew 16:23).

We must wrestle with principalities and powers and not with flesh and blood (Ephesians 6:13).

OBJECTIVE OF THE FIGHT

2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Judges 9:49-52; Joshua 11:1-15; Matthew 12:29; Daniel 10:12-21; Isaiah 61:1-3; Luke 4:16-21; 11:13-18; Acts 10:38; Ephesians 6:16; Hebrews 12:4; Galatians 5:24; Colossians 3:5.
Our ultimate objective in this fight against the enemy is total victory. However, we can identify the different aspects of this victory:

(1) To pull down satanic strongholds (2 Corinthians 10:3-5) and set them on fire (Judges 9:49-52).
(2) To dismantle Satan’s headquarters and scatter his confederacy (Joshua 11:1-15)
(3) To bind every strong man and disarm every Prince of Persia (Matthew 12:29; Daniel 10:12-21)
(4) To open the prison door for the captives (Isaiah 61:1-3; Luke 4:16-21; 11:13-18; Acts 10:38)
(5) To break every yoke, cancel curses and quench Satan’s fiery darts (Ephesians 6:16)
(6) To strive against sin and its enslaving power (Hebrews 12:4)
(7) To fight against the flesh and its inroad of corrupting pleasures (Galatians 5:24; Colossians 3:5)
(8) To contend against the world and all forms of worldliness (Galatians 5:24).
OVERCOMING THROUGH FIGHTING

1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8; 1 John 5:4; Romans 16:20; 8:37; 2 Corinthians 2:14; 1 Corinthians 15:57
It is an established fact that we must fight in order to win. There is no other way. However, we must fight the good fight of faith.
It will be a BAD fight when:

(a) We fight each other and not the Devil (Galatians 5:15; 2 Timothy 2:24-26)
(b) We fight in the energy of the flesh and not in the power of the Holy Spirit (2 Corinthians 3:5; John 15:5; Zechariah 4:6,10)
(c) We fight in strife and competition instead of supporting and complementing each other (1 Corinthians 1:11)
(d) We go into the battle unprepared or ill-prepared, unequipped or ill-equipped (Luke 14:28-33)
It will be a GOOD fight when:

1. We fight under the orders of our Commander in Chief Jesus Christ

2. We fight in unity and faith knowing that victory is certain (1 Timothy 6:12).

Faith is the victory (1 John 5:4). God has promised to bruise Satan under our feet (Romans 16:20). Victory is certain for us everytime, everywhere, and in all circumstances (2 Corinthians 2:14; 1 Corinthians 15:57).

It is now for us to rise up and fight:

· Don’t let the enemy intimidate you, fight!

· Don’t run away from the war front, stand your ground and fight!(2 Samuel 23:9-12)
· Don’t submit to defeat by the enemy, you can win the victory, fight!
