CONQUERING A DEFEATED ENEMY

That Satan has been defeated is a stated fact of scripture. Christ has already “spoiled principalities and powers, He made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it” (Colossians 2:15). This passage intimates us with the public defeat of Satan. Satan is a defeated and conquered enemy.

The very cross by which Satan and his agents thought they will humiliate and terminate christianity turned out to be their public defeat and shame (Colossians 1:20-22; Acts 2:23-36; 3:13-18; 5:28; 1 Corinthians 1:18-24; Ephesians 2:16; 1 John 3:8).

Satan though defeated has refused to concede and accept defeat. He is still going around asserting that he is very much alive and kicking. We believers need to serve as God’s law enforcement agents to enforce the reality of the defeat. Satan is an outlaw, keep him where he belongs, in the dust of defeat!

REFUSAL TO BE VICTIMS

Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; 2 Corinthians 2:11; John 8:32,36; 10:10; Isaiah 54:14-17; Mark 4:35-41; Ephesians 6:16; Psalm 118:17.

One of the ways that Satan uses to subdue and oppress people today is by making them to believe that they are the victims of circumstances, that he is monitoring them and therefore responsible for all the bad happenings in their lives.

God did not create man to be a victim in the world. Man was originally created to have dominion and to subdue the earth (Genesis 1:26,28; Psalm 8:4-8). As a redeemed soul, live in the privilege of your calling and refuse to be a victim.

Another way is by keeping them ignorant of the reality of their victory. If you are ignorant of your right and inheritance, how can you enjoy them? (Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; 2 Corinthians 2:11). The truth has the power to set us free if we will learn it (John 8:32,36).

However the greatest power that anybody can exercise over the devil is to refuse to be his victim. Refuse to be:

· A candidate for demonic manipulation (Isaiah 54:14-17)

· A target for the enemy’s bullets (Ephesians 6:16)

· A victim of Satan-inspired storm (Mark 4:35-41)

· An object of the spiritual thief (John 10:10)

· A victim of untimely death (Psalm 118:17)

· A victim of paralysing fear (Nehemiah 6:6-13)

REALITY OF OUR VICTORY

Colossians 2:15; 1:20-22; John 19:30; 1 John 5:4,5; 4:4; Romans 8:31,37; 2 Corinthians 2:14; Psalm 60:12; 108:13; Judges 5:13.

Christ has already declared “It is finished” on the cross (John 19:30). Every believer is an overcomer (1 John 5:4,5). Greater is He that lives in us than the wicked devil roaming the world for preys (1 John 4:4). We are declared to be “more than conquerors” (Romans 8:37). Since God is for us, we know no contestants in battle (Romans 8:31). Irrespective of the innumerable tribulations and troubles that may befall us, Christ has already overcome the world (John 16:33). Many may be the afflictions of the righteous but God has guaranteed deliverance from them ALL (Psalm 34:19).

“NOW thanks be unto God, which ALWAYS causeth us to TRIUMPH in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of His knowledge by us in EVERY PLACE” (2 Corinthians 2:14).

Through God we have triumphed gloriously and already possess the dominion over the mighty (Psalm 60:12; 108:13; Judges 5:13).

ROLLCALL OF VICTORS

Hebrews 11:1-40; Genesis 4:1-3; 5:21-24; 6:8; Judges 7:16-25; 5:13; 15:14-16; 16:27-30; Psalm 144:1; 1 John 5:4; Ephesians 6:16

Although the names of victors and victorias litter the pages of the Bible. However, Hebrews chapter eleven presents us with a concentrated list of those who by faith won the victory.

This list includes Abel, Enoch, Noah, Abraham, Sarah, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Moses, Rahab, Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, David, Samuel and a host of other prophets (cf. Hebrews 11:32).

The victory that they won are highlighted in various parts of the Bible as well as in this Hebrews chapter eleven. It is important that every one of them triuphed “by faith”. Faith is what secures the victory (1 John 5:4). The shield of faith will quench ALL the fiery darts of the wicked (Ephesians 6:16).

It is time for you to append your name to this ever growing list of victors and victorias. This year, your name will enter this register of victors. The next rollcall will witness the sound of your name. Now is the time for God to bruise Satan under your feet (Romans 16:20).
