DIVINE KEYS TO ACCOMPLISHMENT

God holds the keys to successful achievement. When we discover these keys, accomplishment becomes a practical possibility instead of a distant dream. 
Many are looking for the magic formula that brings success but success is the product of who we are. When we strive to be the best that we can be, we increase our chances of success.

The height that we attain, the destination we finally end up in depends on who we follow and model our lives after. Those who follow blind guides always fall in the ditch (Matthew 15:14). Those who believe the evil report and follow the ten unbelieving spies always perish in the wilderness (Numbers 13:30-33; 14:1-30).

Those like Gideon that possess a compelling motivation always get empowered for conquest. Those with a burning desire for breakthrough like Jabez are never denied the fruits of conquest. Life always deals them an even hand. They experience open doors, they find favour, they enjoy breakthroughs (Judges 6:11-14; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10).
CORRECT MODEL AND EXAMPLES

Hebrews 6:12-15; 11:1-35; Numbers 13: 30; 14:8,9; Joshua 14:12; Philippians 4:9; 3:17; 1 Corinthians 4:16; 11:1; 1 Thessalonians 1:6; 2:14.
Many people with great potential waste away because of following bad examples and modeling their lives after unsuitable, unproductive icons in society.

We are encouraged to be followers of those who through faith and patience have inherited the promises (Hebrews 6:12). We can be super successes by following the path the heroes of faith trod and making them our models. How can you make Joshua and Caleb your model and experiencing defeat? Their conquering spirit is infections (Hebrews 6:12-15; 11:1-35; Numbers 13: 30; 14:8,9; Joshua 14:12).

Paul encouraged many to follow his model and example (Philippians 4:9; 3:17; 1 Corinthians 4:16; 11:1; 1 Thessalonians 1:6; 2:14).

When we model our life after winners, their winning lifestyle, their unshakeable focus, compelling motivation, solid conviction, unbeatable passion affect our lives for the better. We become like those we model our lives after -- like father, like son, like priest, like the people (Isaiah 24:2; Ezekiel 16:44).
At first people were startled at the boldness and persuasive presentation of Peter and John. Their performance went beyond what could be attributed to unschooled men. However, further reflection brought out the contributory factor – they had been with Jesus (Acts 4:12,13).
COMPELLING MOTIVATION THAT EMPOWERS

Mark 5:25-35; 10:46-52; Matthew 15:21-28; Judges 8:1-5; Numbers 13:30; Philippians 3:13,14; 4:13; 
Motivation must be absolutely compelling and deep rooted for successful achievement. Internal motivation empowers and enables us to overcome obstacles so that we can live our dreams.

When people are hungry for success and they possess burning desire for achievement, they become unstoppable on the way to success. For people with correct attitude and great energy, success is inevitable. Such people always amount to somebody.  

Deep rooted motivation gives us the strength of purpose to persevere. Like the woman with the issue of blood, we refuse to give up until we secure victory (Mark 5:25-35). Like the Syrophonecian woman, they overcome innumerable obstacles to get to their heart’s desire (Matthew 15:21-28).

Like Caleb and Joshua, they are too passionate to possess the land flowing with milk and honey that the giants fade into insignificance in their sight. Their only refrain is “we are well able to go up and possess the land” (Numbers 13:30). Others may be hesitating despite the divine promises; they march to a different drum beat.
It is compelling motivation that makes a person “faint yet pursuing” (Judges 8:1-5). It is compelling motivation that makes a person to keep on shouting despite opposition from many to silence him (Mark 10:46-52).
CREATIVE MENTOR THAT EQUIPS

Matthew 4:18-22; 1 Kings 19:15-21; 2 Kings 2:1-18; Numbers 11:26-29; 1 Samuel 30:21-31; 2 Kings 6:20-23; Mark 9:38
Many people miss the way because they have no guide or when they have one, the guide is not reliable. A good guide and counselor can enable us to be wise but companions of fools always and up in the dungeon (Proverbs 13:20; 15:22; 11:14; 24:6).

Amnon died an untimely death because of bad counseling (1 Samuel 13:1-33). Rehoboan failed because he listened to bad advice (1 Kings 12:1-20).

A creative mentor that encourages and equips is an essential pillar in the infrastructure and superstructure of success. If you have been fishing for fish before, your mentor can show you how to take the leap from fishing for fish to fishing for men. He can show you how to adapt your skills to meet new challenges (Matthew 4:18-22). He can teach you how to re-direct the discipline and focus you exercised in your farming days to prosper in the prophetic ministry (1 Kings 19:15-21; 2 Kings 2:1-18). He can teach you how to avoid narrow mindedness and bigotry and have a large heart and an expanded perspective (Numbers 11:26-29; 1 Samuel 30:21-31; 2 Kings 6:20-23; Mark 9:38).
