ENLARGE MY COAST

God intends to bless us and set us in a large place (2 Samuel 22:17-20). He intends for us to enjoy freedom and liberty in a large place and not bondage and oppression in a restricted place. A caged lion is always dependent. Set the lion loose and it can fend for itself. May the bars of iron that shackles you be cut in sunder in Jesus’ name.

There is no better prayer to pray than that of Jabez: “Enlarge my coast” (1 Chronicles 4:9,10). This pray affects every area of our life and ministry. What is my coast? Who determines the boundaries of this coast? How can it be enlarged when I desire such?

ESTABLISHMENT OF MY COAST 

Joshua 1:2-4; Deuteronomy 32:8; Psalm 74:17; Acts 17:26; 16:6-13; 1:8; Matthew 10:5-8; 15:24; 28:18-20.

God established the coast of the children of Israel in the land of Canaan. He is the one who sets the boundaries of the portion that belongs to us (Joshua 1:2-4; Deuteronomy 32:8; Psalm 74:17; Acts 17:26).

He is the one that marks out the boundaries of our inheritance (Deuteronomy 32:8). Have you searched out and known the boundaries of your inheritance? Do you know what God has marked and mapped out for you?

The Lord maps out the boundaries of our ministry (Acts 16:6-13). He may limit our ministry for the time being to the lost sheep of the house of Israel (Matthew 10:5-8). He may extend and enlarge the borders of ministry latter to include Samaria and the uttermost parts of the world (Acts 1:8; Matthew 28:18-20). Success in ministry can only come as we follow the Lord’s direction and work within the confines He stipulates.

EMBRACING OF MY COAST

Judges 1:1-4,9-11,19,21,27-36; Obadiah 17; Isaiah 54:14-17; Genesis 26:22; Luke 15:29-31; Ephesians 1:3; 2 Peter 1:3,4.

Although God established the coast of Israel, they failed to embrace the coast (Judges 1:1-4,9-11,19,21,27-36). Much of their inheritance was occupied by their enemies. They failed to possess their possession.

We should learn from the failure of Israel to possess their coast. We must embrace the coast that God has delineated for us. We must never allow the failure of Israel to happen to us.

If God has made room for us in the land, we must grab the opportunity to be fruitful in the land (Genesis 26:22). We must possess our possession (Obadiah 17; Isaiah 54:14-17; Ephesians 1:3; 2 Peter 1:3,4).

ENLARGEMENT OF MY COAST 

1 Chronicles 4:9,10; 2 Kings 4:3,6; Psalm 23:5; Philippians 3:13,14; 2 Samuel 22:17-20; John 10:10; 3 John 2

We can only enlarge that which we know the boundaries. Otherwise where do we start from? We can only enlarge that which we possess. Otherwise how can you enlarge the pocket of a dress you don’t have?

Never be satisfied with your present situation. Don’t be content with the second best. Why be satisfied with viewing a village from the top of a little hill when you can view the world from the top of Mount Everest? (Philippians 3:13,14). The best is yet to come. God is ready and willing to bless us without measure. Bring your vessels not a few (2 Kings 4:3,6).

Never be satisfied with a full cup, press on until it is running over (Psalm 23:5). When your cup is full and running over, present a bucket to the Lord. When the bucket is full, bring a barrel and start all over again. Pray that God will increase your capacity for more of Him, His blessings, grace, provision, etc.

Do you feel as if your life is restricted? Pray like Jabez to change your lot. “Enlarge my coast” is a prayer that still arrests heaven’s attention (1 Chronicles 4:9,10).
