THOUGHT AND ATTITUDE

Proverbs 23:7; Jeremiah 29:11; Isaiah 55:8,9; 1 Corinthians 2:16; Philippians 4:8; Numbers 13:30-33; Romans 8:37.

“For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he” (Proverbs 23:7).

It is important to think like God. God’s thoughts towards us are thoughts of good, success, victory, achievement and not that of bad, evil, failure, defeat (Jeremiah 29:11).

God’s thoughts are higher than ours but we can have the mind of Christ and think the way God thinks (Isaiah 55:8,9; 1 Corinthians 2:16). Think victory, success, achievement, good, peace, virtue, etc. (Philippians 4:8).

Success and achievement depend upon our attitude as well. What kind of attitude do you possess – that of a victim or a victor, that of defeat or dominion, that of a grasshopper or a giant-killer, that of a worm or a winner? (Numbers 13:30-33; Romans 8:37).

TONGUE AND ACTION

2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10; Proverbs 13:11; 10:4; 12:24; 18:21; 1 Peter 3:10,11; Numbers 14:28; James 2:17,20,26; 

Positive confession must be backed up with purposeful commitment. Confession without action is useless daydreaming. Action without confession is mere drudgery that achieves nothing.

If you believe that God will help you succeed, you will say it out: “We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak” (2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10).

However faith that confesses must be backed up with action for faith without corresponding action is dead (James 2:17,20,26).

If you believe that God will prosper you, you will confess it and you will be diligent. Face the opportunities that God brings across your way with hard work (Proverbs 13:11; 10:4; 12:24).

Death and life are in the power of the tongue. What we say is what we get (Proverbs 18:21; 1 Peter 3:10,11; Numbers 14:28).

TALENTS AND APTITUDE

Romans 12:6; Matthew 25:14-30; Luke 19:12-26; 1 Peter 4:10,11; 1 Corinthians 7:7,17; 1 Samuel 17:40-51; 18:6-8.

Whatever talents, aptitude and skills you possess, develop them for they will be useful in days of opportunities. Do you know how to use the sling? Practice well for opportunity to face Goliath will surely come and this will lift you to national acclaim (1 Samuel 17:40-51; 18:6-8).

Do you know how to shepherd sheep? Learn as much as possible and master the skills for one day you may be a shepherd over God’s flock like David. Shepherding sheep and leading men are similar. The skills developed in the lower occupation will help in the higher employment.

Winners are people who have discovered their special talents, abilities and special God-given gifts and have paid the price to grow and develop them. Invest the time and effort necessary to improve your abilities. Your talents is the pathway to the achievement that God has ordained for you.

God has given to every one special talents (Romans 12:6; 1 Peter 4:10,11; 1 Corinthians 7:7,17). Develop and use your talents. Whatever you don’t use, you will loose.
