PATHWAY TO ACHIEVEMENT II

THIRST AND ASPIRATION

Matthew 5:6; 1 Corinthians 9:24,25; 12:31; 14:1; 2 Timothy 2:5; Philippians 3:13,14; 1 Timothy 3:1; Proverbs 10:24.

Desire is the foundation for all achievement. Without a burning desire or deep hunger, great achievements are practically impossible. Only those who thirst and hunger for righteousness have the possibility of being filled (Matthew 5:6).

We must never be satisfied with mediocrity in life. Never settle for the second best. Aim high and go for God’s best for your life. Have a consuming desire and passion for achievement. God’s place for you is the place of dominion (Genesis 1:28). Reach for the gold medal, strive for the masteries (1 Corinthians 9:24,25; 2 Timothy 2:5; Philippians 3:13,14).

Godly desires and ambitions are encouraged by the Lord (1 Timothy 3:1; 1 Corinthians 12:31; 14:1). The desire of the righteous shall be granted (Proverbs 10:24).

TRUST AND ANOINTING

Jeremiah 17:5-8; Isaiah 30:7; 31:1-3; Zechariah 4:6; Proverbs 3:5-7; John 15:5; Acts 10:38; Luke 4:18-21; Hebrews 13:5,6; Romans 8:31. 

It is essential that our TRUST must be in God and we should not be proud and arrogant whatever we know, possess, etc. Our talents are God-given: “What hast thou that thou didst not receive? Now if thou didst receive it, why dost thou glory as if thou hadst not received it?” (1 Corinthians 4:7).

“TRUST in the Lord with ALL thine heart; LEAN NOT UNTO THINE OWN UNDERSTANDING. In ALL thy ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct thy paths. Be not wise in thine own eyes” (Proverbs 3:5-7).

“He that abideth in me, and I in Him, THE SAME BRIGETH MUCH FRUIT: for without me ye can do nothing” (John 15:5).

“Not by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit, saith the Lord of hosts” (Zechariah 4:6).

Don’t trust in your human connections, they are just arms of flesh that can fail. Trust in man is cursed by God (Jeremiah 17:5-8; Isaiah 30:7; 31:1-3). The presence of God in a person’s life will bring success and victory as the lives of Joseph, Isaac, David and many others show (Genesis 39:1-13; 26:1-26).

The ordinary skills, gifts and talents you possess will be used to accomplish extra-ordinary things when the anointing comes like in the case of David (1 Samuel 17:40-51; 16:13).

Our sufficiency is ALWAYS of God (2 Corinthians 3:4,5; 2:16).

TRIUMPH AND ALTITUDE

Numbers 14:28; Hebrews 10:23; Isaiah 10:27; 61:1-3; 28:16; 40:31; Luke 4:18-21; Acts 10:38; 1 Peter 2:6; Proverbs 13:11.

What we believe God for, confess to others, work towards usually comes to pass. Triumph will always be the outcome of trust in God (1 Peter 2:6; Isaiah 28:16). Those who wait upon God will ALWAYS mount up with wings as the eagle (Isaiah 40:31). The anointing always breaks the yoke (Isaiah 10:27; 61:1-3; Luke 4:18-21; Acts 10:38). Action and industry always results in increase (Proverbs 13:11). Confession always becomes possession (Numbers 14:28; Hebrews 10:23).
