POWER AGAINST DESTINY QUENCHERS

Genesis 37:1-20

We are not here by chance and we do not live aimless lives. We are a people of destiny. God has a purpose and a destiny for your life. But there are always destiny quenchers who never want us to get to our God-appointed destination. The destiny of Jesus was to be the Saviour of the world (John 4:42; Luke 19:10). However the devil tried to kill Him many times by stoning to death, or pushing Him down a steep hill etc. (Luke 4:28-30; John 8:40,59). The devil did not want Him to die the death of the cross and therefore secure salvation for man. Even a trusted disciple was manipulated to stand in His way (Matthew 16:22,23).

Never allow yourself to be a candidate of circumstance. Don’t travel by the winds of chance. Discover your divine destiny and map your way to it. There is power to deal with destiny quenchers. Never let them intimidate you.

PURPOSE AND DIVINE QUEST

Genesis 1:26,27; 37:5-11; James 3:9; Isaiah 54:14-17; Jeremiah 29:11; John 10:10; 3 John 2; 2 Corinthians 9:8; 2 Thessalonians 3:16

From the very beginning, God created man for a purpose – to be like God in everything: “Let us make man in OUR IMAGE … So God created man in His own image, in the image of God created He him; male and female created He them” (Genesis 1:26,27; James 3:9).

On the surface, this looks statement ordinary but contains tremendous truth about the destiny of man. Think for a moment about these: God never suffers defeat. God can never go into captivity. God has never lost a battle. God cannot experience affliction, oppression, etc. God only knows freedom, liberty, dominion, success, victory, and achievement. God cannot reigns in majesty and glory. This is meant to be the believer’s portion (Isaiah 54:14-17).

Man that was created in the image of God was meant to live a similar kind of life enjoying victory and success, basking in the sunshine of dominion, enjoying the rarefied air in the mountain of achievement, etc.

God’s first mandate to man which has remained unchanged is “Be fruitful and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion …” (Genesis 1:28).

After God created man, He blessed man (Genesis 1:28). The curse was a latter development because of disobedience (Genesis 3:16-19). However we are living at a time when God is bringing restoration of all things to His original plan, purpose, intention and design. Don’t allow yourself to be left out.

“For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, TO GIVE YOU AN EXPECTED END” (Jeremiah 29:11).

God gave Joseph two distinct dreams which portrayed God’s destiny for his life (Genesis 37:5-11). The dream was given twice because it was certain to come to pass: “And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice; it is because the thing is ESTABLISHED BY GOD, and GOD WILL SHORTLY BRING IT TO PASS” (Genesis 41:32).

PLOT OF DESTINY QUENCHERS

Genesis 37:3-8,18-20; 50:20; Nehemiah 1:12,16-18; Judges 16:4-21; Numbers 22:11,12; 23:7-11; Daniel 3:1-28; 6:1-25.

(1) Destiny quenchers always manifest great hatred towards people of destiny

Joseph was MORE favoured and MUCH loved than his brothers. The father bought him “a coat of many colours” and this angered his brothers and “they hated him, and could not speak peaceably unto him” (Genesis 37:3,4).

What special favours are you enjoying? Are there glorious opportunities that are opening for you? Expect the activities of destiny quenchers.

(2) Telling destiny quenchers your dreams, aspirations, goals, and purpose can only increase their hatred

“And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told it his brethren: AND THEY HATED HIM YET THE MORE” (Genesis 37:5).  Be wise enough to know where, when and with whom you share your dreams and goals. Don’t play into the hands of the enemy (Nehemiah 1:12,16-18).

(3) Destiny quenchers can see your star and God’s plan for your greatness and it infuriates them

“And his brethren said to him, shalt thou indeed reign over us? Or shall thou indeed have dominion over us? And they hated him yet the more for his dreams, and for his words” (Genesis 37:8).

God’s plan for Israel was great but Balak was a destiny quencher. God had blessed Israel. Balak wanted the blessing cancelled or reversed and for a curse to replace it (Numbers 22:11,12; 23:7-11).

(4) Envy and jealousy are the trademarks of destiny quenchers

“And his brethren ENVIED him: but his father observed the saying” (Genesis 37:11). Envy and jealousy for your potential always saturate the system of destiny quenchers.

Daniel and the three Hebrew children were prospering in Babylon. The destiny quenchers hated them and plotted against them (Daniel 3:1-28; 6:1-25). However the persecution only resulted in further greatness, promotion and favour (Daniel 3:29,30; 6:26-28). The activities of destiny quenchers will catapult you to greatness in Jesus’ name. Amen.

(5) The substance of the plan and plot of destiny quenchers is always EVIL

“But as for you, ye thought evil against me; BUT GOD MEANT IT FOR GOOD” (Genesis 50:20). The thoughts of destiny quenchers can only be evil although their words may be sugar-coated and their action cloaked with apparent love. The substance of their thought and action is at the very best only poison coated with honey. The end of it is always destruction and ruin. Delilah was a destiny quencher whose words swayed Samson. Her purpose was to nullify Samson’s anointing and power and to render him useless (Judges 16:4-21). 

(6) Conspiracy and murder are familiar watchwords in the dictionary of destiny quenchers

“And when they saw him afar off, even before he came near unto them, THEY CONSPIRED AGAINST HIM TO SLAY HIM. And they said one to another, behold, THIS DREAMER COMETH. Come now therefore, AND LET US SLAY HIM, And cast him into some pit … AND WE SHALL SEE WHAT BECOME OF HIS DREAMS” (Genesis 37:18,20).

POWER AGAINST DESTINY QUENCHERS

Genesis 37:18,20; 42:6; 45:3; Psalm 118:17,18; 23:6; Daniel 3:29,30; 6:26-28; Numbers 23:7-11,19-25; 24:10

Destiny quenchers may be sinister and deadly, manipulative and satanic, they however don’t have the final say in our destiny. We can get to our God-appointed destination irrespective of their plot, we can inherit our divine destiny despite their devilish plans.

Despite their conspiracy to kill (Genesis 37:18,20), “I shall not die, but live, and declare the works of the Lord” (Psalm 118:17). God has not given you over to death, why should you die? (Psalm 118:18).

Destiny quenchers have thought they will waste your life, shatter your dreams and in mockery they declare “and we shall see what will become of his dreams” (Genesis 37:20).

However in a positive, definite and divine-engineered way, they will see what will eventually become of your dreams. You will become Egypt’s Prime Minister like Joseph and they will see it (Genesis 42:6; 45:3). You will receive further promotion like Daniel and the three Hebrew children and they will see it (Daniel 3:29,30; 6:26-28). You will be blessed by Balaam contrary to Balak’s expectation (Numbers 23:7-11,19-25; 24:10). In fact it will lead them to gnash their teeth (Psalm 112:9,10).

Just like Joseph’s brothers meant it for evil but God meant it for good, “Thou preparest a table before me IN THE PRESENCE OF MINE ENEMIES: Thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over” (Psalm 23:5). They plan to kill you, but “SURELY goodness and mercy shall follow me ALL THE DAYS OF MY LIFE” (Psalm 23:6).

There are some things that increase your power and victory over destiny quenchers:

(1) Righteousness (Daniel 6:22; 1 John 5:18; Isaiah 54:14-17)

(2) Faith (Ephesians 6:16)

(3) Knowledge (2 Corinthians 2:11; Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13)

(4) Prayer (Genesis 31:24,29; James 5:13)

(5) Divine presence and favour (Zechariah 3:15; Romans 8:31; Psalm 118:6)
