PRAYING THROUGH TO YOUR BREAKTHROUGH
We are not the first set of people to experience satanic opposition or to be confronted with spiritual and physical barriers. However, we have the examples of those who prayed through to a breakthrough in their lives. Their lives serve as examples for us to follow. In faith, we can follow the path they trod and end up experiencing breakthrough ourselves (Romans 15:4; 4:23,24; Hebrews 6:12; James 5:17,18).

We have not because we ask not is the verdict of the scriptures (James 4:2). Prayer will create a highway for us to pass. Prayer will eliminate every barrier – physical, spiritual or human.

Breakdown is not meant to be our portion. Breakthrough is God’s gift and plan for the believer. We can and we must pray through to our heart’s desire. We can and we must pray through to victory and breakthrough.

REFUSAL OF THE DEVIL’S BREAKDOWN

Nehemiah 1:2,3; 2:17; 4:2; Proverbs 25:28; Matthew 2:17,18; Jeremiah 31:15; Micah 4:9; Genesis 21:14-19; Job 1:12-22; 2:1-13.
Life is about moving on and making progress in every department of life. However, when the vehicle of progress breaks down, everything grinds to a halt. The Devil has a vested interest in making sure that our vehicle of progress breaks down.

When the vehicle of progress breaks down, nothing works. Business collapse, spiritual defeat, financial impoverishment, social chaos, emotional paralysis, intellectual confusion are all evidences of satanic breakdown. Life will be like a fizzy drink without the fizz. It will be like Coca-Cola gone flat.

A life experiencing breakdown will be like a bombed site – the walls are broken down, the gates are burnt with fire, there is rubble everywhere, all hopes are dashed and dreams have not come true. Unbearable reproach will mark such a life (Nehemiah 1:2,3; 2:17; 4:2; Proverbs 25:28).

A life experiencing breakdown has lost all hopes and refuses to be comforted and encouraged (Matthew 2:17,18; Jeremiah 31:15), will cry hopelessly like a woman experiencing birth pangs (Micah 4:9). Hagar experienced such a kind of breakdown once (Genesis 21:14-19). Job once experienced the Devil’s breakdown (Job 1:12-22; 2:1-13).

Refuse to accept the Devil’s breakdown. You must begin your God-ordained journey to progress and achievement, to victory and dominion.

REMOVAL OF THE DISTURBING BARRIERS

Mark 11:23,24; Matthew 17:20,21; Jeremiah 51:25,26; Zechariah 4:7; Daniel 10:12-21; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; 1 Thessalonians 2:18.
Some people have not accepted the Devil’s breakdown but progress is so slow for them because there are too many obstacles and disturbing barriers along their path. There are hindering mountains and unfordable rivers before them. There are Red Sea to part and Jordan to divide (). There are too many dangerous bends in their road and too many crooked paths they have to tread. There are too many roadblocks and satanic checkpoints along life’s pathway. Some are in a traffic jam, others are experiencing a slow but painful progress.

We need to pray through to victory. We either speak to the mountain to shift and be cast into the sea (Mark 11:23,24; Matthew 17:20,21) or we decree for it to be burnt to ashes (Jeremiah 51:25,26).
Every disturbing barrier has to give way. Who art thou, O great mountain? before Zerubbabel thou shalt become a plain (Zechariah 4:7).

Every obstructing Prince of Persia must be bound (Daniel 10:12-21). Every strongman must be confronted and overpowered and his weapons confiscated (Luke 11:21,22). Every boasting Goliath must be brought down to kiss the dust (1 Samuel 17:49-53). Every satanic roadblock must be dismantled. Every satanic stronghold must be pulled down (2 Corinthians 10:3-5). Every satanic hindrance must be removed (1 Thessalonians 2:18).

REALITY OF THE DIVINE BREAKTHROUGH

1 Samuel 1:12-28; 2:1; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Genesis 32:24-32; Exodus 32:1-18; 17:8-16; Joshua 7:1-26; 2 Chronicles 20:1-4,20-25; 32:1-8,20-23; 1 Kings 18:36-45; 17:17-24; Isaiah 38:1-8; Judges 16:28-31.
Divine breakthrough must be a reality in our lives. Hannah prayed through to her breakthrough. Jabez prayed through to his breakthrough. Jacob prayed his way through at Peniel (1 Samuel 1:12-28; 2:1; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Genesis 32:24-32).
Moses prayed through to avert divine judgement on Israel (Exodus 32:1-18). Moses with the support of Aaron and Hur prayed through to victory when Israel was contending with the Amalekites (Exodus 17:8-16). Joshua prayed through to a workable solution after the defeat at Ai (Joshua 7:1-26).

Hezekiah prayed through to extend his days on earth and at another time to win the victory over Sennacherib (Isaiah 38:1-8; 2 Chronicles 32:1-8,20-23). Jehoshaphat prayed through to victory over the enemy (2 Chronicles 20:1-4,20-25). Elijah prayed through to bring down fire on the altar on mount Carmel bring down rain for the nation and raise the son of the widow of Zarephath from the dead (1 Kings 18:36-45; 17:17-24).
Samson prayed through to conquest (Judges 16:28-31). Daniel prayed through to divine revelation and insight about God’s plan for the nation (Daniel 10:12-21). Elisha prayed through to raising the son of the Shunamite woman up from the dead (2 Kings 4:32-37). 

We refuse to accept the Devil’s breakdown. We must pray through to a divine breakthrough. We reject every satanic blockage. We must pray through to a free highway and a thoroughfare. This is your day of victory. This is your hour of dominion.
