PREVAILING OVER THE TERRIBLE GIANT
1 Samuel 17:45-54
Giants many times seem to be larger than life threatening the very foundation of our existence. However, we must never allow ourselves to be intimidated by the giants or to run away from them. We must take on the challenge to confront the giants and by the grace and power of the Lord to conquer them.

There is much to learn and to take to heart in the manner that David confronted and conquered Goliath. There are eternal principles contained in how David prevailed over Goliath, the terrible giant. If we will follow the footsteps of David, implement the same principles, we also can prevail over every giant that is threatening our life.

Who is that giant confronting you? What is that monster that is standing in your way? Arise in the power of the Holy Spirit and in the name of the Lord. Take your simple weapons of sling and stone and prevail over the giant!

FAITH AND PROPHECY

1 Samuel 17:45-47; Ephesians 6:16; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Romans 4:17; 2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10; Hebrews 10:23.
David’s faith was strong. He didn’t see Goliath as a giant. He saw him only as an uncircumcised Philistine (1 Samuel 17:26,36). David’s remembrance of past victories generated in him a fresh confidence in God and served to boost his faith (1 Samuel 17:32-37).

David though lightly dressed physically was heavily clothed with the whole armour of God (1 Samuel 17:38,39,45-47). Above all, David took with him his shield of faith wherewith he was able to quench every fiery dart coming from Goliath – which for example in this case was the fiery darts of intimidating words and curses (Ephesians 6:16). Resisting the giant steadfast in faith will defeat him (1 Peter 5:8,9).
Goliath came against David with physical weapons (sword, spear, shield) but David confronted Goliath with a spiritual weapon – the name of the Lord (1 Samuel 17:45). Then David uttered a sevenfold prophecy:

(1) This day will the Lord deliver you into my hand

(2) I will smite thee

(3) I will take thine head from thee

(4) I will give the carcasses of the host of the Philistines THIS DAY unto the fowls of the air and the beasts of the earth.

(5) All the earth shall know that there is a God in Israel.

(6) All this assembly shall know that God does not save by carnal means

(7) The battle s the Lord’s and He will give you into our hands.

David prophesied of cutting off Goliath’s head though he had no sword in his hands (1 Samuel 17:46,50,51).

The power of the spoken word is available to every believer. Call those things which be not as though they are (Romans 4:17-21).  True faith always possesses confession (2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10; Hebrews 10:23).
FERVENCY AND PASSION

1 Samuel 17:48-51; Romans 12:11; Ephesians 6:14; 1 Peter 1:13; Luke 12:35; Jeremiah 1:17; Job 40:7; 38:3; 2 Kings 9:1; 4:29; 1 Kings 18:46; Exodus 12:11.
In confronting Goliath, “David hasted, and ran toward the army to meet the Philistine” (1 Samuel 17:48). This is fervency and passion. There is no place for slothfulness and sluggishness in spiritual warfare. There is no place for flowing gowns at the battle front. Soldiers are always smartly dressed. Use your belt of truth to gather together the loins of your mind (Ephesians 6:14; 1 Peter 1:13; Luke 12:35; Jeremiah 1:17; Job 40:7; 38:3; 2 Kings 9:1; 4:29; 1 Kings 18:46; Exodus 12:11). Never be slothful in business, be fervent in the spirit as you serve the Lord (Romans 12:11). Get rid of every form of flabbiness.
Before Goliath could have the chance of inflicting damage, David has already brought him down (1 Samuel 17:49-51). Before the enemy has any chances of inflicting harm, conquer and overpower him. This implies being ahead of the game, swift like the eagle.
As Goliath fell to the ground unconscious, David ran and executed him. Before the enemy regains consciousness, haste and finish the job of destroying him (1 Samuel 17:49,51).

With what attitude are you confronting the giants in your life? Is your passion in spiritual warfare boiling hot? Are you incensed against the devil? How can you fold your arms while he continues to oppress and afflict you? Rise up in the name of the Lord and confront the devil with holy aggression!

FULFILMENT OF PROPHECY

1 Samuel 17:45-47,50,51,54; Job 22:28; Romans 4:17; Genesis 1:1-3; Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25; 2 Kings 7:1-20; 2:18-20.
David’s prophecy was fulfilled to the letter. He smote Goliath, cut off his head from him and did with it as he had earlier prophesied (1 Samuel 17:45-47,50,51,54).

Declare God’s word – a more sure word of prophecy (2 Peter 1:19). Decree and it shall be established unto you (Job 22:28). The things you call to be which presently are not, will come to be (Romans 4:17).

God’s word will not return to Him void, it shall accomplish that which God sent it for (Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25).

Prophesy of abundance and reap the benefit of provision (2 Kings 7:1-20). Prophesy victory over every bitter circumstance and enjoy the victory (2 Kings 2:18-20).

FLEEING OF THE PHILISTINES

1 Samuel 17:51-53; Judges 7:21,23-25; 8:1-13; Joshua 11:8-11; Hebrews 11:34; 1 Peter 5:8,9; James 4:7.
“And when the Philistines saw their champion was dead, they fled” (1 Samuel 17:51). Goliath was the one that set the terms of the battle: whoever loses becomes a slave (1 Samuel 17:8-10). Now that Goliath was dead, the Philistines were unwilling to fulfil their part of the agreement to serve Israel if their champion was dead. They therefore fled.
If the enemy flees, don’t leave him alone. Pursue him until complete victory is won (1 Samuel 17:52,53; Judges 7:21,23-25; 8:1-13; Joshua 11:8-11). We are meant to put to flight the armies of the aliens (Hebrews 11:34; 1 Peter 5:8,9; James 4:7).
