RENEWING STRENGTH FOR MOUNTING UP

Isaiah 40:28-31

God is not man with all his associated limitations and weaknesses. God doesn’t faint and He is never weary. Therefore there is no necessity of Him renewing strength or recuperating from fainting and weariness (Isaiah 40:28).

Although we are made in the image of God, there is yet another part of us that is unlike God (Genesis 1:26,28). We can be tired, we can grow weary. We can develop cold feet and faint when confronted with seeming impossibilities.

There is nobody no matter his level of wisdom, intimacy with God, anointing, and revelation that cannot grow weary. However we need to praise the name of the Lord because there is a way out of weariness, there is a path that leads from dryness to freshness. We can renew our strength in order to mount up with wings as the eagle as we have always done in time past.

SPIRITUAL PARALYSIS AND WEARINESS

Isaiah 40:28,29; 41:10; Judges 15:15-19; 16:19-30; 1 Kings 18:1-46; 19:1-14; Numbers 11:10-15; 1 Samuel 30:1-6

When an eagle becomes perpetually earth-bound and enjoys pecking around with hens, there is a problem. An eagle is meant to soar in the heavenlies. An eagle is meant to enjoy mounting up with wings and responding to the current of the wind. When that same eagle now enjoys walking around on the ground, as well as occasional flapping of its wings, there is a deep problem.

The possible problems that might have arisen include:

(a) Its wings have been CLIPPED and therefore it cannot fly presently (Judges 16:19-30).

(b) Its wings have been DAMAGED by collision with an aeroplane and therefore finds it unable to fly.

(c) Its wings have been TIED by captors and therefore not free to exercise them for flying.

(d) Its wings have sustained injury from gun shots by the hunter and therefore cannot flap.

(e) The wings are alright but the eagle itself is very sick bodily and cannot provide the strength to even flap the wings for the initial uplift (mounting up).

In any of these conditions, the eagle will find it unable to mount up with wings and soar away into the heavenlies.

In the spiritual life, this condition is similar to spiritual paralysis and weariness when a flyer becomes a crawler and those who used to move like dynamites before cannot even now lift a finger to indicate their presence.

Lack of refreshing water after an exhausting battle can lead to utter weariness (Judges 15:15-19). Moments of lavish expenditure of inner spiritual resources and tremendous victory without the accompanying moments of spiritual refueling like Elijah’s Mount Carmel experience can lead to weariness (1 Kings 18:1-46; 19:1-14).

Spiritual battles drain spiritual energy and unless the energy is replenished, depression and weariness can set in.

SAINTLY PRUDENCE IN WAITING

Isaiah 40:29-31; 49:23; 58:6,11; 2 Chronicles 16:11; Ephesians 6:10,19,20; Judges 16:19-30; Psalm 27:14; 25:5; 37:7,34.

God knew that unlike Him man can be weary. He has therefore provided an avenue for renewing strength and getting out of depression, discouragement and weariness.

It is God that gives power to the fainting and increases strength to those that are devoid of it (Isaiah 40:29). Even youths that seem to possess unbounded energy and unending reservoirs of strength can be weary. Young men that seem so powerful and unbeatable can utterly fall (Isaiah 40:29).

Weariness and defeat can come our way irrespective of our strength and anointing if our cutlass is blunt and we don’t realise it. There is the need to sharpen our cutlass, renew our strength, refuel our spiritual tank, reorganise and renew our shattered and scattered minds, build up our downcast spirit.

“BUT they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength” (Isaiah 40:31). This is God’s appointed way to overcome weariness – waiting upon the Lord by fasting, praying and seeking His strength continually (2 Chronicles 16:11; Ephesians 6:10; Isaiah 58:6,11).

(1) Have your wings been clipped? Time in God’s presence, waiting upon Him will enable them to grow again in readiness for mounting up with wings as the eagle (Judges 16:19-30).

(2) Have your wings been damaged? Time in God’s presence, waiting upon Him will bring forth healing.

(3) Have your wings be tied? Waiting upon God will bring deliverance and freedom to fly as you ought to (Ephesians 6:19,20).

(4) Have you sustained injury from gun shots by hunters? Time in God’s presence will lead to recovery and healing and you will be ready to fly again.

(5) Are you discouraged and downcast because your pastoral effort seems not to yield results? Are you troubled and weary because there is no power and passion to flap the wings for an uplift? Get renewed and encouraged by the Lord and mount up once again.

There is godly, saintly wisdom in waiting upon God to renew our strength so that we can mount up once again as the eagle.

SOARING POWER THROUGH WINGS

Isaiah 40:31; 10:27; 61:1-3; Daniel 11:32; 2 Samuel 22:35; Psalm 18:34; 144:1; Psalm 103:5; Deuteronomy 28:49; 32:11; Exodus 19:4.

Following the renewal of strength and the rejuvenation of our spirit, we will be ready to mount up with wings as the eagle (Isaiah 40:31). It will be time to run and not be weary as well as moments to walk and not faint (Isaiah 40:31).

There will be fresh anointing that breaks yokes, fresh power to do exploits for the Lord, fresh strength to break steel bows (Isaiah 10:27; 61:1-3; Daniel 11:32; 2 Samuel 22:35; Psalm 18:34; 144:1).

Now that God has renewed you, refuse to peck around with hens. Mount up with wings as the eagle. Get in the ranks where you belong.
