SATISFACTION WITH DIVINE GOODNESS
Psalm 65:1-4

Many people are busy looking for the good life. They are in frantic search for satisfaction and fulfilment. However, these prove to be elusive to them.

Righteousness exalts any individual or nation (Proverbs 14:34). Seeking first God’s kingdom and righteousness guarantees the good life (Matthew 6:33). God never denies the righteous good things (Psalm 84:11; 35:27; 37:25).
We can be satisfied with divine goodness. He gives and we gather (Psalm 104:28). He anoints our head with oil and our cup runs over (Psalm 23:5).

This passage intimates us with the process that leads to divine satisfaction. God’s abundance is available to those who will pray (Ezekiel 36:25-37). It is our responsibility to ask for rain in the time of the latter rain (Zechariah 10:1,2).
GRACIOUS WORSHIP OF THE ALMIGHTY

Psalm 65:1; 63:4,5; 100:4; 103:1; 104:1; 105:1; 106:1; 108:1; 111:1; 113:1-3; 117:1,2; 34:1,3; Acts 16:25
Zion is the city of God. Praise waits for God there. Is praise waiting for God in our physical temple as well as in our earthly temple?
We need to come into God’s courts with praise and thanksgiving (Psalm 100:4; 103:1; 104:1; 105:1; 106:1; 108:1; 111:1; 113:1-3; 117:1,2).

We need to cultivate the habit of praising God at all times whatever the circumstance (Psalm 34:1,3; Acts 16:25).
GOD’S WILLINGNESS TO ANSWER

Psalm 65:2; 4:3; 50:15; 120:1; Isaiah 65:24; 1 John 5:14,15; Matthew 7:7-11; Philippians 4:6,19; 1 Kings 18:23-39
“O thou that hearest prayer, unto thee shall all flesh come” (Psalm 65:2). God hears and answers prayer. In this passage we find extolled God’s willingness to hear and answer prayer. This is the total revelation of the scriptures.

Even while we are at the place of prayer, God is already dispatching the answer (Isaiah 65:24). We are sure that God hears and answers prayer (1 John 5:14,15). There is no need for anxiety. We can ask God for our need (Philippians 4:6,19).
The fire fell from heaven while Elijah was still praying to demonstrate His willingness to answer prayer (1 Kings 18:23-39).

GREAT WISDOM IN APPROACHING

Psalm 65:2-4; Philippians 2:13; Hebrews 13:21; Matthew 11:28-30; Luke 14:17; Revelation 22:17; Hosea 6:1-4
If we are sure that God hears and answers prayer, then it will be great wisdom on the part of all flesh to come to God in prayer (Psalm 65:2).

By strength shall no man prevail against sin (1 Samuel 2:9). However, God is ready to purge away our iniquities and transgressions (Psalm 65:3). It is indeed great wisdom to come to the fountain of life to be cleansed.

God is beckoning to us to come (Matthew 11:28-30; Luke 14:17; Revelation 22:17). We must not be like rebellious Israel that refused to heed the divine invitation and will not approach unto God (Romans 10:21).

It is indeed blessed and delightful for God to choose us and to cause us to approach unto Him (Psalm 65:3; Philippians 2:13; Hebrews 13:21).

Is it not great wisdom to approach unto Him that has all the answers to our questions, all the solutions to our problems, all the wealth than can alleviate our poverty, all the remedy to the problem of sin?

GLORIOUS WONDER OF ABUNDANCE

Psalm 65:4; 63:5; 84:11,12; 35:27; 37:25; 23:6,5; John 16:23,24; Matthew 7:7-11; 6:33; James 1:5-8,17; Philippians 4:19
“We shall be satisfied with the goodness of thy house, even of thy holy temple” (Psalm 65:4). If we approach unto God, if we pray unto Him that answers prayer indeed, our joy will be full. We shall be satisfied with God’s goodness (John 16:23,24; Matthew 7:7-11; Psalm 84:11,12; 35:27; 37:25).
Every good and perfect gift is from God (James 1:17). He will give when we ask in faith (James 1:5-8). God is able to supply all our need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus (Philippians 4:19).
Dwelling in God’s house ensures that goodness and mercy follow us all the days of our life (Psalm 23:6,5). It guarantees our cup running over.
Seeking first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness ensures that we will not lack (Matthew 6:33).
