THE REVIVED WOMAN
Resurrection is bringing life to a dead thing while revival is bringing life to a dying thing. Spiritual revival is bringing life and vitality to a dying, lukewarm, passionless, disenchanted, discouraged, weary soul.

It is like when a weary and dying Samson drank from the jawbone of an ass and got revived (Judges 15:18-19). It is like when a desperate and weary Jacob heard good news and his spirit revived (Genesis 45:26-28).

THE PROMISE OF REVIVAL

Isaiah 57:15; 44:3,4; 40:28-31; Joel 2:28-32; John 7:37-39; Revelation 22:17; 2 Chronicles 7:13-15.
God has promised to revive the spirit of the humble (Isaiah 57:15). He has promised to pour cold water on the thirsty (Isaiah 44:3,4). He has promised the outpouring of His Spirit upon all flesh in these last days (Joel 2:28-32).
The Lord has promised that they that wait upon Him shall renew their strength (Isaiah 40:28-31). There is an invitation for those who thirst to come to the fountain to quench their thirst (John 7:37-39; Revelation 22:17).
God has promised to revival us and heal our land if we will meet His conditions (2 Chronicles 7:13-15).
THE PANTING AFTER REVIVAL

Matthew 5:6; Psalm 85:6; 42:1,2; 74:1,2,9-11; 143:4-6; Hosea 6:1-3; Habakkuk 3:2; Acts 3:19.
The promise of God alone is not sufficient to bring revival. We need to thirst after it. Those who hunger and thirst after righteousness shall be filled (Matthew 5:6). “Wilt thou not revive us again that thy people may rejoice in thee?”  is the question of the burdened Psalmist that is panting after revival (Psalm 85:6).

To experience revival, we must pant after it as the hart pants after the water brooks. Our soul must thirst after God (Psalm 42:1,2; 143:4-6).

Individual revival requires individual panting after God. Corporate revival can come as a result of corporate seeking of God: “Come and let US return unto the Lord … after two days will He revive US…” (Hosea 6:1-3).

We can pant after revival because we are sure of the outcome of our panting: God will revive us (Hosea 6:1-3). The times of refreshing will surely come from the presence of the Lord (Acts 3:19).
THE PRICE OF REVIVAL

Revelation 2:5; Hosea 6:1-3; Luke 15:18-24; Habakkuk 3:2; Psalm 85:6; Ezekiel 36:37; Hebrews 11:6; James 1:5-8.
There is a price to pay for everything of worth. There is a path that leads to personal or corporate revival:
(1) Repentance and homecoming (Revelation 2:5; Hosea 6:1-3; Luke 15:18-24).

There is a need to genuinely return to the Father after going astray for so long (Hosea 6:1-3). We need to cultivate anew the acquaintance of His presence after we acted as strangers to His presence for so long. We need to repent of every form of lukewarmness and spiritual neglect and nonchalance. 
(2) Praying (Habakkuk 3:2; Psalm 85:6; Ezekiel 36:37)

Whatever we want from God, we receive through prayer. Not to ask is to be denied of the best things in life (James 4:2,3; Ezekiel 36:37). We need to be involved in effectual, fervent prayer that avails much (James 5:13-17).

(3) Faith to activate the blessings of revival (Hebrews 11:6; James 1:5-8).

God is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. He will not deny us that which is good for our souls. If we pant after revival and we pray for it, we will get it for He has promised it.
