THE SECRETS OF WINNERS

Winners never quit and quitters never win. Winners are those who get going when the going gets rough and tough. They hold on tenaciously to their dream, they labour with an eye on the goal, they strive lawfully so that they can obtain the crown, keep the body under so as not to be tripped over by indulgence.

The first foundational stone of success is becoming who we are meant to be, fulfilling the purpose why God created us (Isaiah 43:21; Ecclesiastes 12:13; 1 Peter 2:9). If this is not the case, success is not truly success from God’s own perspective. What success can be attributed to the fire-fighter that saves a wooden chair from a house while all the residents of the house burnt to ashes?

If the first and primary purpose of our existence is not fulfilled, all success is useless from God’s viewpoint.

The principles of success and the secrets of winning are revealed in God’s word if we care enough to search them out (Joshua 1:8; Matthew 6:33; 2 Chronicles 26:5). 

DESIRE AND FAITH

Proverbs 21:25; 18:1; 13:12,19; 11:23; 10:25; Psalm 145:19; Mark 11:24; 9:23; Luke 1:37; Matthew 17:20; Isaiah 43:18-21.

Success and dominion in every area of life starts with desire – burning desire that is. How hot and unquenchable is your desire to succeed?

All the strategies in the world can never help you to succeed in life if there is no overriding, overwhelming desire to succeed. Your lack of desire will always go to sabotage whatever success is coming across your way.

Winners always possess an insatiable, burning, unquenchable desire for success. Burning desire is a tree of life. It energises living (Proverbs 13:12).

Faith must be coupled with desire to ensure that the train of success is not derailed. “What things soever ye DESIRE, when ye pray, BELIEVE that ye receive them, and ye shall have them” (Mark 11:24).

Faith sees no impossibility. Every mountain must be subdued, levelled, cast into the sea, tunnelled through, flown over or passed around. Every valley can be filled or a bridge is built over it, the crooked pathways are made straight. Faith will create a passage in the jungle of confusion, will discover RIVERS (not isolated oasis or even a river but RIVERS!) in the barren desert. Faith releases the ability of God to work on our behalf, do a new thing, open closed doors, discover hidden opportunities (Isaiah 43:18-21). Release your faith to secure God’s best for your life.

DECISIVENESS AND FOCUS

Philippians 3:13,14; Luke 19:10; Matthew 1:21; John 6:15; Genesis 49:4; 25:29-34; 27:33-40; Hebrews 12:16,17.

Winners are very decisive. There is a sense of direction that marks their lives. They are so focused on their objectives and goals that they are oblivious to the mocking comments of the onlooking world. They focus on their goal to the exclusion of everything else. They can say with Paul the apostle “this ONE THING I do” (Philippians 3:13,14).

Christ so focused on calvary and the redemption of mankind that the offer of a human kingship did not tempt Him (Luke 19:10; Matthew 1:21; John 6:15). He was bent on doing God’s will, fulfilling the purpose why He was born and He was therefore so focused on His objective that lesser goals had no attraction for Him. He would rather be the Saviour of the WORLD than the king of the JEWS (Matthew 1:21; John 8:29; Hebrews 10:7,9; Psalm 40:7,8).

Those who are not focused and are not decisive are always unstable, vacillating, double-minded, tossed about by every wind of doctrine or human opinion and they never excel (Genesis 49:4). They will always sell their birthright for a mess of pottage like Esau (Hebrews 12:16,17; Genesis 25:29-34; 27:33-40). They always get distracted from their main objective. They always go on a detour ever before they reach their destination. They always quit and settle for the second best. Their vision becomes dim with the passage of time until they completely loose sight of the goal.

The focused person has no time for time wasters and detractors (Nehemiah 6:1-9).

DILIGENCE AND FERVENCY

Romans 12:11; Galatians 6:7-9; 1 Thessalonians 4:11,12; 2 Thessalonians 3:11-13; Proverbs 13:4,11; 12:24; 21:5; 1 Corinthians 15:10.

Those who attain success in life always do on the back of diligence and hard work. While others sleep, they are at their duty post hacking away at work, praying to pull down strongholds, studying and researching for new insights and knowledge, seeking new strategies on how to establish the next block of the success edifice.

Great men work hard to achieve success in whatever field of endeavour they engage themselves in, be it music, architecture, law, religion, science, arts, etc.

Success is never delivered on a platter of gold. Thomas Edison has well said that “success is 2% inspiration and 98% perspiration”.

Be zealously industrious, be passionate and fervent about quality, productive hard work (Romans 12:11; Galatians 6:7-9; 1 Thessalonians 4:11,12; 2 Thessalonians 3:11-13; Proverbs 13:4,11; 12:24; 21:5).

Paul’s outstanding and outdistancing achievement was in part attributed to his having laboured MORE than the others (1 Corinthians 15:10).
