WIPING OUT THE GIANTS
1 Samuel 17:1-54; 2 Samuel 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8
Goliath and his likes are instruments of oppression. They are always bad news whenever they invade and confront any community. Their existence serves us no purpose except to embitter life and increase its burdens.
We must determine to confront the giants one by one until every one of them is vanquished and wiped out. We can never afford to spare any terrible giant. Which giant we refuse or neglect to wipe out will pose danger to us in the future.

David conquered Goliath while still a shepherd boy but the sons and brother of Goliath later confronted David when he was on the throne. Of course these were alive at the time of the historic battle with Goliath. However David did not know and therefore did not confront and conquer them. They were aggressive against David and one of them almost killed David in a battle.
Declare an all out warfare against every terrible giant. Title your campaign: “Operation Wipe Out!”.

SUFFICIENCY OF ONE STONE

1 Samuel 17:40,49,50; 1 Kings 19:15-17; 2 Chronicles 32:5; 2 Kings 13:14-25; Philippians 2:9-11; Matthew 16:19; Ephesians 6:16.
“And he took his staff in his hand, and chose him FIVE smooth stones out of the brook, and put them in a shepherd’s bag which he had, even in a scrip; and his sling was in his hand: and he drew near to the Philistine” (1 Samuel 17:40).
David chose FIVE stones as part of his equipment (weapons) to be used in confronting Goliath. In the end he only used one stone: “And David put his hand in his bag, and took thence A stone and slang it and smote the Philistine in his forehead, that the stone sunk into his forehead; and he fell upon his face to the earth. So David prevailed over the Philistine with A SLING AND WITH A STONE” (1 Samuel 17:49,50).
One stone was sufficient to bring the terrible giant down but David had five! David did not underestimate the power of the enemy. He was adequately prepared to confront the enemy. If one stone had not been sufficient, David had reserves. He would have picked another stone and use it in his sling. He would have continued the process until the giant is brought down.

Even if only one weapon is sufficient to finish the enemy, have abundance and variety of weapons with which to confront and conquer the enemy.

Elisha alone could have been sufficient to deal with the rebellious, however God established a triangle of judgement consisting of Jehu, Hazael and Elisha so that there will never be a way of escape for the rebellious (1 Kings 19:15-17). Follow God’s example. Be over prepared! Have more than what it takes to win the battle. Multiply battle weapons! (2 Chronicles 32:5).

Maybe only three shots of the arrow will finish the enemy, shoot six or more arrows until the enemy is completely vanquished without the possibility of ever rising from the ashes of defeat (2 Kings 13:14-25).

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE OTHER STONES

1 Samuel 17:40,49,50; 2 Samuel 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8; 2 Chronicles 20:20-25; Revelation 12:11; Matthew 16:19; Acts 16:18; 3:6.
God knew that David needed only one stone to bring Goliath down, yet He did not prevent David from gathering five (1 Samuel 17:40,49,50). However God also knew that there are other battles ahead, that there are other giants to confront.

After conquering Goliath, David had FOUR stones remaining in his shepherd’s bag and there is no record that he threw them away. The remaining four stones are very significant and greatly symbolic.

There were four more giants that confronted David and Israel. It was as if one stone was reserved for killing each giant (2 Samuel 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8).

There were still the children and brother of Goliath to confront. God allowed David to pick five stones because he needed all the stones. That Goliath has been slain is not the end of the battle. The end of one battle is the beginning of another. Don’t throw away your remaining weapons because there will be future battles to fight.

What can be likened to David’s stones today? The name of Jesus, the blood of Jesus, the confession of faith, the weapon of prayer, the tool of binding and losing, the garment of praise, etc. Maybe today you have overcome the devil by using the garment of praise like Jehoshaphat, don’t throw away the other stones because you will need them later for other battles (2 Chronicles 20:20-25). Tomorrow you can overcome the devil by the blood of the lamb and by the word of your testimony (Revelation 12:11). Binding and loosing will come handy in some other battles (Matthew 16:19). The name of Jesus will bring the victory in other battles (Acts 16:18; 3:6).
SUBDUING THE OTHER SIBLINGS

1 Samuel 17:51; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8; 1 Kings 20:20-26,29-42; 22:1,3,31-37; 2 Kings 6:8,24.
Victory is never complete until Lahmi the brother of Goliath and Isbibenob and Sibcah and the last nameless son of Goliath have been slain. We must wage war until every giant has been subdued (2 Samuel 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8).
The Amalekite that we allow to escape today will end up eliminating us like Saul the first king of Israel (1 Samuel 15:1-3,9; 2 Samuel 1:1-13). The Philistines that you fail to eliminate today will cause problems for you when you get to the palace in the future (1 Samuel 17:51; 2 Samuel 5:17-25).

When we allow the enemy to escape, they will go and regroup, recoup strength and launch a more deadly attack against us (1 Kings 20:20-26,29-42; 22:1,3,31-37; 2 Kings 6:8,24). Ahab spared Benhadad who God had appointed to destruction (1 Kings 20:20-26,29-42). Benhadad ended up killing Ahab and making havoc of Israel (1 Kings 21:31-37; 2 Kings 6:8,24).
