DIVINE SEARCH FOR COMMITTED INTERCESSORS
Ezekiel 22:23-31
God has always been searching for intercessors who will stand in the gap for their generation. We can be great intercessors like Abraham more so that we are the seed of Abraham (Genesis 18:21-33; Galatians 3:29). We can be compassionate like Moses and a whole generation doomed for destruction could be spared because of his great intercession (Exodus 32).

God needs those who will pray for labourers for the end-time harvesting of souls (Matthew 9:36-38). We are in the end-time and spiritual warfare has intensified as never before because the devil knows that he has but a short time. God is depending upon us to be faithful intercessors who will exercise dominion in the spiritual realm in order to bring deliverance and freedom to captive souls, exalt the King and extend the kingdom.

EXHAUSTIVE SEARCH FOR DEDICATED INTERCESSORS
Ezekiel 22:30; Jeremiah 5:1; 13:17; Genesis 18:17-26; Isaiah 59:16; 63:5; 41:28; 22:4; 6:8; 1 Samuel 12:23; Psalm 99:6; 1 Timothy 2:1-3,8; Luke 18:1; Ephesians 6:18; 1 Thessalonians 5:17.

God made an exhaustive search among the people to see if He could get one person to stand in the gap for the land. The high and the mighty as well as the humble and lowly, the nobles and the common people, those in spiritual leadership and political power were all included in the search but none met God’s heart desire. In particular four broad categories were mentioned: the prophets, the priests, the princes and the people.

Iniquity and unrighteousness marked and dominated the lives of the four categories of the population.

The kind of intercessors that God is searching for are those who are not only available but also pure. The tag on them must read “pure and available” (2 Timothy 2:19-21; Psalm 50:16-23).

EXCEEDING SADNESS OF THE DEEP INDIFFERENCE
Judges 5:23; Esther 4:13,14; Amos 6:1; Matthew 22:5; Numbers 32:6; 2 Chronicles 24:5; Nehemiah 3:5; Jeremiah 48:10; Ezekiel 33:31.

What a sad thing that God could not find a single person among the whole populace to stand in the gap for their salvation. Destruction was coming their way but the prophets were too busy prophesying lies and vanity to get gain that they couldn’t be bothered. The priests were too taken with the rotten routines of their religious sacrifices and rituals that they have forgotten to be agents of salvation and life. The princes were too much taken with the enjoyment and exercising of their political power that they were oblivious to the coming danger. The people were busy devouring each other that they were blind to the greater danger approaching them. The whole society was in a state of anarchy and indifference. They were indifferent to the voice of the Almighty.

The people of Meroz shut their bowels of compassion when most needed, they turned a blind eye to the need at hand and were cursed (Judges 5:23).

EXCEEDING SEVERITY OF DIVINE INDIGNATION
Genesis 18:20-33; 19:1-27; Hebrews 10:31; 12:28,29; Esther 4:13,14; Numbers 12:13; 14:17; Deuteronomy 9:26; 1 Kings 13:6; Psalm 62:12; Jeremiah 17:10; Matthew 16:27; 1 Peter 1:17; Revelation 20:12; 22:12.
Divine judgement came upon the land because no single intercessor could be found. The judgement was severe – it was the fire of God’s wrath.

If we refuse to pray, judgement, indignation, fury, wrath will also be the portion of our society but we shall no escape the scourges of such punishment (Esther 4:13,14). However we can be the salt of the earth that will preserve our society from corruption and destruction. We can be the light of the world that will overcome the present darkness.
