PLEAD YOUR CASE SUCCESSFULLY

Lawyers plead cases and the outcome is not always successful no matter how brilliant their arguments. However the Lord has guaranteed that we can always plead our cases successfully. When we come to Him with our strong reasons based on His promises and word, God has no alternative but to grant our request. This assurance is established in the scriptures (John 11:41,42; 1 John 3:22; Matthew 7:7-11).

Prayer may not be easy but it is important. It is the only way to victorious living. A prayerless christian will ALWAYS be a defeated christian. Arise and plead your case. Never allow yourself to be boxed into a corner. Unleash the tremendous power that God has given you.

DIVINE PROVISION IN CRISIS

Isaiah 43:26; 41:21; 1:18; 38:1-9; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Matthew 26:36-46; 1 Kings 6:26,27; 2 Timothy 4:16-18.

The Old Testament had established priestly functions that were mainly mediatorial. People had to go to God through the priesthood whether to offer sacrifices or to seek for healing from leprosy or any other disease etc. To get into the priest’s office as Saul the king of Israel did is to court disaster.

Even in this Old Testament economy, there were provisions for personal representation before God especially in the crises and crossroads of life so that a person will not be disadvantaged because of the failures and frailties of the priesthood.

Consider Jacob at Jabbok trying to get a priest to mediate for him. He would have been dead before getting one. Many people in desperate situations were invited to plead their case and bring forth their strong reasons and many did (Isaiah 43:26; 41:21; 1:18; 38:1-9; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Matthew 26:36-46; 1 Kings 6:26,27; 2 Timothy 4:16-18).

DECEPTIVE POSITION OF CHRISTIANS

1 Kings 6:26,27; 2 Timothy 4:16-18; Matthew 26:36-46; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; James 5:13.

Many christians have abandoned the responsibility of praying for themselves. They send off prayer requests to televangelists prayer houses. They give prayer items to other believers.

They know that they need prayer but they deceptively hope that others will pray for them. No wonder their businesses are failing, their mind is disturbed and the enemy takes advantage of them because nobody represents them at the throne of grace.

When we pray for ourselves, if nobody prays for us, there is no problem. If somebody prays for us as well, it will be a BONUS that accelerates us on the way to victory. 

In the greatest and hottest battles of life, you alone can plead your case before God (1 Kings 6:26,27; 2 Timothy 4:16-18; Matthew 26:36-46; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10).

DISTINCTIVE PRIVILEGE OF CHRISTIANS

Hebrews 4:14-16; James 5:13; Luke 18:1; Micah 4:9,10; Psalm 91:15; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Matthew 7:7-11.

It is such a delightful thing to know that our plight is not in anybody’s hands, our destroy is not determined by what others do or do not do.

If God depended on pastors or leaders praying for us before he can bless us, think what will happen if they forget or neglect to pray for us. However God has not decided to bless us depending on other people’s actions.

It is our distinctive privilege to plead our case or cause. The priesthood of all believers is emphasized in the New Testament. We can all represent ourselves before the throne of grace (Revelation 1:5,6; 5:10; 1 Peter 2:5,9).

Come boldly to the throne of grace, approach the High Priest as a priest and receive grace to help in time of need (Hebrews 4:14-16).

“Is any among you afflicted? LET HIM PRAY” (James 5:13). However the very weak, feeble and seriously sick (Greek: astheneo) can call for the elders of the church to pray over them (James 5:14,15).

Your redeemer is alive, why don’t you arise and plead your case rather than crying and sorrowing? Your deliverance is near (Micah 4:9,10).

DECISIVE PLEADING OF CASES

Isaiah 41:21; 43:26; 1:18; 38:1-9; John 11:41,42; 1 John 3:22; Matthew 7:7-11; Psalm 91:15; Hebrews 4:14-16; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10.

You are the one that knows your case the best and have to decide to plead that case. You have to plead your case the way a lawyer pleads a case referring to case law, bringing forth legal precedents, establishing principles, etc.

For example, supposing that you are sick and need healing, how can you plead your case?

(1) Healing is part of the redemptive work of Christ at calvary (Isaiah 53:5; 1 Peter 2:24).

(2) Your health should be in proportion to your spiritual wellness (3 John 2).

(3) Healing is the children’s bread (Matthew 15:26).

(4) God has promised healing to the obedient (Exodus 23:25).

An ignorant lawyer will always loose his cases. You need facts to plead a case. How can you plead your case without knowing what God’s word says (the case laws in this matter)? Can you then see the relevance of Bible study whether personal or corporate? Why don’t you make time for the study of God’s word and put yourself in a position to plead your case successfully. This will enable you to bring forth your STRONG reasons (Isaiah 41:21). Requests are only granted when reasons are strong. Weak reasons never get the job done. Since you know you cannot fail, why don’t you plead your case? (John 11:41,42; 1 John 3:22; Matthew 7:7-11). Be like Jacob, Jabez and Hezekiah (Isaiah 38:1-9; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10).
