ANOINTING WITH OIL II
Anointing oil is a controversial topic in the Christendom. God gave it to Israel for a perpetual application and appropriation of its benefits. The time scale was “throughout your generation” (Exodus 30:31).
Anointing oil was foundational to the establishment of Israel’s spiritual and political life. Priests, prophets and kings were anointed with oil.

Although there was no where in the New Testament where people who were brought into spiritual office were anointed with oil, the principle still holds true/good.

However the method of divine healing through anointing with oil was established as part of the ministry of the disciples of Jesus and was positively and emphatically recommended by Jesus (Mark 6:13; James 5:14, 15).

ROOTS OF THE SCRIPTURAL PRACTICE

Genesis 31:13; Exodus 30:22-33; 37:29; 28:41; 40:9-12; 29:2, 36; Numbers 7:1,10,84,88; 1 Samuel 10:1; 16:1, 2, 12, 13,; 2 Samuel 2:4, 7; 5:3, 17; Numbers 3:3 2 Kings 9:12-7.
The anointing oil has its roots in the Old Testament. Before the Law of Moses, Jacob intuitively anointed the stone at Bethel (Genesis 31:13).

However, when God instructed Israel to establish formal worship, ordain priests and erect the tabernacle in the wilderness, He also gave them the commandment to make a special composition of spices and olive oil which was to be designated and used as holy anointing oil. Nobody was allowed to make the same composition for personal use. Disobedience incurred the death penalty (Exodus 30:22-33; 37:29).
The holy anointing oil so compounded was then used to anoint and consecrate instruments and places of worship as well as the ministering priests (Exodus 30:22-33; 28:41; 40:9-12; 29:2, 36; Numbers 7:1, 10, 84, 88).

High priests and priests have been anointed, kings and prophets have been anointed down the ages (1 Samuel 10:1; 16:1, 2, 12, 13,; 2 Samuel 2:4, 7; 5:3, 17; Numbers 3:3 2 Kings 9:12-7

RECOGNITION OF THE SPIRITUAL PRINCIPLE

1 Samuel 10:1-16; 2 Kings 9:1-7; Exodus 30:22-33; 37:29; Numbers 3:3; Isaiah 10:27; Mark 6:13; James 5:14,15.
The anointing oil makes a difference. The day that David was anointed to be king, the Spirit of God came upon him and he was set apart from his brothers. He was anointed in the midst of his brethren but he was elevated above them. The anointing enthroned him (1 Samuel 10:1-16).

The anointing of Jehu enthroned him as king. As soon as the anointing oil was poured upon him, his prospect and destiny changed. Those around him agreed to God’s pronouncement of Jehu as king (2 Kings 9:1-7).
The day that Saul was anointed king, he became another man and prophesied (1 Samuel 10:1-16).

The moment Aaron and his sons were anointed, they became set apart and empowered for holy service. So also the tabernacle and its contents (Exodus 30:22-33; 37:29; Numbers 3:3).
The anointing oil is a medium through which the power and authority of the Holy Spirit is made to bear upon human life and affairs. It sets in motion divine manifestation.

Divine approval and appointment, divine empowerment and enthronement, divine healing and deliverance are set in motion when the anointing oil is applied in faith (Numbers 3:3; Exodus 30:22-33; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; Isaiah 10:27; Mark 6:13; James 5:14, 15). 
RESULTS THROUGH ITS SAINTLY PRACTICE

Mark 6:13; James 5:14, 15; Romans 15:4; 1 Corinthians 10:11; Hebrews 6:12; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; 2 Kings 9:1-7.
The “And they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were sick, and healed them” (Mark 6:13).

The above text shows the practice of the disciples of Jesus during His earthly ministry. It was not just an isolated case. That they anointed with oil MANY that were sick sows their extensive usage of this method. The result also shows – healing was manifest.

“Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.” (James 5:14,15).

For those who may want to argue that Mark 6:13 is pre-calvary, James 5:14,15 is post-calvary. Anointing with oil backed with the prayer of faith is a New Testament method of ministering healing.

Whatever was written is for our admonition and learning. If we follow the footsteps of the heroes of faith and pattern on ministry after the Biblical models and examples, we will obtain similar results (Romans 15:4; 1 Corinthians 10:11; Hebrews 6:12).
