ANOINTING WITH OIL III
The character and authority of the individual conducting the anointing with oil is also significant. Anointing with oil sets a spiritual transaction in motion. An approved prophet like Samuel will cause divine manifestations to happen when he anoints with oil in faith in the name of the Lord. However, a satanic agent conducting the anointing with oil sets evil manifestations in motion.

In the Old Testament, correct and clean composition of the anointing oil is essential for proper functioning as God intended. Fresh anointing necessitates fresh anointing oil. Holy anointing necessitates holy anointing oil.
Both the human medium and the physical material used in the anointing with oil must be in proper holy and clean condition.

There seems to be transference of virtue and power from the anointing to the anointed. Hence this necessitates a person with a higher power and authority conducting the anointing with oil (James 5:14,15; Mark 6:13; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; 16:1-13; 2 Kings 9:1-7).

ANOINTED BY A FAITHFUL OVERSEER

James 5:14,15; Mark 6:13; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; 16:1-13; 2 Kings 9:1-10; Exodus 30:22,30-33; Hebrews 7:6,7
The spiritual caliber of the person that is performing the anointing with oil is significant if the expected results are to be as God has ordained.
Those who are sick and need to be anointed with oil are expected to cal for the elders of the church (i.e. the spiritual leaders that know what they are doing. These are those empowered and authorized to act) (James 5:14,15). The disciples of Christ who have already been invested with power and authority (Luke 9:1-6) went ahead to anoint with oil those who were sick (Mark 6:13).

Samuel anointed Saul and David as kings of Israel. Samuel as a prophet was spiritually greater than both of them at the point of the anointing with oil (1 Samuel 10:1-16; 16:1-13). The son of the prophet was delegated by Elisha to go and anoint Jehu as king over Israel. His personal spiritual status plus the invested authority from Elisha combined to make him spiritually greater than Jehu at the point of the anointing with oil (2 Kings 9:1-10).

Moses was instructed to anoint Aaron and his sons and to consecrate them into the priest’s office (Exodus 30:22,30-33).

In the scriptures, the lesser is always anointed and blessed by the greater even as Melchisedec blessed Abraham (Hebrews 7:6,7).

We need to ensure that whoever anoints us has a right relationship and standing with the Lord and that He is invested with divine power and authority to do an effective job.

Those eating at Jezebel’s table were appointed and anointed by Jezebel with all the satanic anointing coming from Jezebel’s witchcraft (2 Kings 9:22; 1 Kings 18:19). To be anointed by Jezebel or a backslidden prophet or a satanic pastor is to start experiencing strange, satanic manifestations in ones life.

We need to ensure that we are anointed by a faithful overseer over God’s house and flock like Samuel, Moses, Paul – true servants of God.

ANOINTING TO FULNESS AND OVERFLOWING

Exodus 29:7; Leviticus 8:12; 21:10,12; Psalm 23:5; 133:1-3; 92:10; 1 Samuel 10:1,2; 16:1-13; 2 Kings 9:1-7
Anointing oil can sometimes be sprinkled (Leviticus 8:30). However, more often than not, it is poured abundantly and copiously on the head of the anointed (Exodus 29:7; Leviticus 8:12; 21:10,12; Psalm 23:5; 133:1-3; 1 Samuel 10:1,2; 16:1-13; 2 Kings 9:1-7).
Aaron’s anointing was copious anointing. The anointing oil flowed from his head to his beard and to his clothes (Psalm 133:1-3). The copious anointing of the Psalmist issued forth in overflowing blessings (Psalm 23:5).

The anointing with oil attested to by the scriptures brings about a glorious change. It is an anointing that brings forth healing and deliverance (James 5:14,15; Mark 6:13; Isaiah 61:1-3; 10:27; Acts 10:38). It is an anointing that empowers and equips us for divine service (Numbers 3:3; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; 16:12-23; 2 Kings 9:1-7). It is an anointing for conquest and breakthrough. It is an anointing that replaces doom and gloom with dynamism and glory. It is an anointing that causes us to rejoice (Isaiah 61:1-3; Hebrews 1:9). It is an anointing that brings promotion and exaltation (2 Samuel 5:17,18; Psalm 92:10; 1 Samuel 2:10; 16:12-15).
ANOINTING WITH FRESH OIL

Psalm 92:10; 23:5; 133:1-3; Ecclesiastes 10:1; 1 Samuel 10:1-16; 16:1-23; 2 Kings 9:1-7; James 5:14,15
“But my horn shalt thou exalt like the horn of the unicorn: I SHALL BE ANOINTED WITH FRESH OIL” (Psalm 92:10).
Fresh oil has a beautiful aroma but stale oil has a foul smell. Several things can be responsible for changing our oil:
(1) The oil is contaminated and smells foul (Ecclesiastes 10:1)

The anointing oil can be contaminated by a dead fly. The spies can decompose and the sweet smell gives way to a foul smell (Ecclesiastes 10:1). The oil can get dirty and discoloured. It needs renewal at that point.
(2) The oil has evaporated and needs replenishing

When the oil has dried up. We need a new and fresh supply. Usage will lead to it being spent. Exposure will lead to evaporation. When the oil has gone, we surely need a fresh supply.

(3) The oil has leaked and demands a renewal and repair to the vessel

We need to plug the hole in the vessel and then secure fresh oil when the oil has leaked away.

(4) The oil has lost its density and viscosity

The viscosity (thickness) is the ability of the oil to withstand heat and pressure and to reduce friction or stress when serving as a lubricant. The lower the viscosity, the less effective the oil under certain levels of heat and pressure. Thin oil will do more harm than good. Change the oil as car users do engine oil.
To be anointed with a foul and stale oil is to go no where. There is the necessity of changing the oil. Anointing with fresh oil is symbolic of a new and fresh anointing. We must not coast along on past glory. We need a fresh visitation of the Lord.
