BANISHING EMPTY CLOUDS

Jude 12; Ecclesiastes 11:3; Proverbs 16:15

A rising cloud is meant to signify the coming of a shower (Luke 12:54). However there are phantom clouds that contain nothing and therefore can never deliver. Such clouds are empty clouds that are tossed about of winds. They raise hopes but expectations are always disappointed.
God is in the business of making bright clouds and giving them showers of rain to EVERY one grass in the field (Zechariah 10:1). Empty clouds are Satan’s counterfeit meant to deceive and make the believer to build his life on false hopes. They are like Jeroboam’s brass imitation meant to replace the solid gold that were removed from the temple (1 Kings 14:26-28; 2 Chronicles 12:9-11).
However the believer should never settle for Satan’s counterfeit. We must banish every empty cloud, forbid their entrance into our lives, reject their establishment and maintenance in our lives and go on to replace them with God’s enriching cloud that is always full of solid hope and heavenly blessings.

DECEPTIVENESS OF EMPTY CLOUDS

Jude 12; Proverbs 25:14; 2 Peter 2:17; Mark 11:12-14,20,21; Matthew 21:18-21; Luke 13:6-9; Matthew 13:24-30; 36-44.
“Clouds they are without water, carried about of winds” (Jude 12). This passage gives the perfect description of the empty cloud. Empty clouds project false hopes. People expect rain but as it contains no water, it can never deliver. Empty clouds give promises that have no possibility of ever being fulfilled (Proverbs 25:14). This is very costly because the recipients build their lives on its promise without making alternative arrangements. By the time they realize that nothing will be forthcoming, it is always too late.
We must beware of the deceptiveness of empty clouds in our lives which can come in various guises: phantom pregnancies, suspicious weight loss which is as a result of drying up because of AIDS, bogus addition of weight which is due to abnormal growth in the body, etc.
Empty clouds are like fig trees without figs, trees that ought to be producing fruit but are nevertheless unfruitful (Mark 11:12-14,20,21; Matthew 21:18-21; Luke 13:6-9). Weeds may look like wheat in the initial stages of growth. However time will reveal that they are far from the reality (Matthew 13:24-30,36-44).
DESTRUCTION OF EMPTY CLOUDS

Jude 12; Proverbs 25:14; 2 Peter 2:17; Matthew 3:10; 7:19; 15:13; Luke 3:9; 2 Chronicles 12:9-11; 1 Kings 14:26-28.
Maintenance of empty clouds in people’s lives is one of the strategies of the devil to keep them perpetually hoping but never receiving till it is too late to effect any changes or solution. It is not God that plants and fashions empty clouds in the lives of His children, it is the devil. He plants and maintains the empty clouds that give false hope that will never be fulfilled. Every plant that God has not planted must be uprooted> every empty cloud must be uprooted and banished from our lives (Matthew 3:10; 7:19; 15:13; Luke 3:9). Let the wind of the Holy Spirit blow away every empty cloud from your life (Jude 12; Proverbs 25:14; 2 Peter 2:17).
Believers must destroy every phantom cloud, forbid the presence of any useless and empty cloud in their lives, banish every empty cloud from their lives.

Empty clouds are satanic substitutes for God’s full and enriching clouds that empty the rain of blessings upon the believer’s life (Ecclesiastes 11:3; Proverbs 16:15). We must banish every satanic counterfeit of God’s blessings, cancel every satanic substitute of divine promise and replace every satanic fake hope with the scriptural hope that is never ashamed (2 Chronicles 12:9-11; 1 Kings 14:26-28).

DOMINION THROUGH ENRICHING CLOUDS

Ecclesiastes 11:3; 12:2; Proverbs 16:15; 3:20; Psalm 77:17; Job 36:27,28; 26:8; Judges 5:4; Zechariah 12:1; Ezekiel 1:28; Luke 12:54; 1 Kings 18:1,44-46; Isaiah 18:4,5.
The king’s favour is as a cloud of the latter rain that brings blessings (Proverbs 16:15). Clouds that are full of rain never fail to deliver. They empty their content on the earth (Ecclesiastes 11:3; 12:2; Proverbs 3:20; Psalm 77:17; Job 36:27,28; 26:8; Judges 5:4; Zechariah 12:1; Ezekiel 1:28; Luke 12:54). Enriching clouds that God plants in the lives of His children always bring down the rain of divine blessings.

Dominion in life and ministry can be ours through the enriching clouds. The rain of divine blessings, deliverance, healing, spiritual victory, divine peace, heavenly provision can be ours.

We can have favour with God and man as the cloud of God’s latter rain pours its content upon us. Even when a little cloud like a man’s hand arises by divine appointment, great rain of blessings will always be the result (1 Kings 18:1,44-46).
A cloud of dew in the heat of the harvest brings a refreshing and ripening impact upon crops (Isaiah 18:4,5).
