BINDING THE PERSIAN PRINCE II

Spiritual warfare must top the agenda of the church in these last days if we ever hope to see tremendous results in gospel proclamation. The devil knows that his time is short and he is therefore reinforcing his position and entrenching himself more firmly over the territories that he controls either directly or through his hierarchy – principalities, powers, wicked spirits in high places (Ephesians 6:12).

The devil may act like a roaring lion and an invincible strong man (1 Peter 5:8; Matthew 12:29), however there is a stronger than him (Luke 11:21,22; 1 John 4:4).

We can come in the mighty and victorious name of Jesus and bind every territorial spirit monitoring, controlling and manipulating people in our community and release the people to enjoy God’s best for their lives in every area of their life. God has given us the keys of the kingdom, we are to rise up to use them to bind and loose (Matthew 16:19; 18:18).

BURDEN FOR THE PERISHING PEOPLE

Daniel 10:1-3,12; Ezekiel 22:30,31; Isaiah 59:16; 63:5; 41:28; Psalm 22:11; 107:12; Habakkuk 1:1; 3:1,2.

Daniel was mourning and fasting for three weeks when the incident we are studying happened (Daniel 10:1-3,12). He had a burden for God’s perishing people and this drove him to seek a divine solution to their woes. The burden enabled Daniel to pay the price for divine revelation. Habakkuk’s burden eventually led to prayer for divine mercy and revival (Habakkuk 1:1; 3:1,2).

Except we have a burden for suffering humanity who are controlled and manipulated by the likes of the prince of Persia (Ephesians 2:2; 2 Corinthians 4:3,4), we will never rise up to challenge the tyrannous domination of the wicked principality.

When there is none so burdened as to stand in the gap for the people, satanic manipulation will continue and destruction is always the outcome (Ezekiel 22:30,31).

BATTLE WITH THE PERSIAN PRINCE

Daniel 10:12,13,20,21; James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Ephesians 6:12-17; 1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5

The devil and his cohorts like the prince of Persia always withstand the progress of the believer – spiritual or otherwise (Daniel 10:13). They must not be left unchallenged. In fact we are positively enjoined to “resist the devil and he will flee from you” (James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9).

The devil does not easily give up. He usually does not want to leave the territory that he has advantageously occupied (Mark 5:10). The angel that brought the answer to Daniel had to fight his way through (on his onward journey) with the prince of Persia. He was given reinforcement from heaven (Daniel 10:13,14).

However he had to fight his way through again on his return journey because the devil will never want to concede defeat (Daniel 10:20,21). Even in this return fight, there was still reinforcement from heaven (Daniel 10:21).

The christian life is one of spiritual warfare. The apostle tells us “we wrestle” (Ephesians 6:12). We are told to “fight the good fight of faith” (1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7).

We need to draw the battle line, get into our battle gear (the whole armour of God) and take the weapons of our warfare which are mighty through God and engage the prince of Persia (Ephesians 6:13-17; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5).

BINDING THE PERSIAN PRINCE

Matthew 12:29; 16:19; 18:18; Mark 3:27; Luke 11:21,22; John 12:31; 20:23; Romans 16:20; Revelation 22:9.

The prince of Persia is a strong man over Persia and manipulating it to fulfil Satan’s desire. We can only spoil his goods, set his captives free when we have bound him (Matthew 12:29; Mark 3:27; Luke 11:21,22).

The word “bind” or “binding” is used in these basic four ways in the Bible:

(1) To overcome and have power over (Matthew 12:29; 16:19; 18:18; Mark 3:27; 5:3).

(2) To seal or shut up (Isaiah 8:16).

(3) To control (Job 38:31).

(4) To fasten or tie (Exodus 28:21; 39:21; Joshua 2:18; Judges 15:10-13; 16:4-11; Acts 9:2,14; 12:8; Ezekiel 34:4,16; Psalm 129:7; John 11:44; 18:12,24; Revelation 22:9; Daniel 3:20-24; Genesis 22:9).

We need to rise up in the mighty name of Jesus and bind the prince of Persia or his equivalent territorial spirits of our time so that God’s kingdom can be established and enlarged. Heaven is backing us up in this (Matthew 16:19; 18:18; 12:29).

The devil and his cohorts specialise in binding people (Luke 13:16; Acts 10:38), they need to experience the same (Matthew 12:29; 16:19; 18:18; Luke 11:21,22).
