BRUISING THE OLD SERPENT’S HEAD

Genesis 3:15; Romans 16:20

Satan is referred to by many names in the scripture, the Great Dragon, Satan, The devil, the Old Serpent (Revelation 12: 9; 20:2).

The messianic prophecy of Genesis 3:15 speaks of bruising the head of the serpent (a specific serpent – thy head; one serpent and one seed of the woman) and Romans 16:20 speaks of God bruising Satan under our feet shortly. It is evident that Satan is still the serpent of Genesis 3:15 which the saint is meant to bruise its head.

Unlike Moses, we are not to pick the Old Serpent up by the tail (Exodus 4:2-4). Our hands have no business with Satan, Satan belongs under our feet and we are to bruise his head under our feet. As he falls like lighting from the skies, we are to tread upon him and crush his head and render him spiritually impotent at least within our  territory (Luke 10:17-20; Genesis 3:15; Romans 16:20).

BEGINNING OF THE SPIRITUAL HATRED
Genesis 3:15; Revelation 12:1-17; John 8:37-44; 1 John 3:12; Jeremiah 50:33,34; Job 1:6-22; 2:1-11; John 12:31; 16:11
“And I will put enmity between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel” (Genesis 3:15).

Satan’s deception of the human race forms the basis of the spiritual hatred between him and mankind. God promised to put enmity between the serpent’s seed and the seed of the woman. This has been ever since. The children of the Devil and the children of God are diametrically opposed to one another. Spiritual warfare has broken up ever since and Satan is still being bound and cast out till date (Luke 9:1; 10:1,17-20; John 16:11; 12:31).
This is reflected in the mortal hatred that Satan manifested towards Job (Job 1:6-22; 2:1-11). It took God to turn Job’s captivity (Jeremiah 50:33,34; Job 42:10).

BRUISING THE SERPENT’S HEAD

Genesis 3:15; Romans 16:20; Luke 10:19; 9:1; 11:21,22; Matthew 10:1; 12:29; Mark 5:1-20; Acts 10:38; 1 John 3:8.
“And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly...” (Romans 16:20).

“Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.” (Luke 10:19).

Every serpent has a head, a body and a tail. The greatest power of the serpent is concentrated in its head. We are not told to cut the tail of the Old Serpent or crush the body of the old serpent but we are instructed to bruise the head. What an insight!

When Moses threw down his rod and it became a serpent and he ran away. God told Moses to pick the serpent up by the tail! To try to pick a serpent up by the head is to expose oneself to untold danger (Exodus 4:2-4). When the magicians of Egypt tried to satanically replicate Moses’ miracle, Moses’ serpent swallowed all the others – an indication of the power inherent in a serpent’s head! (Exodus 7:8-12).

The serpent uses its head to bite (Ecclesiastes 10:8; Genesis 49:17; Proverbs 23:32; Amos 5:19), to poison and to kill (Job 20:16; Numbers 21:1-5; Acts 28:3-5 Psalm 58:4; 140:3; 1 Corinthians 10:9); to devour and eat whatever it is capable of devouring (Exodus 7:8-12; 1 Peter 5:8, 9; Malachi 3:8-12) and to cast flood out of its mouth to wipe out or sweep away to their destruction the elect of God (Revelation 12:14-17). We are meant to bruise and crush Satan’s head so that he becomes incapacitated in carrying out his attacks. Once the head is bruised and crushed, he can no longer function as he ought. The believer is meant to exercise power over the Devil, the Old Serpent (Luke 9:1; Matthew 10:1). Binding the strong man and spoiling his good and liberating his captives and freeing the stolen goods is part of our bruising the Old Serpent’s head (Luke 11:21,22; Matthew 12:29).

BRUISING THE SAINT’S HEEL

Genesis 3:15; 1 Kings 18:23-39; 19:1-10; Acts 16:18-40; 12:1-11; 4:21; 5:40,41; 19:23-41; 18:7-17; Mark 5:1-17,21; 2 Corinthians 11:23-33, 12:7-10;  Revelation 2:10
“And I will put enmity between thy seed and her seed; … and thou shalt bruise his heel”  (Genesis 3:15).
As believers bruise Satan’s head, their heel gets bruised in the process. Deliverance saps energy, consumes time and wearies the physical body. This is part of bruising the saint’s heel. We must be prepared for this if we are to bruise the serpent’s head. It is the backlash of bruising the serpent’s head just like action and reaction in Physics.

Elijah bruised the head of the Old Serpent on Mount Carmel. However through Jezebel, Satan bruised Elijah’s heel and sent him running away for his life (1 Kings 18:23-39; 19:1-14).
Paul bruised the head of the serpent in Philippi by casting out that spirit of divination but Satan also bruised Paul’s and Silas’ heels by raising persecution and allowing them to be physically assaulted and imprisoned (Acts 16:18-40). 

The early church tremendously and massively bruised Satan’s head scattering his kingdom wherever they went and freeing his captives. The Devil bruised their heel through fiery persecution, imprisonment and even deaths (2 Corinthians 11:23-33, 12:7-10; Acts 12:1-11; 4:21; 5:40,41; Revelation 2:10).
Bruising Satan’s head in Ephesus through condemning idolatry led to Satan bruising their heel through commotion, scourging, law suits, etc. (Acts 19:23-41; 18:7-17). 

We need to be prepared for this. Every time we bruise Satan’s head, he will stir up a storm in a tea cup, he will try to bruise our heel.

When Jesus massively bruised Satan’s head in Gadara, it raised up public hostility against Him, He was told to leave the territory and He did. This is Satan’s retaliation and bruising the heel of the seed of the woman (Mark 5:1-17,21).
