CONFESSING AND CONTENDING YOUR WAY TO VICTORY
It is God’s plan that the believer experiences victory ALWAYS (2 Corinthians 2:14). Christ has made the provision for this at calvary. However it is our responsibility to ensure that this victory is made a reality. Confessing and contending are two ways of fulfilling this goal.

Don’t run yourself down to the grave with your mouth. Lift yourself to the mountaintop of victory with your confession. Your confession will either run you aground or cause you to mount up with wings as the eagle.

The earth is our portion (Psalm 115:16). We must rout every enemy occupying our territory. The enemy does not easily give up. This necessitates us contending with him in battle (Deuteronomy 1:6-8; 2:24-37; 3:1-17).

We must rise up in the power of the Holy Spirit to confess and contend our way to victory.

CONFESSING AND PROFESSING

Proverbs 18:21; 6:2; Matthew 12:37; 25:14-30; James 3:2,8-13; Luke 18:13,14; 19:12-27; 1 Peter 3:9,10,15; Psalm 34:12-16; 141:3; Colossians 3:8,9; 4:6; Ephesians 4:29,31
Death and life are in the power of the tongue (Proverbs 18:21). Our mouth can either bring us judgement or pardon, condemnation or justification (Matthew 12:37).
Words are absolutely important. They will either bring us reward or damnation (James 3:2; Luke 18:13,14; 19:12-27; Matthew 25:14-30).

God expects the believer to watch over his mouth so that gracious, edifying words come out of his mouth (1 Peter 3:9,10,15; Psalm 34:12-16; 141:3; Colossians 3:8,9; 4:6; James 3:8-13; Ephesians 4:29,31). The tongue will either put us over in triumph or put us under in a trap (Proverbs 6:2).

The ten spies and the children of Israel brought death upon themselves by their confession (Numbers 13:28-33; 14:1-10,28-33). Caleb and Joshua inherited God’s provision because of their positive confession of faith (Numbers 13:28-33; 14:1-10).

Negative confession brings defeat. Positive confession brings life and victory. We need to hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering. We need to profess a good profession (Hebrews 10:23; 3:1; 1 Timothy 6:13).

CONTENDING AND PURSUING

Hebrews 11:34; 1 Samuel 17:52-54; 30:8-20; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; 1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8; 1 Corinthians 9:26; Ephesians 6:10-18; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5.
The Christian life is a fight. We need to fight the good fight of faith (1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8; 1 Corinthians 9:26). We are fighting a real enemy and we cannot be shadow boxing (1 Corinthians 9:26). We wrestle against principalities and powers. We need to fight with the sword of the Spirit as well as defend with the shield of faith (Ephesians 6:10-18).

We need to put our weapons of warfare to use. They are mighty through God to the pulling down of strongholds (2 Corinthians 10:3-5).
The whole land of Canaan has been given to us as a divine donation. However we must contend with the enemy in battle to make it a reality (Deuteronomy 1:6-8; 2:24,25,31-37; 3:1-17; Joshua 1:3-5).

We need to turn on the heat on the enemy. We need to put to flight the armies of the aliens and pursue the enemy until great victories have been wrought and won (Hebrews 11:34; 1 Samuel 17:52-54; 30:8-20; 2 Samuel 5:17-25).

CONQUERING AND POSSESSING

Deuteronomy 28:7; Joshua 1:3-5; 1 Samuel 30:8-20; 2 Kings 13:14-25; 2:24-37; 3:1-17; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; Psalm 60:12; 108:13; Romans 16:20.
If we confess and contend, profess and pursue, victory will be ours. God has promised us that if we will pursue, the enemy will flee seven ways. No enemy will be able to stand before us (Deuteronomy 28:7; Joshua 1:3-5). As we contend with the enemy in battle, the Lord will go before us to smite the enemy, to tread down the enemy, to bruise Satan under our feet (Deuteronomy 2:24-37; 3:1-17; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; Psalm 60:12; 108:13; Romans 16:20).
Positive confession will bring us the fruits of victory (1 Peter 3:9,10). Practical and passionate contending will bring us a harvest of conquest. We will possess our possession (Obadiah 17). We will recover lost territory (1 Samuel 30:8-20; 2 Kings 13:14-25).
