DEVELOPING A CONQUERING FAITH
The Christian life is based on faith – its commencement, continuation and consecration. Without faith, it is impossible to please God (Hebrews 11:6). This fundamental and foundational importance of faith necessitates our placing an important emphasis on it. We must seek to acquire and develops faith – howbeit the conquering variety!

There is weak faith as well as strong faith. There is little faith as well as great faith. There is wavering faith as well as steadfast faith. The faith that conquers is the strong, great and steadfast faith.

Developing a conquering faith is within the reach of all believers. Knowledge of how faith comes and the process of its growth together with personal commitment to developing it is all we need.

We can develop a conquering faith like the ones of the heroes of faith in Hebrews 11 who through faith sent the enemy packing, pulled down strongholds, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, quenching the violence of fire, stopping the mouths of lions, etc.

IMPARTATION OF THE GIFT

Romans 12:3; 1 Corinthians 7:1; 3:5; Ephesians 4:7; 1 Peter 4:10; Habakkuk 2:4; Acts 14:8-10; Mark 10:52; 5:34; Matthew 15:28; Luke 17:19; 18:42; 7:50
Faith is not an emotion that we can whip up at will. It is a spiritual deposit in the heart of man. At conversion, God deals every man with faith that enables him to enter into the Christian life – this is saving faith. However, this faith then becomes a personal possession that aids the believer to live victoriously.

The scripture declares that “God hath dealt to EVERY man the measure of faith.” (Romans 12:3). “But as God hath distributed to EVERY man, as the Lord hath called EVERY one, so let him walk” (1 Corinthians 7:17). “Even as the Lord gave to EVERY man?” (1 Corinthians 3:5).
On many occasions, Christ acknowledged that people had personal faith (Mark 10:52, 5:34; Matthew 15:28; Luke 17:19; 18:42; 7:50)

IMPORTANCE OF GROWTH

Romans 10:8-17; 4:17-21; Galatians 3:2,5; Acts 14:7-10; 27:25; Joshua 2:9-14; Psalm 44:1-5; 2 Corinthians 5:7; 4:13; Mark 11:22-24; Job 22:28; James 5:13-17; Luke 1:39,45; Genesis 1:1-3
The apostles recognized that there is the necessity of their faith growing. They prayed “ increase our faith” (Luke 17:5).

However, faith does not grow by praying. The Bible has shown the process by which we can grow our faith:

1. Faith grows big as we feed it
John as the physical body grows bigger as we feed it the necessary physical food, so also spiritual faith grows bigger as we feed it the necessary spiritual food. Faith comes by hearing, reading, studying and meditating on the word of God (Romans 10:17; Galatians 3:2,5). Many instances in the scriptures confirm this (Acts 14:7-10; Romans 10:8-15; Joshua 2:9-14; Psalm 44:1-5).

You can grow your measure of faith which you deem little to become great by feeding on the word. Appropriating faith can never go beyond our knowledge of the word.

2. Faith grows strong as we exercise it

A person who eats but never exercises will grow big but will be all flesh and flabby. Physical exercise makes the body to be smart, the muscles are toned up and the flesh is firm and strong.

Faith grows strong as we exercise it. Faith is exercised as we walk by faith, act by faith, speak the word of faith, make the confession of faith, prayer of faith, give the decree of faith (2 Corinthians 5:7; 4:13; Mark 11:22-24; Job 22:28; James 5:13-17; Romans 4:17-21; Acts 27:25; Luke 1:39,45; Genesis 1:1-3).
Today’s new believer cannot manifest faith like a mature and seasoned apostle. There is a process of growth that leads to that pinnacle (Mark 4:28). 

INDISPENSABILITY OF GOING

Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-20; Joshua 6:1-20; 3:1-15; Exodus 14:10-26; Mark 16:15-20; Hebrews 11:32-35
We are to go into all the world and preach the gospel. The signs and miracles accompany the declaration of the word. The signs follow those who believe and put their faith in action (Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-20).

Faith is a spiritual tool for solving spiritual problems. These problems are encountered on the mission field.

As we live the christian life – exhibiting Christ’s character and confronting daily challenges, the just lives by faith (Habakkuk 2:4; Romans 1:17; Galatians 3:11; Hebrews 10:38).

We need to go to where the Jericho walls are, march around them in faith to pull them down. We need to be where the Red Sea is in order to have the opportunity of dividing it. We need to march majestically in faith into River Jordan for it to stop its onrush flow. Only when we go to where the sick are do we have the opportunity of laying hands on them and seeing them recover (Joshua 6:1-20; 3:1-15; Exodus 14:10-26; Mark 16:15-20).
