DISCOVER TO RECOVER

The major part of the solution to many people’s problems lie with them. There are many facts that they know that will serve as keys to unlock their prison. However it is unfortunate that many people do not like to talk either because of shame or because they think it is irrelevant. There are times when Christ questioned those who need deliverance as to obtaining some information (Mark 9:21-25).

There are people who are looking for children and come to a man of God to pray for them. Their problem may have been self-inflicted having committed abortion several times and damaged their womb. What they need is full repentance, breaking the curse upon their life as a result of the abortion (cold murder) and seeking God for a creative miracle. However the preacher may be misfiring on a different line because the person concerned has decided to hide that information.

The extent of your honesty will determine how fast your deliverance will be. The more you keep mute on relevant information, the longer your bondage will be.

There are other problems that linger because we don’t even understand their nature. However discovering the nature and the root of the problem is the surest pathway to freedom. We must leave no stone unturned in our quest for relevant data and information either from a natural source as those related to us or through divine revelation. How could the famine in Israel have ended without David knowing it was the result of a curse? (2 Samuel 21:1-14).

DISCOVERY OF THE ROOTS

Psalm 119:59,67; 44:1; 107:17; Joshua 4:6,7,21-24; Judges 6:13; Job 8:8,10; Deuteronomy 32:7; 4:32; Revelation 2:5.

Many people have only enjoyed temporary solutions to their problems because they have been treating the symptoms rather than getting to the real root of the problem.

Total and permanent deliverance, complete recovery is only possible as we tackle the problem from the roots. Until you discover the real roots and origin of your problems, you may never recover from them.

Cutting a tree may do away with the stem, branches and fruit. But this is only for a time. With time the tree will bring forth new stem, new branches with fresh leaves and consequently begin to bring forth fruit again.

Dealing with symptoms is like cutting down a tree. The problems will come back to haunt you again. The only way to deal with the problem permanently is to deal a deadly blow to the cause of the symptoms. When a tree is completely uprooted, it ceases to exist.

Knowing the root of our problem is already half way to the solution. The Psalmist knew the cause of his affliction and therefore knew also the solution, the way out of the affliction: “Before I was afflicted I went astray: but now have I kept thy word” (Psalm 119:67).

God expects us to take stock of our lives, consider our ways and discover the roots of our problems (Haggai 1:5-11; Psalm 119:59; 107:17).

If we can only remember from where we fell, repentance and restoration is possible (Revelation 2:5). Except you know the root of your problem, recovery is difficult if not impossible. This is why medical doctors take case history and delve into family background in order to determine whether the sickness is genetic or organic.

If you are seeking deliverance, how did you get into the bondage in the first place? This information is very vital to your freedom.

God expects us to be interested in the history of the past: “Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations: ask thy father, and he will shew thee; thy elders, and they will tell thee” (Deuteronomy 32:7).

Information that we cannot dig out ourselves must be enquired of from people likely to know. This information include things such as the circumstances surrounding your birth, the family tradition and leanings, the village custom, etc. (Joshua 4:6,7,21-24; Judges 6:13; Psalm 44:1). Has anybody in your lineage ever worshipped idols? Even if they don’t do now, there may already be God’s curse on your life because of this past idolatry in the family (Exodus 20:4,5). Find out!

DOORWAY TO RECOVERY

Isaiah 5:13; Hosea 4:6; 2 Corinthians 2:11; Mark 11:23; Matthew 21:21; John 8:32,36; 5:1-14; Luke 13:11-13; James 5:13,16-18. 

Armed with the knowledge obtained from the previous discovery exercise, we can map out a way of the bondage. Knowing the route that led to our bondage gives us the pathway that leads out of the captivity.

Ignorance will keep a person in bondage longer than necessary. Lack of knowledge is the devil’s greatest tool of destruction. He uses this to keep people in captivity (Isaiah 5:13; Hosea 4:6; 2 Corinthians 2:11).

To KNOW the Living Truth and the written truth is the pathway to complete freedom (John 8:32,36).

Knowing where we are coming from helps us to know our bearing in the present and gives us the power to shape our tomorrow. The past provides an anchor for the present.

Deliverance is like a rewinding of captivity. The road to deliverance is the exact opposite of the one that leads to bondage.

There is freedom from long-term bondage for every one that desires it (Luke 13:11-13; John 5:1-14). Knowing the root of the problem makes prayer for deliverance intelligent, focused and result oriented. We will no longer be using a scatter gun but a well aimed machine gun (James 5:13). Many people that are afflicted are praying but their prayer misses the mark because it is not well focused and directed. It is the effectual, fervent, well directed prayer of a righteous man that avails much (James 5:16).

It is only a mountain that you have correctly identified that you can command specifically to shift and be cast into the sea (Mark 11:23; Matthew 21:21).

DOMINION AND REIGNING

Galatians 5:1; Ephesians 4:27; Romans 16:20; 3 John 2; Genesis 1:26,28; Deuteronomy 28:1-13; Isaiah 1:19; Job 36:11; Psalm 23:1-6; 35:27; 37:25; Philippians 4:19.

Once we have been liberated, it is our responsibility to keep our freedom. God’s unchanging word to every generation of His children is: “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage” (Galatians 5:1).

When the Lord has bruised Satan under your feet, keep him perpetually there (Romans 16:20). Give the devil no place (Ephesians 4:27). He always will want to take advantage of any loophole. Never give allowance and don’t leave anything for him to exploit.

God intends for you to spend your days in prosperity and your years in pleasures (Job 36:11). Discover what has kept you in poverty and break free from its shackles. Discover what has kept you in sickness and weakness and shake them from your life (3 John 2).

We are more than conquerors through Christ that loved us. Why then are you behaving like a conquered grasshopper? You are meant to sing the song of freedom. Why are you humming the tune of a caged bird? What has kept you in fear all your life? The righteous is meant to be bold as a lion fearing nothing. Live in the privilege of your calling. Reign and have dominion.
