DISMANTLING SATANIC CONFEDERACY AND HEADQUARTERS

Joshua 11:1-23; 12:1-24
When the enemies heard about the various victories of Joshua at Makkedah, Libnah, Lachish, Gezer, Eglon, Hebron, Debir, etc. (Joshua 10:28-43; 11:1), Jabin the king of Hazor mobilized and motivated other kings to rise up and fight Israel (Joshua 11:1-5).
They rose up like a satanic gathering and confederacy to stop the advancement of Israel in their bid to possess the land of Canaan their divine inheritance.

However, God promised Joshua a resounding victory (Joshua 11:6). The following day, Israel won a mighty victory and Joshua did to the enemy exactly what God told him to do to them (Joshua 11:6-9).

Though Joshua has broken the power of the confederacy and won the victory, it was not yet time to go home or return to the camp as long as the enemy’s head and headquarters are still at large, alive and intact. For that reason the scripture records: “And Joshua at that time TURNED BACK, and took Hazor, and smote the king thereof with the sword: for Hazor beforetime was the head of all those kingdoms” (Joshua 11:10).

DESTROYING THE ENEMY’S HEAD

Joshua 11:1-5,10; Zechariah 13:7; Matthew 26:31; 12:29; Mark 14:27; 1 Samuel 17:45-51; Judges 9:53,54; 7:25; 8:1-21; 1 Kings 22:17,35-37; Luke 11:21,22.
Jabin the king of Hazor was the one masterminding evill against Israel. He was the one motivating and mobilizing the other kings for collective action. He was the one galvanizing the alliance and rallying the kingdoms for satanic warfare (Joshua 11:1-5,10). He was the strongman militating against the advancement of Israel. Unless this Jabin is eliminated, the victory that has been won cannot be permanent. This Jabin can make a comeback. He can make the confederacy to re-group, re-arm themselves and make a fresh comeback and counter-attack (1 Kings 20:20-29; 2 Samuel 5:17-25). Except we eliminated the last giant, the Philistines will always make a comeback (2 Samuel 21:15-22).
Elimination of Jabin the king of Hazor is the way to permanent and lasting victory. This is what Joshua did: “And Joshua at that time TURNED BACK, and took Hazor, and smote the king thereof with the sword: for Hazor beforetime was the head of all those kingdoms” (Joshua 11:10).

Smite the shepherd and the sheep will scatter is the principle of scripture (Zechariah 13:7; Matthew 26:31; Mark 14:27). Slay Goliat the giant of Gath who is the head and the champion of the Philistines and the Philistines are bound to flee (1 Samuel 17:45-51). Kill Abimelech by breaking his skull and the oppressive war is over. His supporters will melt away like wax before the fire (Judges 9:53,54). Smite Ahab and Israel is defeated and scattered (1 Kings 22:17,35-37).
It is absolutely important that we bind the strongman and destroy the head of the enemy confederacy (Luke 11:21,22; Matthew 12:29). Like Gideon, we must not rest after the initial victory until we have slain Oreb and Zeeb the princes of Midian as well as Zebah and Zalmuna the kings of Midian (Judges 7:25; 8:1-21).
The main target of the USA is not anybody else but Osama Bin Laden. This is the head of the Al Qaeda terrorist network, the brain behind the operations. If he is eliminated, the network becomes weakened and could just wind up. USA is targeting Saddam Hussein for the same reasons.

DISMANTLING THE ENEMY’S HEADQUARTERS

Joshua 11:10,11; 6:20,21; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Daniel 10:12-14,20,21; Revelation 2:13; Judges 16:3; Luke 11:21,22.
However it is not sufficient to eliminate the head of the enemy confederacy. We must also endeavour to dismantle the enemy’s headquarters.

Joshua took Hazor, the head of all those kingdoms, destroyed the souls therein and burnt it with fire (Joshua 11:10,11). This is like dismantling the enemy’s headquarters – the support staff, the intelligence papers, the planning rooms, the strategy and logistic committee etc.
All that the enemy implements comes from the headquarters. To raze down the enemy’s headquarters is to incapacitate the enemy. Israel’s destruction of Yasser Arafat’s headquarters at Ramallah incapacitated him.
To destroy the Pentagon headquarters is to give USA a massive setback. To destroy the entire White House is to cause a major disaster and setback for the USA. This is why the headquarters, the bunkers of Saddam Hussein and Osama Bin Laden are military targets of the USA. Whenever they locate such, they bomb them.

Satan’s headquarters and seat must be our constant targets (Revelation 2:13). Satanic strongholds must be pulled down (2 Corinthians 10:3-5). We need to dismantle every satanic headquarters as well as roadblocks (Daniel 10:12-14,20,21).

DOMINION AND THE ELECT’S HERITAGE
Joshua 11:12-23; 12:1-24; James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Romans 16:20; Genesis 3:15; 1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7.
Following the destruction of the head and the dismantling of the headquarters of the enemy, rapid progress can be made, substantial and significant eats can be accomplished.

Joshua 11:12-23 and 12:1-24 detail the full extent of Joshua’s and Israel’s victories that followed these operations. They obtained dominion and inherited the land as God had promised them. “So Joshua took the WHOLE land” (Joshua 11:23) is such a great testimony. What a great and glorious end in that it is recorded that “and Joshua gave it for an inheritance unto Israel” (Joshua 12:23).
There are essentially two main lessons that we can learn from this episode:

(1) There is no gain without pain, there is no crown without a cross

Israel got an inheritance in Canaan (Joshua 11:23) but it was recorded that “Joshua made war A LONG TIME with ALL those kings” (Joshua 11:18).

There is no cheap dominion. There are no victories to be had at bargain prices said Eisenhower. We must fight for every inch of the land. Although the land may be ours by divine promise and donation (Joshua 1:1-5), yet we have to fight to lay hold on our inheritance. We must fight the good fight of faith (1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7). Victory is costly. There is always a price to pay for excellence and dominion.

(2) There is no lasting peace without war

We read that “the land rested from war” (Joshua 11:23). There has been a long war. The enemies have been destroyed, their head eliminated, their headquarters dismantle, their network and confederacy made of no effect.

It is now time to settle down and enjoy the peace and rest. Spiritual rest comes from fighting the good fight of faith, wrestling with principalities and powers. We must be ready to do battle with the enemy, confront and conquer the entrenched opposition, resist the devil until he flees. When the devil flees, or we have bruised his head, then we can enjoy the benefit of the peace thereby secured (James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Romans 16:20; Genesis 3:15).
