DOMINION IS MY BIRTHRIGHT
The believer belongs to God by both creation and redemption. Dominion is God’s endowment to the believer. It is our birthright and portion. Dominion is ours in a three-fold way: by creation, by conversion and by belonging to His body.

God has not withdrawn His original mandate to man to subdue the earth and have dominion. We can live in our calling and enjoy our creative birthright. Even though the fall of man has limited the effectiveness of this dominion, for the believer, dominion is his from a different platform – redemptive birthright. Each believer can exercise this redemptive birthright, decree and have it established. The believer is seated together in heavenly places with Christ, far above principalities and powers (Ephesians 2:6; 1:21,22).

The church, the bride of Christ can exercise dominion as a corporate body. The believer can enjoy the benefit of this corporate dominion by virtue of his being part of the body. The corporate anointing can break the yoke of bondage.

From every viewpoint, the believer needs to have it settled in his heart that dominion is his birthright. Never allow the enemy to cheat you out of your birthright as Jacob did with Esau’s birthright (Genesis 25:31-34; 27:36).

CREATIVE BIRTHRIGHT

Genesis 1:26,28; 9:1,2; Psalm 115:16; 8:6; 82:6; John 10:34,35; Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10.
God created man with the intention that man will exercise dominion (Genesis 1:26). God gave man the mandate to be fruitful, to multiply, to subdue and have dominion (Genesis 1:28).
Dominion was man’s creative birthright. God gave the earth to man to exercise dominion over it (Psalm 115:16; 8:6).

It is unfortunate that at the fall man lost this dominion. Since then, instead of being a victor in all circumstances, man has become a victim of circumstance. Earth’s regent and prince has been dethroned, driven from his horse and is now walking on the ground (Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10).

Dominion is meant to cover every area of human endeavour – spiritual, physical, financial, etc. Fallen men even in their unconverted state are still exercising this dominion in a limited measure in the physical realm. This is evident from the breakthroughs in science, engineering, medicine, etc.

CONVERSION BIRTHRIGHT

Luke 10:19; Romans 16:20; 8:37; 2 Corinthians 2:14; Job 22:28; Judges 5:13; 1 John 5:4; Genesis 27:40
At calvary, Christ broke the power of the enemy and restored dominion to us. Dominion is now the redemptive birthright of the believer. Christ has given us power to tread upon serpents and scorpions and over all the power of the enemy (Luke 10:19). The God of peace is ready to bruise Satan under our feet (Romans 16:20).

Christ causes us to triumph ALWAYS and in EVERY PLACE (2 Corinthians 2:14). We are more than conquerors through Him that loved us (Romans 8:37).

We can now decree and it is established unto us (Job 22:28). Our faith brings us the victory and dominion (1 John 5:4).

The devil is mighty but he is not the ALMIGHTY! We have dominion over the mighty (Judges 5:13).
CORPORATE BIRTHRIGHT

Matthew 16:18; Luke 12:32; Romans 14:17; Philippians 4:6,7; 2 Thessalonians 3:16; Ephesians 1:22.
Christ has promised to build His church and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it (Matthew 16:18). There is no need for fear because it is our Father’s good pleasure and will to give us the kingdom (Luke 12:32). The kingdom is not meat and drink, it is not oppression and affliction but righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Ghost (Romans 14:17). The devil cannot rob of this peace that passes all understanding and this glorious joy in the Holy Ghost (Philippians 4:6,7; 2 Thessalonians 3:16). We must exercise our dominion in order to enjoy that which belongs to us.
Dominion is the corporate birthright of the church. Since the believer is a member of the body of Christ, part of the church, dominion then becomes his birthright by virtue of belonging in the body.

God has put all things under Christ and He has delegated authority to the church to exercise this power and dominion (Ephesians 1:22; Hebrews 2:8; 1 Corinthians 15:27,28).
