FAITH: CHANNEL OF GOD’S POSSIBILITIES

“For with God nothing shall be impossible” (Luke 1:37). “and nothing shall be impossible unto you” (Matthew 17:20). “all things are possible to him that believeth” (Mark 9:23).

It is very easy to believe that nothing is impossible with God and that with God ALL THINGS are possible. However to believe that the same can be true for mortal man is very difficult. However the above verses plainly declare it to be so. FAITH is what makes what is possible to God to be possible for us also. “ALL THINGS are possible TO HIM THAT BELIEVETH”. Faith is the channel of God’s possibilities.

FIRM ASSURANCE

Hebrews 11:1; 10:22,23; 11:11; Isaiah 55:10,11; Numbers 23:19,20; James 1:5-8; Romans 4:17-21; Titus 1:2; 2 Corinthians 1:20

“Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1).

Faith is the FIRM ASSURANCE of things hoped for, the proving of things not seen. It is the title deed that what we have believed for will come to pass. The certificate of occupancy (C of O) of a land bought on your behalf is the EVIDENCE that the land belongs to you though you have not seen the land.

How can we be so sure that what we hoped for will ultimately become ours? How can we be so sure that the hope is not baseless and futile?

The promises that we are manifesting faith for is made by God who is FAITHFUL to keep His promises (Hebrews 10:23; 11:11; Isaiah 55:). God cannot lie. He says what He means and He means what He says. What He has promised, He will do (Numbers 23:19,20; Titus 1:2; Hebrews 6:18).

Hold fast the profession of your faith, don’t waver. Ask in faith, don’t doubt (Hebrews 10:23; James 1:5-8). Don’t stagger at the promise of God through unbelief. Be fully persuaded (Romans 4:17-21).

The only way to receive from God is to “draw near with a true heart in FULL ASSURANCE OF FAITH” (Hebrews 10:22). The promises of God are yea and amen (2 Corinthians 1:20).

FOCUSED ATTENTION

Hebrews 12:2; Mark 4:37,38,40; Matthew 14:29-32; Zechariah 4:7; Psalm 121:1,2; 123:1; Isaiah 40:26,31

God is the object of our faith. We look up to Him for peace, pardon, provision etc. We should focus our attention on Him and keep believing for what He has promised even when circumstances “seem” hopeless. Appearances are always deceitful. Circumstances may “look” or “seem” hopeless but they are not really hopeless for God is still on the throne and He has the answer to every question and the solution to every problem.

The scripture puts it this way: “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith” (Hebrews 12:2).

Don’t look at the winds, storms, problems, mountains, etc. This will always bring fear and panic (Mark 4:37,38,40). It will always lead to sinking (Matthew 14:29-32).

Don’t look at the blowing winds of adverse circumstances. The wind has always been there and will always be there. Look unto Jesus. Look unto the hills from whence come your help (Psalm 121:1,2; 123:1; Isaiah 40:26,31).

Don’t focus on the raging storm of the devil. The devil has always specialised in creating storms in a tea cup. Focus on Christ.

Look beyond the wind to your victory. Every great storm of wind will be followed by a great calm (Mark 4:37,39). Every threatening mountain will become a plain (Zechariah 4:7).

The winds and the storms are the devil’s strategy of shifting your focus from Christ and His promises. Concentrate on Christ and on “getting to the other side”, don’t be distracted by the raging storms. Rise up and rebuke the wind in the name of Jesus and make sure you “come over unto the other side of the sea” (Mark 4:35; 5:1).

FULL APPROPRIATION

Romans 4:23-25; Galatians 3:7-9,13,14,16,29; Joshua 1:5; Hebrews 13:5,6; 1 Corinthians 10:11; James 5:16,17.

Many people miss out on God’s promises because they think that it was written for the people addressed in the Bible. However God expects us to appropriate His promises for our own benefit.

The promises made to Abraham are for us to enjoy through Christ (Romans 4:23-25; Galatians 3:7-9,13,14,16,29). New Testament believers can appropriate the promise originally made to Joshua (Joshua 1:5; Hebrews 13:5,6).

The clear testimony of the scriptures is that “For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written FOR OUR LEARNING, that WE through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope” (Romans 15:4). The things that happened to those in the Bible are to serve as examples for us “and they are written FOR OUR ADMONITION, upon whom the ends of the world are come” (1 Corinthians 10:11).

What God did for Elijah, He will do for us because Elijah was a man subject to the same emotions and passions like us (James 5:16,17). Have you ever asked like Elisha “where is the Lord God of Elijah?” If you will appropriate God’s promises and dare to be bold in prayer as Elijah was, ask for the impossible, believe for the incredible, you will see the Lord God of Elijah at work.
