DIVINE PRESCRIPTIONS FOR CONTINUOUS VICTORY

Many people experience victory from time to time either because of God’s mercy to the undeserving or because they fulfilled the condition at that time.

However God has made provision for CONTINUOUS victory for the believer. Continuous, steady victory is meant to be the children’s bread. We can experience Christ’s peace in the midst of tumult, confusion and war (John 14:27; 16:33), feed from God’s provision in times of famine (1 Kings 17:6-16; Psalm 33:18-20; 37:19,20), experience joy and satisfaction despite economic hardship all around us (Habakkuk 3:17-19). All these can result from our following God’s prescription for continuous victory.

We do not have to go under in difficult and challenging times. We can overcome. We can mount up with wings like the eagle at such distressing times (Isaiah 40:29-31). Our faith in God overcomes at such moments (1 John 5:4).

RIGHT PRIORITIES

Matthew 6:33; Proverbs 4:7,5; 2 Chronicles 26:5; Job 32:7; Hebrews 10:25; Mark 10:28-30; Luke 22:35; Philippians 4:19; 1 Kings 3:5-14.

Almost all cases of failure and defeat in life can be traced to wrong priorities. A student fails because he refuses to give the right priorities to his studies. Rather than embarking on a systematic, programmed study from the start of his course, he tries to do everything in the last minute. Lack of planning and priorities!

Continuous, uninterrupted victory in the christian life is a matter of establishing the RIGHT PRIORITIES!

(1) Seek FIRST the kingdom of God and His righteousness

God has promised to ADD unto you all that the Gentiles who don’t know God are seeking after if you can only set your priorities right. There is no need for worry and anxiety (Matthew 6:33; Mark 10:28-30; Luke 22:35). When our priorities are right, our God will supply ALL our need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus (Philippians 4:19). God is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him (Hebrews 11:6).

Not forsaking the assembling of God’s people is part of seeking FIRST the kingdom of God (Hebrews 10:25). Be regular at Sunday Worship, Bible Study, Revival Hour, General Conferences, Night Vigils etc. Be engaged in witnessing and evangelism. As you water other people, God will see to it that you are watered (Proverbs 11:25).

(2) Seek wisdom as the PRINCIPAL thing

It takes great PILLARS OF WISDOM to support PILES OF WEALTH. Wealth without wisdom always brings destruction. Wisdom is to be preferred to wealth for true wisdom will bring true wealth.

Solomon asked for wisdom to rule over God’s people in a proper way, thereby establishing God’s rule and reign over His people. He sought God’s priority – WISDOM – and God gave him ALL THESE OTHER THINGS that he didn’t even ask for (1 Kings 3:5-14).

There is a difference between worldly wisdom and God’s kind of wisdom (James 3:16,17; Job 28:28; Proverbs 1:7; 9:10). The Bible is the primary source of wisdom (2 Timothy 3:15; Psalm 19:7-11; 119:105). Wisdom also comes through experience and training (Job 32:7).

RESOURCEFUL PRAYING

Ephesians 6:18; Mark 11:23; 4:39; Matthew 6:11; 16:19; 17:20; 18:18-20; 26:39; 2 Corinthians 10:4,5; Philippians 4:6; Hebrews 4:14-16; James 5:16.

We must be resourceful in our praying. We must learn to pray with “all kinds of prayer” (Ephesians 6:18). There is intercession, supplication, petition, confession, commanding, binding and losing, prayer of consecration etc. We must know when to change gear in our praying for different situations demand different kinds of praying.

When you are alone with no other believer with you, prayer of agreement is impossible and yet if there is a problem you can still ask in Jesus’ name and receive (Matthew 18:19,20).

There is a time to “say unto the stubborn mountain to move and be cast into the sea” (Mark 11:23; Matthew 17:20), there is a time to “bind and loose” (Matthew 16:19; 18:18), there is a time to use the weapons of our warfare to “pull down strongholds” (2 Corinthians 10:4,5), yet there are times to “make our requests known unto God” (Philippians 4:6).

There is a time to pray and ask for daily food (Matthew 6:11) and there is a time to rebuke the winds and command them to cease (Mark 4:39). There is a time to pray “if it be thine will” when we are consecrating to do God’s will (Matthew 26:39) and yet there are times when because we know God’s will we can be bold, confident and aggressive in prayer (Hebrews 4:14-16; James 5:16).

May God grant us discernment to know how to pray in each situation so that we can obtain results.

RIGHT PARTNER

Romans 8:31; 2 Chronicles 20:35-37; 18:1; 19:1,2; 1 Kings 22:48; Psalm 1:1-3; 119:63; Proverbs 2:20; 13:20; 2 Thessalonians 3:14.

The success of any project many times depends upon the kind of people we work with. If our partner is foolish and lazy, dubious and crafty etc., it will not be surprising if the venture fails.

The believer’s primary partner in life is the God of heaven. Though He is our Father and Redeemer, He has chosen to be our friend as He was Abraham’s friend and to be our partner as He was the partner of the patriarchs. 

“If God be for us, who can be against us” (Romans 8:31) is a powerful scripture that cannot be lightly overlooked.

Partnership with the devil or his agents will always bring defeat (2 Chronicles 20:35-37; 1 Kings 22:48). Be a companion or partner of good men, walk with the godly (Psalm 1:1-3; 119:63; Proverbs 2:20; 13:20; 2 Thessalonians 3:14).
