ENOCH: THE WALK OF FAITH
Hebrews 11:5; Genesis 5:18-24; Jude 14,15
Enoch walked with God and pleased God because he did so by faith. To walk in unbelief is to displease God (Hebrews 11:6; 10:38; 3:13-18; 4:1-11).

The walk of faith is the walk that pleases God and the believer like Enoch must walk by faith and not by sight (2 Corinthians 5:7).

Enoch’s walk of faith led to his translation by faith. In all we see Enoch’s transformation, testimony, translation and teaching. Enoch walked with God. It was a walk in godliness, a walk by grace and an eventual walk into glory. It was a walk by faith, a walk in faithfulness that culminated in God’s favour and divine translation.

The life and example of Enoch has much to teach us about the walk of faith. His times and world were as bad as ours but by faith he lived a righteous life. So can we. He was married and raised a family. Despite the pressure and demands of domestic life, he had time for God. So can we.

PERVERTED WORLD AND TIMES

Genesis 5:21; 6:3-7; Jude 14,15; Philippians 2:15; Acts 2:40; Matthew 3:7; Jeremiah 44:15-17; Ezekiel 33:11; 2 Corinthians 6:1; Romans 10:21.
The world of Enoch’s time was perverted and was growing increasingly worse. Enoch eventually became God’s spokesman for his generation warning them of impending judgement from God by the name he gave his son Methuselah and by his preaching (Genesis 5:21; Jude 14,15).

The people of his era seemed to have been indifferent to the message for he was like a lone star shining amidst the surrounding darkness.

Enoch perfectly models the modern believer. The world today is still crooked and perverse, corrupt and sinful (Philippians 2:15; Acts 2:40; Matthew 3:7; Genesis 6:3-7).

Men and women are still largely indifferent to the voice of God and the call of the Saviour (Jeremiah 44:15-17; Ezekiel 33:11; 2 Corinthians 6:1; Romans 10:21).

PRACTICAL WAY TO TRANSFORMATION

Genesis 5:22,24; Amos 3:3; Mark 1:15; Isaiah 55:6,7; Proverbs 28:13; 2 Corinthians 6:14-18; 1 John 1:6; James 4:4.
“And Enoch walked with God” (Genesis 5:22,24). Enoch didn’t walk with the perverted sinners of his time (Psalm 1:1-3). He turned his back on the rotten and corrupt world of his time and joined forces with God. This is the only acceptable way into transformation of heart and life. Enoch couldn’t have walked with God except that they agreed (Amos 3:3).
True faith is “Forsaking All I Trust Him”. Repentance makes us to turn our back on the world, forsake sin and then we can believe and walk with God (Mark 1:15; Isaiah 55:6,7; Proverbs 28:13).
It is only when we come out from among the unbelievers that we can truly have fellowship with God and be accepted by Him (2 Corinthians 6:14-18; 1 John 1:6).

We cannot be friends of the world and of God at the same time (James 4:4). To walk with the likes of Jeroboam and Jezebel is to forfeit the priviledge of walking with God.

PLEASING WALK AND TESTIMONY

Hebrews 11:5; Genesis 5:22,24; Romans 6:4; 13:13; Ephesians 4:17,21; Psalm 84:11; 119:1; Isaiah 33:15; Micah 6:8; Jeremiah 7:23; 1 John 1:7; 2:6; 3 John 3; Galatians 5:16; Colossians 1:10.
“And Enoch walked with God” (Genesis 5:22,24). “For before his translation he had this testimony that he pleased God” (Hebrews 11:5).
Enoch’s walk with God was a pleasing walk. God’s testimony concerning his life was a glorious one. He walked with a perfect heart.
Enoch was married with children. However, domestic responsibilities did not prevent him from pleasing God, walking by faith and having a great testimony.

Enoch lived in a perverted era, yet by faith he pleased God. Godly companions were very few even if they existed, yet he walked by faith. There is no record that Enoch’s parents were righteous, yet Enoch still walked with God.

We have no excuse for not walking with unto all pleasing. Non-existence of godly examples, the corruption of the world around us, peer pressure, domestic responsibilities, professional demands and duties and a host of other factors cannot prevent us from walking with God if we choose to do so by faith.

Enoch’s walk with God and by extension the believer’s walk with God has some salient characteristics (Romans 6:4; 13:13; Ephesians 4:17,21; Psalm 84:11; 119:1; Isaiah 33:15; Micah 6:8; Jeremiah 7:23; 1 John 1:7; 2:6; 3 John 3; Galatians 5:16; Colossians 1:10).

PICTORIAL WONDER OF HIS TRANSLATION

Hebrews 11:5; Genesis 5:24; 1 Thessalonians 4:16,17; 1 Corinthians 15:51,52; 2 Kings 2:1-15; Acts 1:1-11
“By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him” (Hebrews 11:5).
Enoch’s translation was by faith. Enoch’s translation is a picture of the rapture of the saints. The time is nigh when all true believers living their lives consistently to please God in all things will be raptured on the wings of faith. They will be translated to heaven (1 Thessalonians 4:16,17; 1 Corinthians 15:51,52).

Enoch’s translation is a token and a type of the believer’s rapture. It prefigures and pictures God’s plan for the endtime. What a wonderful revelation and illustration. 

The sky and not the grave should be the believer’s hope. Rapture and not rupture should be our expectation. By faith we can be translated and will be translated like Enoch.

PROPHETIC WITNESS AND TEACHING

Jude 14,15; Genesis 5:21,22; 2 Corinthians 4:13; Isaiah 53:1; 1 Corinthians 4:1,2; 2 Corinthians 4:1-4; Psalm 68:11
Enoch was God’s spokesman for his generation. He witnessed to his generation. His prophetic witness and teaching is still significant today and they point out certain facts:
(1) God may be longsuffering, but judgement is certain if man refuses to repent.

(2) Judgement will come upon ALL sinners and for ALL sins. There is no escape.

(3) Prophetic insight into Christ’s second coming with the raptured saints to execute judgement.

(4) Enoch prophetically named his son Methuselah meaning “When he is dead, it shall come” (Genesis 5:21,22). It warned of impending judgement which came as the flood of Noah’s time (Genesis 7:1-24).

Enoch prophesied and proclaimed God’s word by faith and ever since, it has had far-reaching effects and consequences.
