FREEDOM AND TRUTH

The measure of a man’s freedom will be in proportion to his knowledge. Likewise his bondage will be proportional to his ignorance. Freedom and truth are interwoven just as bondage and ignorance are bedfellows.

It is not just truth that sets a man free but the truth that he PERSONALLY understands, appropriates and acts upon will bring him freedom (John 8:32). This alone should make us to intensify our quest for God’s truth that sets free from all sorts and all forms of human bondage be it physical or spiritual.

ROOTING OUT ALL IGNORANCE

Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; 2 Corinthians 2:11; 1:8; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Romans 1:13; 10:3; 11:25; 1 Corinthians 10:1; 12:1; 2 Peter 3:3,5; 1 Thessalonians 4:13.

Ignorance is costly and destructive and this is why education commands a premium. An ignorant population is always a nation’s biggest liability. Money spent in educating people and equipping them with knowledge is always money well spent.

Spiritual freedom is linked to our level of knowledge. God’s people will always be destroyed when they are ignorant (Hosea 4:6). Lack of knowledge is always perilous (Isaiah 5:13). Ignorance gives the devil an edge over us (2 Corinthians 2:11). The devil is well and alive on planet earth. He is walking about seeking whom may devour. He does not spare anybody. He will devour anybody and everybody (1 Peter 5:8,9).

It’s important to understand the devil’s strategies, devices, craftiness, traps and hence know how to overcome him everytime (2 Corinthians 2:11; 11:3).

When you are ignorant of God’s way and method, there is the possibility of establishing your own way in the energy of the flesh (Romans 10:3,4). God’s dealings with Israel may look absurd and awkward to those who are ignorant of the scriptures (Romans 11:25-33).

Prayer will not drive out ignorance. Knowledge is the only thing that will drive out ignorance. The only way to root out all ignorance is to replace the empty void with knowledge.

RELEASE FROM ALL INHIBITIONS

Galatians 4:1,2,7; Psalm 23:1; 37:25; 25:13-15; 69:35,36; Exodus 19:5,6; 1 Peter 2:9; 1 Samuel 8:5; 12:12

Ignorance always places a restriction on people. It will restrict you from claiming what is rightfully yours. It will inhibit you from taking the necessary steps for your freedom and progress.

Ignorance of your identity can make you behave like a nobody. This is what makes a prince and heir to be no different from a slave (Galatians 4:1,2,7). Ignorance of their true position as heirs is what makes a lot of believers to beg for bread (Psalm 23:1; 37:25; 25:13-15; 69:35,36).

Many believers are ignorant of what it means to be a peculiar people, a chosen generation, a royal priesthood and a holy nation. Rather than want to remain different and peculiar, ignorance will make us want to be like other nations (Exodus 19:5,6; 1 Peter 2:9; 1 Samuel 8:5; 12:12). Rather than live for God we will want to follow the fashions and ways of the world. However a knowledgeable believer is confident and settled in his convictions and is happy to be who God wants him to be. He has no sense of inferiority. He is glad and free to be the child of the King.

RECEPTION OF INSTRUCTION

1 Timothy 4:6,13-16; 5:17; 2 Timothy 3:10,16; Romans 10:17; Galatians 3:2,5; Acts 14:7-11; Proverbs 23:23

Reception of instruction can be from (a) God, Holy Ghost (John 16:13) (b) Teaching ministers in the church who labour in word and doctrine (1 Timothy 5:17).

Buy the truth and sell it not is the injunction of the Bible (Proverbs 23:23). What we pay for is always important to us. No reasonable person purchases things of worthless value. When the Lord counsels us to buy the truth, it is because it is worth buying. Reproofs of instruction are the way of life (Proverbs 6:23).

Faith to receive comes through hearing the word of God (Romans 10:17; Galatians 3:2,5; Acts 14:7-11). Prayer and fasting may help to subdue the flesh and strengthen our faith. However faith is only developed as we feed on God’s word.

Words of man will instill fear, doubt and dread. The word of God will stimulate faith and confidence. How many christians there are who will not rest content until they have heard the daily news which is always gloomy and bad who will not feed on the good news of God’s word. Is it then surprising that many suffer defeat in their lives?

Avail yourself EVERY opportunity to hear the word of God. An all round knowledge of God’s word is what is needed for victorious living. This is why Bible Study, Sunday Worship, Search the Scriptures, Revival Hour and all other seminars, workshops, conferences are important.

Caleb was able to ask Joshua for an inheritance because he knew God’s word of promise concerning him (Joshua 14:6-15; Numbers 14:24,30). Unless we know what is written concerning us, how shall we enjoy the benefits of calvary?

Christ operated in the light and knowledge of what was written concerning Him (Luke 4:16-22; Isaiah 61:1-3; Matthew 8:16,17).
