GET THEE BEHIND ME, SATAN

Matthew 16:23; Luke 4:8

These are indeed challenging times and God is raising a great army that will walk and live like the Lord Jesus and exercise power and authority in similar fashion.

We need to regain that lost disposition of constant winners in the face of fiery opposition (Romans 8:37). We need to walk and talk like the Lord.

When Satan crosses our way, we stand in the power of the Holy Spirit and declare boldly, emphatically and loudly, “Get thee behind me, Satan”.

There is no point holding conference with Satan like Eve did (Genesis 3:1-7). There is no point heeding the suggestions of the devil in temptation. When Satan comes, we need to let him know that we no time for him, we have no place for his tactics and antics and tell him “Get thee behind me, Satan”. 

AGGRESSION OF SATAN’S METHODS

Luke 4:1-13; Matthew 16:21-23; Genesis 3:1-7; John 13:27; Acts 5:3,4,9; Job 1:6-22; 2:1-13; Revelation 12:6-17; Isaiah 14:12-17; 1 Peter 5:8

Aggression is an unprovoked attack, a hostile and destructive tendency and Satan specialises in this. Satan’s methods are many – direct as well as indirect – and he aggressively employs them to break down the resistance of his victims.

In Luke 4:1-13, Satan’s method here is direct and repetitive. He personally came to confront Jesus in temptation. In Matthew 16:23, Satan’s method is indirect. Here he uses a human vessel as a cover-up to frustrate God’s plan for Jesus. Under the cover of concern and compassion, the great disciple tried to persuade Jesus to forgo the thought of going to the cross.

Satan will use whichever method best serves his interest at the time. He came through the serpent to beguile Eve but went through Eve to deceive Adam (Genesis 3:1-7).

Satan entered into Judas and motivated him to betray Jesus (John 13:27). He provoked David to number Israel (). He filled the hearts of Ananias and Saphirra and caused them to lie to the Holy Ghost (Acts 5:3,4,9). Satan will use anything and everything to get at us. He will attack from any and every angle – wealth, family, health, etc. (Job 1:6-22; 2:1-13).

ASSAULT ON SAINT’S MIND

Genesis 3:1,4; 16:1-16; 2 Samuel 13:1-21; Matthew 12:33-37; 15:18-20; Romans 12:1,2; Philippians 4:8; 2 Corinthians 11:3

Man’s mind is Satan’s battleground and battlefield today. Evil thoughts proceed from the heart. Evil actions are conceived in the mind before they are hatched and practically executed (Matthew 12:33-37; 15:18-20).

Satan assails and assault’s saint’s mind in order to bring confusion, condemnation, corruption, etc. Eve’s fall started with assault on her mind: “Hath God said?” (Genesis 3:1,4). Amnon’s sin of incest started with evil suggestions and counsel from his friends (2 Samuel 13:1-21). Abraham’s ungodly relationship with Hagar started with a suggestion of Sarah. It looked like a counsel of kindness but it was the way of error and trouble (Genesis 16:1-16).

We need to constantly renew our minds and think the thoughts of God (Romans 12:1,2; Philippians 4:8).

ANTIDOTE TO SATAN’S MENACE

Matthew 16:23,19; Luke 4:8; 10:17; Zechariah 3:1-5; Jude 9; James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:7-9; Ephesians 6:10-18

“Get thee behind me, Satan” is the antidote to Satan’s menace. Satan has never been and will never be a gentleman. He doesn’t understand begging and soft dealing. The only antidote to Satan’s assault, oppression, affliction, etc. is to bind him and cast him out.

Say it loud and let the earth ring with it: “Get thee behind me, Satan”. Satan only understands the language of rebuke (Zechariah 3:1-5; Jude 9).

Don’t employ Satan’s dirty tactics – bringing railing accusation – just rebuke him in the name of the Lord.

Irrespective of the method that Satan employs against you – direct or indirect – the solution is the same: “Get thee behind me, Satan”.

Because Satan’s assaults, attacks and manipulations come in a repeated fashion, we need to constantly and repeatedly resist him as well (James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:7-9; Ephesians 6:10-18).

AUTHORITY OVER SATAN’S MANIPULATIONS

Luke 10:17,19; Ephesians 6:16; Psalm 91:13; 108:13; 60:12; Isaiah 10:6; 63:6; Daniel 7:23; Micah 5:5; Revelation 11:2

Satan is a defeated foe (Colossians 2:15). Christ has already given us power over ALL the power of the enemy (Luke 10:19). Our shield of faith is sufficient and capable of quenching ALL the fiery darts of the wicked (Ephesians 6:16).

We have authority over Satan’s manipulations. We can tread upon serpents and scorpions without any harm . Treading upon implies absolute mastery over, complete authority over (Psalm 91:13; 108:13; 60:12; Isaiah 10:6; 63:6; Daniel 7:23; Micah 5:5; Revelation 11:2).

We can tread upon the old serpent and bruise him under our feet (Revelation 12:9,11; Romans 16:20).
