JESUS OUR ADVOCATE
Satan is the sworn adversary of the saint. He is a relentless enemy whose intention is to soil our reputation through blackmail, an antagonists whose aim is to incarcerate us in captivity and will accuse us before God and man to accomplish his aim.
This is a spiritual reality we have to live with. We cannot stop Satan’s accusations because he is committed to perpetrating his evil. However, we cannot allow and we must not allow his accusation(s) to ruin our lives.

Satan will accuse us anywhere, everywhere and before anybody – before men (saints and sinners alike), before angel (good and evil alike) and before God. However Satan’s most important preoccupation is to accuse where it matters most – before God – and he does it persistently and relentlessly – day and night (Revelation 12:10).

However, we are privileged to have an untiring advocate who is also continually pleading our case day and night. His defense is stronger and more powerful than Satan’s accusations (Romans 8:33,34; Luke 21:31,32; Hebrews 7:25; 1 John 2:1).
THE ACCUSATION OF SATAN

Revelation 12:10; Zechariah 3:1; Job 1:6-22; 2:1-10; 1 Kings 21:1-29; Matthew 27:12-14,18; Daniel 3:1-28; 6:1-28; Genesis 39:1-23; Romans 8:33
Satan has been categorically named as the accuser of the brethren and he is persistent in this job – he does it day and night (Revelation 12:10).
Satan came to accuse, resist and hinder Joshua the high priest when he presented himself before God (Zechariah 3:1). Twice, Satan came to accuse Job before God (Job 1:6-22; 2:1-10).

Satan accuses us before God and he uses his agents to accuse us before men. Satan is the mastermind behind every accusation – physical, verbal, spiritual. He is the one that motivated Jezebel to plan the false accusation of Naboth by the elders of Jezreel (1 Kings 21:1-29). He is the one that engineered the false accusation of the three Hebrew children and that of Daniel (Daniel 3:1-28; 6:1-28). He was the one that masterminded the false accusation of Joseph by Portiphar’s wife (Genesis 39:1-23). He is the one that plotted the false accusation of Jesus (Matthew 27:12-14,18).

Satan’s goal is to lay something and indeed many things to the charge of God’s elect (Romans 8:33).

THE ADVOCACY OF THE SAVIOUR

1 John 2:1; Hebrews 7:25; Luke 21:31,32; Romans 8:33,34; Revelation 12:10,11; Zechariah 3:1-5
Without accusation, there is no need for an advocate. It is when a case is filed against an individual that the person hires an advocate to defend him and plead his case in court.
That an individual has been accused does not mean he is guilty. There are unjust and unfounded accusations. Satan’s accusations of the saint falls into the category of unjust accusations issuing out of jealousy because of God’s favour to the saint as the case of Job illustrates.

It is heart warming to know that we have an advocate that more than matches the accuser. He has never lost a battle and He wins every case.

“And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous” (1 John 2:1).

He ever lives to make intercession for us. He is at the right hand of the Father to defend us and plead our case against every accusation of the Devil (Hebrews 7:25; Luke 21:31,32; Romans 8:33,34).

He pleads and defends until Satan and his case are thrown out of court (Revelation 12:10,11). He pleads and defends until the saint is acquitted (Zechariah 3:1-5).

THE ACQUITTAL OF THE SAINT

Luke 22:31,32; Zechariah 3:2-5; Job 1:6-22; 2:1-20; Revelation 12:10,11; Romans 8:33,34; Isaiah 54:14-17; Numbers 23:19-23.
The ultimate purpose of Satan’s accusation(s) is to turn God against us, to deny us of divine favour and support, to enable Satan take over and run our lives.
However, as long as we live saintly lives – righteousness and holiness characterizing our lives – Satan’s desire can never come to pass. Satan may desire to have us and to sift us like wheat, but our Lord and Saviour, our compassionate and capable advocate will plead our case, pray for us that our faith fail not. We have a defender! (Luke 22:31,32). God came to the rescue of Joshua the high priest and he was acquitted (Zechariah 3:2-5).
Satan’s case was thrown overboard, he was cast out from heaven where he had gone to present his accusation. Every case that Satan files against us will be rejected and thrown out of court (cf. Job 1:6-22; 2:1-20 with Revelation 12:10,11). Every accusation of Satan will be found faulty, null and void.

“Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God’s elect?” is the emphatic question of the scripture (Romans 8:33). The answer comes in a resounding and reassuring manner: “It is God that justifieth” (Romans 8:34).

Every tongue of accusation that rises against us will be condemned. Every curse from the likes of Balaam against us will be cancelled. There is no enchantment against Jacob. There is no divination against Israel. There is no accusation against the saint of God. We are acquitted and we are free! (Isaiah 54:14-17; Numbers 23:19-23).
