KEY TO HEAVEN’S BANK

Keys are important because they grant us access into rooms that have the resources that we desire. Without them, we can suffer lack though the provision is available.

God’s throne room contains all we will ever need. Heaven’s bank has all we will ever need for life and godliness. Yet we need a key to open heaven’s bank and get what we need.

Keys are often small in size but are far from being insignificant because of their size. Small keys can open mighty doors and let us into great blessings. It is not just sufficient to try opening a door with any key, we must use the right key. Just as there are different keys for different doors in the physical world, there are also different keys for different things spiritually speaking. This study enumerates what the key to heaven’s bank looks like. Each component of the message can be seen as one feature of the key. All of them are important for they jointly constitute the key to heaven’s bank.

TARRYING IN PRAYER

James 4:2; Matthew 7:7-11; 26:36-36; Genesis 32:24-32; 1 Chronicles 4:9,10; Daniel 10:2,3,12-14; Ezekiel 36:37; John 16:24; Nehemiah 6:9; Acts 13:2,3.

Praying brings God on the scene to help us. Prayer moves the hand that moves the world. Prayer secures heaven’s attention and causes the blessings, solutions to problems etc. to flow from heaven unto us.

Our lack can be traced to prayerlessness (James 4:2; Matthew 7:7-11).

A new dawn and a new day will arise in our lives if we can tarry in Peniel like Jacob (Genesis 32:24-32). A new destiny awaits us if we can pray like Jabez (1 Chronicles 4:9,10). Divine revelation will be ours if we can tarry long in prayer like Daniel (Daniel 10:2,3,12-14). The promises of God will be ours on bended knees (Ezekiel 36:37; John 16:24).

Strength for the spiritual tasks ahead of us come as we tarry in prayer (Nehemiah 6:9; Matthew 26:36-46). Divine direction in all areas of our life is available in the school of hard knocks (Acts 13:2,3).

THANKSGIVING AND PRAISE

2 Chronicles 20:20-25; 2 Kings 3:15-20; Acts 16:25,26; Psalm 100:4; 103:1-5; 1 Samuel 16:14-23; Isaiah 61:3.

There is a fundamental difference between thanksgiving and praise: we thank God for what He has done for us, we praise Him for who He is.

Both thanksgiving and praise will open the gates of heaven. We need to enter God’s gates with thanksgiving and His courts with praise (Psalm 100:4).

Thanksgiving shows our appreciation and gratitude for divine mercies and motivates God to do more for us (Exodus 15:1-21; Judges 5:1-3; James 5:13; Psalm 126:1-3; Ephesians 5:19; Colossians 3:16). Ingratitude will always shut up the bowels of mercy and compassion. Never take God’s goodness for granted (Psalm 103:1-5).

Praise elevates God and puts Him where He truly belongs. Praise brings down the presence of God with all the attendant blessings – every enemy is vanquished, revelation is received, prison door opens, etc. (2 Chronicles 20:20-25; 2 Kings 3:15-20; Acts 16:25,26; 1 Samuel 16:14-23; Isaiah 61:3).

TITHING WITH PURPOSE

Deuteronomy 26:1-15; Malachi 3:8-12; Genesis 14:18-20; Ezekiel 44:30; Proverbs 3:9,10; 1 Samuel 2:30; Psalm 112:9; 2 Corinthians 9:9-14.

Many there are who tithe thoughtlessly and purposelessly. God expects us to tithe thoughtfully and purposefully. Tithing is not meant to be a passive process but an active undertaking. The tither is expected to declare his faithfulness and then ask for divine blessings (Deuteronomy 26:1-15). God expects the tither to prove Him concerning His promise to open heaven’s windows, rebuke the devourer etc. (Malachi 3:8-12).

The officiating priest – God’s representative – is expected to bless the faithful tither (Genesis 14:18-20; Deuteronomy 26:; Ezekiel 44:30).

There is no blessing under a closed heaven (2 Chronicles 7:13-15). When heaven is shut, there is no rain of blessing (1 Kings 17:1; 18:1). With righteousness in place, tithing will open the windows of heaven and make the abundant blessings from the throne of glory to flow into our lives (Malachi 3:10-12; Proverbs 3:9,10).
