LEAPING OVER WALLS

Psalm 18:29

The Christian life is a life of faith. Our daily lives must be lived by faith using the various means and grace that God has provided. This is the normal Christian life. There is nothing particularly out of the ordinary in this, spiritually speaking.

God expects us to WALK and LIVE by faith and to RUN patiently the race set before us (2 Corinthians 5:7; Hebrews 10:38; 12:1; 1 Corinthians 9:24). Walking, running and living is part of the ordinary, normal activities of man but leaping over walls is not an every day affair. As much as possible we enter houses through the open doors, we break down restrictions in order to have access to a place, only occasionally do we leap over a wall to get into our destination. So also spiritually, there are times when after we have tried all the normal routes for victory – prayer of faith, praying and fasting, Jericho march, positive confession of faith, pulling down strongholds – if things remain the same, it may be time to leap over walls and enter into God’s provision and protection.

WISDOM OF THE REDEEMER

Psalm 18:29; Revelation 12:6,13-16; Isaiah 40:31; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; 1 Kings 20:23,28-31; Ephesians 3:10.

God’s wisdom is deep and beyond searching out. God is never stereotyped and pigeonholed in the way He does His things. He can give His children victory over the enemy in numerous ways. For example, He can either make the enemies to fight against one another: bringing destruction to themselves and victory to the saints or give the saints a decisive victory in direct combat and battle with the enemies. He can either provide a boat to ferry us across the river or cause us to walk on water. Either way we will arrive at the other side which is our destination (Matthew 14:25-33).

When the enemy is stubbornly pursuing us and we have no time to do a Jericho march (since Jericho march takes time – seven days and thirteen rounds!), God in His wisdom dispenses with the walls tumbling down but rather gives us wings and causes us to mount up with wings as an eagle (Revelation 12:6,13-16; Isaiah 40:31). Or God can instil in us supernatural strength and ability to leap over a wall (Psalm 18:29).

It is important to know that the deliverance did not come because of our smartness or power, indeed “BY MY GOD have I leaped over a wall”.

WALL OF RESTRICTIONS

Psalm 18:29; Joshua 6:1,12-16,20; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Colossians 1:12,13; 3:24; Acts 26:18; Ephesians 1:3,11,14; Hebrews 4:1,9,11; John 14:1, 27; 16:33; Phil 4:7; Colossians 3:15; 1 Thessalonians 5:13; 2 Thessalonians 3:16

Like the walls of Jericho, the walls of restriction prevent us from entering into God’s inheritance for us (Joshua 6:1,12-16,20). There is an inheritance of the saints in the light (Colossians 1:12,13; 3:24; Acts 26:18; Ephesians 1:3,11,14). There is a rest for the people of God (Hebrews 4:1,9,11). Is your heart troubled and confused? Leap into God’s promised peace and rest (John 14:1, 27; 16:33; Phil 4:7; Colossians 3:15; 1 Thessalonians 5:13; 2 Thessalonians 3:16). Are there strongholds that are preventing you from possessing your possession? Maybe you have done everything possible to pull down the strongholds and nothing has happened (2 Corinthians 10:3-5). You may have possibly done many Jericho marches without any wall tumbling down (Joshua 6:12-16,20). It is time to “leap over the walls” and get into your inheritance.

If the walls seem impregnable and won’t come tumbling down like the walls of Jericho, we will leap over them to get into our inheritance. 

God will enable, energize and empower you to leap over 

· every wall of restriction 

· every inhibition to breakthrough 

· every barrier to progress 

· every obstacle to freedom

· every impediment to fulfilment

· every hindrance to victory

WALL OF REFUGE

Psalm 18:29; 61:3,4; 59:16, 17; 62:7, 8; Proverbs 18:10; Judges 9:51-55; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; Revelation 12: 6, 13-16.

The name of the Lord is a strong tower that guarantees safety for the saint (Proverbs 18:10; Psalm 61:3;4; 59: 16, 17: 62:7, 8) and close against the enemy (Judges 9:51-55). 

The Lord is like a mighty rock that can cleave for us and we will hide ourselves in Him as He becomes our refuge.

Outside the tower is danger. Inside the tower is safety. When the enemy is hotly pursuing us, God can make us to “leap over the wall” and enter the strong tower that He has prepared for us (revelation 12:6,13-16: Proverbs 18:10; Psalm 18:29). God can dispense with opening the door and cause us to leap over the wall. Different strategies at different times is God’s method of working (2 Samuel 5:17-25; 1 Kings 20:23, 28-31). The end product is safety and victory and is always the same, but the methods and strategies can change. We must be prepared to walk in step with the spirit and follow God’s direction and instruction for battle.

We can develop wings as an eagle and fly over this wall and enter into the strong tower that God has prepared for us (Revelation 12:6,13-16; Proverbs 18:10). On the other side of the wall is safety and protection.
