LIVING AND WALKING IN CALVARY’S VICTORY

Calvary is very significant in the christian life. That was where the issue of salvation from sin was settled. However beyond the forgiveness of sins are other benefits. Healing from sicknesses was accomplished on the cross (1 Peter 2:24). Deliverance from the power of darkness and dominion over every principality and power were accomplished for us at calvary (Colossians 2:14,15; 1:13,14).

God expects us to live and walk in calvary’s victory. We should be far from oppression for freedom is our portion and heritage (Isaiah 54:14-17). Are you living and walking in calvary’s victory?

POSSIBILITY OF SATANIC ADVANTAGE

2 Corinthians 2:11; Luke 22:31-34; Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; John 8:32,36; 1 Peter 5:8; 2 Samuel 11:1-5; Judges 16:16-21; Job 3:25,26; Zechariah 3:1-5; Numbers 23:20-23; 25:1-5; 1 Peter 3:7; Matthew 18:19.

“Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his devices” (2 Corinthians 2:11).

This important passage of scripture highlights the possibility of Satan getting an advantage of the believer who is ignorant of the devices, designs, strategies, plots, wiles of the devil. There are several tools and ways that Satan employs to get an advantage over the believer. Educating ourselves to discover these devices already places us on the platform of victory.

(1) Stark ignorance of the devices, strategies, activities, manipulations of the devil (2 Corinthians 2:11; Luke 22:31-34).

(2) Lack of the adequate knowledge of God’s word and truth (Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; John 8:32,36).

(3) Carelessness and lack of vigilance (1 Peter 5:8; 2 Samuel 11:1-5; Judges 16:16-21).

(4) Unfounded fear (Job 3:25,26).

(5) Sin, compromise and filthiness (Zechariah 3:1-5; Numbers 23:20-23; 25:1-5).

(6) Prayerlessness or ulterior motives in prayer (James 4:2,3).

(7) Lack of agreement in the family or in the corporate body (1 Peter 3:7; Matthew 18:19; Amos 3:3).

PREVAILING OVER SATANIC ACTIVITY

1 Peter 5:8,9; Matthew 13:24-30; James 4:7; Revelation 12:11; Zechariah 9:11; 1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8; Philippians 2:9-11; Luke 10:17,19; Ezekiel 36:37; Matthew 7:7-11; John 16:24; Ephesians 6:11-17.

We can prevail over every satanic activity and dismantle every demonic strategy and device fashioned against us.

(1) Don’t sleep on the battlefield, be alert and battle ready (1 Peter 5:8; Matthew 13:24-30).

(2) Resist the devil (James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:9).

(3) Plead the blood of Jesus (Revelation 12:11; Zechariah 9:11).

(4) Fight the enemy on your territory (1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8;  2 Samuel 23:8-12; 5:17-25; 1 Samuel 17:1-51).

(5) Pull down strongholds with the name of Jesus (Philippians 2:9-11; Luke 10:17,19).

(6) Employ the whole armour of God (Ephesians 6:11-17).

(7) Pray to bring down divine blessings (Ezekiel 36:37; Matthew 7:7-11; John 16:24).

PERMANENCE OF THE SAVIOUR’S ACCOMPLISHMENT

John 19:30; 1 Peter 2:24; 2 Corinthians 2:14; Romans 8:37; Philippians 2:9-11; Revelation 12:11; Colossians 1:13,14; 2:14,15.

When Christ declared on the cross “It is finished” (John 19:30), it was not a declaration for that moment alone, it was a declaration for all time. The work of redemption was finished. Victory over sin and death was accomplished. Dominion over every satanic strategy was accomplished. Deliverance from torment, affliction, oppression and healing from sicknesses was accomplished.
