LIVING BY FAITH
Habakkuk 2:4; Romans 1:17; Galatians 3:11; Hebrews 10:38
The believer must cultivate a lifestyle of faith. This is the only lifestyle that pleases God and guarantees victory (Hebrews 11:6; 2 Corinthians 5:7).

The quality of our lives will be a function of our faith – great faith leads to great life and achievement, weak faith will result in a mediocre life and output.

Every believer has the capacity to manifest faith since God has dealt to every man a measure of faith (Romans 12:3-8). We need to give diligence to develop our faith as this determines the height to which we rise and the level of our productivity and dominion (Romans 10:17; 12:3-8; 2 Peter 1:5-10).

SOLE GROUND FOR RIGHTEOUS LIVING

Ephesians 2:8,9; Romans 10:8-11; 3:21,22; 4:3-5,23,24; Habakkuk 2:4; Romans 1:17; 14:23; Galatians 3:2,5,11; 2:21; Hebrews 10:38; 11:6; 2 Corinthians 5:7
We are saved by grace through faith (Ephesians 2:8,9). Faith in our heart in the atoning work of Christ at calvary is the basis of salvation from sin (Romans 10:8-11).

The saved believer referred to as the just must of necessity live by his faith (Habakkuk 2:4; Romans 1:17; Galatians 3:11; Hebrews 10:38). There is no other way to live. We cannot walk by sight, we walk by faith (2 Corinthians 5:7). We eat by faith (Romans 14:23).
Whatever we do that is not on the basis of faith will be reckoned as sin (Romans 14:23). Without faith it is impossible to please God (Hebrews 11:6).

Faith is the sole ground for righteous living. All other grounds are sinking sand. We receive, experience and perform divine miracles by the hearing of faith and not by the works of law (Galatians 3:2,5).

Abraham believed God and it was counted unto him for righteousness (Romans 4:3-5). The same can be our lot (Romans 4:23,24). The righteousness which is of God comes by faith. Ours is not a righteousness that comes by the deeds of the law (Romans 3:21,22; Galatians 2:21). Rahab was justified by her works – howbeit, they were the works of faith (James 2:21-26).

SUFFICIENT GROUND FOR RIGHTEOUS LIVING

Romans 14:23; 3:28,30,31; Galatians 3:24,22,26; 2:20,21; Hebrews 11:1,6 Ephesians 2:8,9; James 2:21-26
There are occasions when some things are necessary but not sufficient. However faith is not only a necessary but it is also a sufficient requirement for righteous living. It is a sole and sufficient basis for righteous living.
We are all children of God by faith (Galatians 3:26). There is no other way into divine sonship. We are justified by faith without the deeds of the law (Romans 3:28; Galatians 3:24,22). Faith stands alone, strong and sufficient, an unshakable foundation for righteous living.

The circumcision, the Jews, are justified by faith. The uncircumcision, the Gentiles, are justified through faith (Romans 3:30). Faith is the sole and sufficient basis for all things and for all people from every walk of life (Romans 14:23; Romans 3:30).
Faith establishes the law (Romans 3:30,31). Faith is the title deed for the unseen realities (Hebrews 11:1).

SECURES GRACE FOR RIGHTEOUS LIVING

Ephesians 6:10; 2:8; 2 Timothy 2:1; 1 Corinthians 15:10; Romans 10:8-10; Galatians 2:20; 2 Corinthians 12:9,10; Hebrews 4:2,3,16
We cannot live in the energy of the flesh but by the power of God and the grace of Christ (Ephesians 6:10; 2 Timothy 2:1; 1 Corinthians 15:10).

However, faith secures the grace that we need for righteous living. Faith secured the grace that we needed at first to enter into righteous living (Ephesians 2:8; Romans 10:8-10). Faith secures the grace to sustain us in the righteous living (Galatians 2:20; 1 Corinthians 15:10).

Even in our physical weakness, faith appropriates sufficient grace for victorious living from the throne of grace (2 Corinthians 12:9,10). Faith comes boldly to the throne of grace to obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need (Hebrews 4:16). Faith enables us to enter into God’s rest and by grace live victoriously (Hebrews 4:2,3).

SUPPLIES GREASE FOR RIGHTEOUS LIVING

Psalm 118:17,6; 27:13; 138:8; Romans 8:37; Hebrews 13:5,6; 1 Samuel 17:23-52; James 5:13-18; 1:5-8
There is so much friction in today’s human life. There is much squeaking in the wheel of progress and this squeaky wheel needs greasing.
Faith supplies the grease to life’s squeaky wheel and makes life to be dynamic and productive. By faith we can navigate the stormy oceans, ford the dangerous rivers, scale the imposing mountains, bridge the terrible ravines, navigate every crooked corner on the pathway of life.

Faith supplies the grease for daily living. Rather than despair of life, faith enables us to believe to see the goodness of the Lord in the land of the living (Psalm 27:13). It makes us to be optimistic that in the midst of terrible circumstances, we can triumph (Psalm 118:17; 1 Samuel 17:23-52).

Rather than much of our energy being wasted to overcome friction in the wheel of progress, faith enables us to power on to victory and achievement.

Many people live through hardship because of ignorance and lack of wisdom. Their lives are full of friction and unnecessary stress. The wisdom that we need for daily living can be secured through faith (James 1:5-8).
