MOUNTAIN-MOVING FAITH

Mark 11:22-26

Mountains are symbolic of seemingly unmovable obstacles because of their sheer size and establishment on the ground. Even in the physical realm, there is no mountain that man cannot move if he decides to move it. It may take time, effort and the use of gigantic earth moving equipment and technology but every mountain can be moved.

Spiritually as well, every mountain no matter how deeply rooted or its sheer size can be moved. Faith is a mighty weapon and bulldozer that will move every mountain. Your hindering mountain can move. Your intimidating and fear-inducing mountain can move. Christ has already taught us how to move the most stubborn of mountains: by speaking to the mountain to move!

CHARACTER OF REPRODUCING FAITH

Mark 11:22; James 2:17-26; Genesis 1:1-12; Romans 4:17-22; Romans 3:3,4; 12:3;,6 Hebrews 11:3; 12:2

There are all kinds of faith – dead as well as living faith, demonic as well as saintly faith, impotent as well as dynamic faith. James speaks of dead faith, demonic faith and dynamic faith (James 2:17-26).

When the disciples marveled at the withered fig tree, Christ only encouraged them to “Have faith in God” (Mark 11:22) – in the original Greek it is more accurately rendered “Have the faith of God”. It is possible to have the God-kind of faith which is creative and can speak things into being and establishment (Genesis 1:1-12; Romans 4:17-22). If it were not possible, Christ will not encourage or command it. Man was created with God’s faith but doubt entered in at the fall (Genesis 3:1-7). Faith is restored in the new birth and if normally exercised and maintained it will grow to fulness and power (Romans 1:5,17; 10:17; Galatians 2:20; Colossians 1:23; 2:6,7; 2 Thessalonians 1:3; 2 Peter 1:1-5).

The kind of faith that can curse a fruitless fig tree and it will wither, that can speak to an obstructing mountain and it will move is this kind of Godlike faith. This is the character of reproducing faith – the God-kind of faith. Dead faith or demonic faith produces no results.

COMMAND OF ROUTING FAITH

Mark 11:23,24; 9:25-27; 2 Corinthians 10:3-6; Jeremiah 1:9,10; Acts 16:18; 9:40; Luke 13:12,13; Matthew 12:13.

Faith is an all-encompassing quality that has many facets in its practical operation and manifestation. There is a faith that established and builds and there is a faith that destroys the works of the devil and uproots everything that negates righteousness. There is a faith that pulls down strongholds and brings down every thought that exalts itself above the knowledge of God (2 Corinthians 10:3-6; Jeremiah 1:9,10).

We need to know when to manifest which kind of faith. Mountains are symbolic of obstacles and obstructions. Such mountains are for uprooting and routing. Fruitless fig trees are for cursing and withering.

“For VERILY I say unto you” – this tells us of the certainty with which Christ speaks. There is no room for doubt and uncertainty.

“That WHOSOEVER shall say unto THIS mountain” – Anybody and everybody who has a living relationship with Christ can manifest a mountain-moving faith. We are not to be concerned with the mountain that is hidden or imaginary or very far away. We are to say unto THIS mountain – the one that is presently confronting us.

The command we are to issue is definite, sharp, uncompromising and forceful: “Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea”. Never think how it will happen, just issue the command. Speak to that stubborn mountain. Commands are absolute. There is no room for any maneuvers (Mark 9:25-27; Acts 16:18; 9:40). 

If we believe in the heart what we are uttering in the mouth, it will come to pass. Give that command of routing faith and your mountain will move.

CONDITION OF RESTORING FORGIVENESS

Mark 11:25,26; Matthew 6:12,14,15; Luke 11:4; James 5:16; 1 Peter 3:7; 1 Timothy 2:8; Galatians 5:6.

Ours is a faith that works by love (Galatians 5:6). Forgiveness is an aspect of love (1 Corinthians 13:4,5).

Unforgiveness and bitterness can only destroy the ground and make it impossible for faith to grow in the heart (Hebrews 3:12; 12:15).

Unforgiveness blocks the way to answered prayer (Mark 11:25,26; Matthew 6:12,14,15; Luke 11:4).

The prayer of faith or the command of faith will not work in an atmosphere of disunity and fighting. There must be loving fellowship before God can move amongst us (James 5:16; 1 Peter 3:7; 1 Timothy 2:8).
