PATHWAY TO GOD’S ABUNDANCE

Lack should be foreign to God’s people because the scripture emphatically declares: “The Lord is my shepherd, I SHALL NOT WANT” (Psalm 23:1). The earth is the Lord’s and the fulness thereof (Psalm 24:1). The land of Canaan that is flowing with milk and honey is the Lord’s. However God has determined that “the righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein for ever” (Psalm 37:29). After we are gone, our children (seed) should take over the land as an inheritance.

God’s will and design for the saints is that of sufficiency not lack, that of abundance not want. The testimony of the Psalmist confirms this: “I have been young, and now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging bread” (Psalm 37:25).

Rise up and live in the light of God’s provision for you.

WONDERS OF DIVINE PROVISION

Psalm 104:28; Exodus 16:3-27; Psalm 103:1-5; 81:11; 37:25; 23:1-6; Matthew 6:25-33; Philippians 4:19.

Unless God provides, we will have nothing. However the scripture is full of the wonders of divine provision. This scripture is true everyday: “That thou givest them they gather: thou openest thine hand, they are filled with good” (Psalm 104:28).

In every area of life – spiritual, physical, financial, etc. – “thou givest… they gather”. Do we need spiritual manna? “He gives, we gather”! Do we need daily food -- “He gives, we gather”!

This was what God did for Israel in the wilderness for 40 years. Israel never lacked for one day throughout the 40 years. No appointed day ever passed without them getting the promised manna -- “He gave, they gathered”! (Exodus 16:4,5,13,21-27). God only provides manna at the appointed time (Exodus 16:5,22-26). If you go to gather manna on the day you ought to be worshipping God and resting, there will be no manna to gather (Exodus 16:27-30).

All creation is dependent upon God for daily life. The creature was created to be provided for. It is God’s responsibility to maintain the earth. He gives, it is our responsibility to go and gather.

WORK AND DILIGENT PURSUIT

Psalm 104:28; Proverbs 13:11,4; 10:4; 12:11; 20:13; Romans 12:11; Genesis 26:10-13; 2 Thessalonians 3:10-12; 1 Thessalonians 4:11,12.

“He giveth them, THEY GATHER” (Psalm 104:28). It is the divine law that all things work for daily supply. He that doesn’t work should not eat (2 Thessalonians 3:10-12). When God gives, we must not be too lazy to gather (Proverbs 12:24; 24:30-34; 26:13-16; Ecclesiastes 10:18).

“He that GATHERS BY LABOUR shall increase” (Proverbs 13:11). Diligence always leads to prosperity (Proverbs 13:4; 10:4; 12:11; 20:13; Romans 12:11; 1 Thessalonians 4:11,12).

Work, diligent effort, industrious application is the way we gather in or harvest God’s provision for us. When God provided manna for Israel, the manna was in the field. Israel had to leave their tents, go into the field to gather the manna. Laziness to rise up and go to work gathering could have robbed them of God’s provision. The manna would have rotten in the field ungathered and they would have gone without provision.

WAITING AND DECISIVE PRAYER

Psalm 104:27; 123:2; 121:1,2; Isaiah 40:31; Matthew 6:11; 7:7-11; Luke 11:3,5-13; James 4:2,3; John 16:24
Our help and provision come from God (Psalm 121:1). We wait upon God for our supply and provision (Psalm 123:2; 121:1,2). Waiting and depending upon God is never disappointed. In fact, we will get a great uplift and mount up victoriously with wings like the eagle (Isaiah 40:31).

“These wait all upon thee; that thou mayest give them their meat in due season” (Psalm 104:27). Does God disappoint? Never – “thou givest … they gather”! God will always give us what we need when need it. He will provide for in the due season. He will give us THIS DAY (not tomorrow) our DAILY BREAD! However it is our responsibility to pray:  “give us this day our daily bread” (Matthew 6:11; Luke 11:3).

Ask, seek and knock (Matthew 7:7-11; Luke 11:5-13). Refusal to ask will always lead to lack (James 4:2,3).

WORSHIP AND DYNAMIC PRAISE

Philippians 4:4,6; Psalm 103:1-5; 104:1; 105:1-5; 100:1-5; 98:1; 95:1,2; Psalm 96:1-3; 92:1,2; 34:1-3.

“Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with THANKSGIVING let your requests be made known unto God” (Philippians 4:6). We need to rejoice always and praise God for His provision (Philippians 4:4).

Bless the Lord at all times, don’t forget all His benefits in your life in every area of life – salvation, healing, physical provision, shelter etc. (Psalm 103:1-5; 104:1; 105:1-5). Be thankful unto Him and bless His name. Worship before His throne (Psalm 100:1-5; 98:1; 95:1,2). Show forth God’s salvation from day to day. Declare the wonders of His provision among all people (Psalm 96:1-3). Worship God and show forth His lovingkindness in the morning and His faithfulness every night (Psalm 92:1,2).
