REDEMPTION AND RANSOM FROM STRONGER ENTITIES
Jeremiah 31:10-14
Although this text deals with the future redemption of Israel and this prophecy will be fulfilled to the letter, there are fulfilments of it in the life of Jacob, the founding father of the nation of Israel as well as practical applications of it to our lives today.
DEPENDABLE REDEEMER

Jeremiah 31:10,11; Joshua 6:1,2; 2 Corinthians 1:20; James 1:17; Numbers 23:19-23; Genesis 38:6-10; Ruth 4:1-11; Titus 2:14; 1 Timothy 2:6; Hebrews 2:9; 9:12; Colossians 1:14.
God declared to the Gentile nations and told them to broadcast it even further that “He that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock” (Jeremiah 31:10).

The divine visitation of Israel was a certainty. God declared it ever before He will execute it. “For the Lord hath redeemed Jacob and ransomed him …”. Although this is still in the future, God counted it done. He spoke of it as if it had already happened. This is always God’s method. Before Jericho was encircled and conquered, God told Joshua, “I have given” (Joshua 6:1,2).
We have a dependable Redeemer who says what He means and means what He says. His word is yea and amen. There is no shadow of turning with Him. When He speaks, He performs and makes His word good (2 Corinthians 1:20; James 1:17; Numbers 23:19-23).

To redeem is to buy back from the slave market. God was going to regather Israel, buy them back from captivity. He has bought us back from the slave market of sin and redeemed us from all iniquity (Titus 2:14; 1 Timothy 2:6; Hebrews 2:9; 9:12; Colossians 1:14).

Ornan proved to be an undependable redeemer. The other kinsman proved to be an undependable redeemer to Ruth.

 Boaz proved to be a dependable redeemer to Ruth (Genesis 38:6-10; Ruth 4:1-11).

We have a dependable Redeemer who is not only ABLE but also WILLING to redeem us.

DISTINCTIVE RANSOM

Jeremiah 31:11; Exodus 30:12; Romans 8:32; 1 Timothy 2:6; Mark 10:45; Matthew 20:28; Isaiah 43:3; Proverbs 13:8; 6:35; Psalm 49:7; 
The ransom is the price paid to effect redemption. God will pay a great ransom to redeem Israel.

However today, He has paid a great ransom for us in the person of His Son who came to die for us at Calvary. He gave His life a ransom for us. What greater price could God have paid to redeem us? He didn’t spare His only begotten Son but delivered Him up for us all (Romans 8:32; 1 Timothy 2:6). What a great love!
DUAL RESCUE

Jeremiah 31:11; Genesis 31:29-42; 32:1-24; Luke 11:21,22; 1:74,75; Matthew 12:29; Psalm 37:40; 41:1; 2 Timothy 4:18
Although the scripture says that “the Lord has … ransomed him from the hand of him that was STRONGER than he” (Jeremiah 31:11). The stronger individual than Israel in this passage is the satanic league that will try to annihilate Israel. The league consists of two entities – Satan and the Antichrist.

The first main person is Satan himself who will give his power to the Antichrist to help in the effort to completely destroy every Jew on the earth (Revelation 13:1-18; Daniel 8:24-25; 11:40-45). The second main person is the Antichrist who will receive power from Satan, drive Israel out of their land for three and a half years, and surround Jerusalem in battle the day Christ comes to the earth to set up His Kingdom (Daniel 8:24; 11:37-39; Zechariah 14; 2 Thessalonians 2:8-12; Revelation 13:2; 16:13-16; 19:11-21; 20:1-13).
However we have seen Jacob experiencing this dual rescue before. God rescued Jacob from the hand of Laban. When Laban pursued Jacob, God dealt with him in a dream (Genesis 31:29-42). God also rescued Jacob from the hand of Esau the mighty hunter. He won the victory at Peniel (Genesis 32:1-24). God will rescue us from the hand of the strong man (Luke 11:21,22; Matthew 12:29). He will deliver us from the hands of all our enemies (Luke 1:74,75; Psalm 37:40; 41:1). God will deliver us from all evils (2 Timothy 4:18).

DEFINITE REJOICING

Jeremiah 31:12-14; Psalm 126:1,2; 50:15; 103:1-4; Luke 13:13,17; 17:13-19; Exodus 15:1-20; Esther 8:15-17; 
After the Jews are delivered from Satan and the Antichrist at Armageddon, they will come and sing and celebrate in Zion, flow together and be satisfied with the goodness of the Lord. They will be materially and spiritually blessed. They will celebrate and jubilate. When God rescues us and turns our captivity, we will be like those that are dreaming. It will be celebration and jubilation. It will be a time of great rejoicing.
