RE-ESTABLISHING YOUR DOMINION
The first Adam had dominion. It was granted to him by God (Genesis 1:26-28). He was in control. He was in charge. He was the regent of the earth, the king and the god of this world (Psalm 115:16; 8:4-9; John 10:34).

However, the dominion was lost through sin and disobedience. Man’s authority and dominion therefore passed on to Satan the usurper. Satan became the god of this world instead of Adam and has since been expressing and exercising this dominion in an oppressive, repressive and destructive manner (John 16:11; 14:30; 12:31; 2 Corinthians 4:4; Ephesians 2:2).

Christ came to destroy the works of the Devil (1 John 3:8). He came to put an end to the problem of sin and restore man back to his original position of authority and dominion. This is already accomplished. Redemption is a reality. It is finished.
It is now our responsibility to live in the privilege of our calling, to re-establish our dominion on the platform of redemption, to exercise our Christ-purchased authority and manifest the power of the Cross.

ADAMIC FALL AND RUIN

Genesis 1:26-28; 3:1-15; Psalm 115:16; 8:4-9; Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10; 1 Corinthians 15:22; Romans 5:12-19; Joshua 1:1-26.
Men everywhere are experiencing constant oppression and affliction. Satan is lording it over many and putting them in chains (Luke 13:16; Acts 10:38; Mark 5:1-35; Matthew 15:22).

Man is living like a creature of circumstance rather than being a creator of circumstance. Many are living like victims when God expected them to be abounding as victors. They are captives in Satan’s prison when God expects them to be conquerors in the Saviour’s army. The lives of many are a dormant mess when God expects them to be dynamic miracles. 

The root cause of the problem is the fall. Adam sinned and thereby lost the dominion that God originally gave to him to the Devil (Genesis 1:26-28; 3:1-15; Psalm 115:16; 8:4-9).

Satan became the god of this world (2 Corinthians 4:4). Adam lost his horse – his dominion. He started walking – making slow and painful progress – while Satan mounted the horse – accelerating and extending the boundaries of his wickedness (Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10).

The unfortunate thing is that Adam did not only loose his personal dominion, he lost the dominion of all humanity. The adamic fall brought ruin to all. In Adam all sinned and lost that dominion. One man’s act has had a universal consequence just like Achan’s sin brought defeat to an entire nation (1 Corinthians 15:22; Romans 5:12-19; Joshua 1:1-26).
ACCOMPLISHED FACT AND REALITY

1 Corinthians 15:22,45-49; Romans 5:12-19; 8:1; John 3:16-18; 19:30; Acts 3:26; 4:12; Mark 16:15-20.
The first Adam brought ruin to humanity. The last Adam brought redemption and restoration. Mankind lost dominion through the first Adam in the Garden of Eden. Mankind regained that dominion through Christ the last Adam on the cross of Calvary (1 Corinthians 15:22,45-49; John 3:31,13; 2 Corinthians 3:18; Romans 5:12-19).
Redemption is an accomplished fact and reality. The way to victory is open. The highway of dominion has been re-opened and it is functional. It is our responsibility to know this fact and take advantage of it. On the cross, Christ declared “It is finished” and this put a seal on all things regarding our redemption and dominion.
Healing and deliverance are the children’s bread (Matthew 15:21-28). Christ was sent to bless us (Acts 3:26; 1 John 3:8) and He did while on earth (Acts 10:38) and still does even today!

Every believer now has the authority to lay hands on the sick, to cast out demons and to enjoy the abundant life (Mark 16:15-20; John 10:10).

APPROPRIATING FAITH AND RECKONING

Psalm 104:28; Romans 6:11; Genesis 27:40; Isaiah 10:27; Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10; Hebrews 11:1,6
Faith is an essential ingredient in enjoying God’s provision. It takes faith to appropriate what Christ has already accomplished. It takes faith to gather what He has given (Psalm 104:28).
Appropriating faith receives what grace offers. Appropriating faith converts the universal provision to a personal possession. It transforms it from a potential blessing to a practical, personal favour and enrichment.
Reckon yourself dead to sin and the dominion of sin and Satan but also reckon yourself alive to God through Christ to exercise authority and dominion (Romans 6:11).

Reckon yourself regaining your horse of dominion and getting back on that horse never to abdicate your throne again (Ecclesiastes 10:7; Proverbs 19:10).

Reckon that you have already regained and re-established your dominion through Christ. Therefore go ahead and break off the Devil’s yoke off thy neck (Genesis 27:40; Isaiah 10:27).

ACCOMPANYING FIGHT AND REIGNING

Luke 10:19; Romans 16:20; Genesis 3:15; Ephesians 6:12,13,16; 1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Deuteronomy 2:24-37; Daniel 10:1-21.
Although Christ has already purchased our redemption and re-established our dominion, Satan does not easily give up and will not easily give in. Satan is determined to fight to the end. He is bent on contesting our victory. He refuses to acknowledge our right to exercise this our new authority and dominion. This is what therefore necessitates us to fight to enjoy our purchased inheritance.
The Devil is a defeated foe but we are like God’s law enforcement agents meant to enforce this defeat on a Devil that will not readily accept, acknowledge and concede this defeat.

The Devil has lost the battle but refuses to be titled a loser. We must demonstrate our victory over him by exercising our power and authority and keeping the Devil on the ground where he belongs. Tread upon serpents and scorpions (Luke 10:19). Bruise Satan underfoot (Romans 16:20; Genesis 3:15). Wrestle with principalities and powers (Ephesians 6:12,13). Fight the good fight of faith (1 Timothy 6:12; 2 Timothy 4:7,8). Quench every fiery dart of the Devil (Ephesians 6:16). Pull down satanic strongholds (2 Corinthians 10:3-5). There is the need for contending with the enemy for glorious reigning (Deuteronomy 2:24-37).
We need to fight new battles to enjoy old victories. We need to fight earth’s battles to enjoy heaven’s blessings. We need to wrestle with every Prince of Persia until our blessings get through (Daniel 10:1-21).
