REMOVING THE HIGH PLACES

“One of Satan’s best kept secrets is the importance of “high places” in the spirit world… The church’s ignorance of the ruling spirits in the “high places” over our cities must thrill the powers of darkness” wrote Dick Bernal in “Come Down Dark Prince!” (page 5).

Idolatry is one of the best inroads of territorial spirits into communities. Heathen sacrifices attract the attention of demons and give them a legal hold on people (1 Corinthians 10:20-22; Leviticus 17:7; 2 Chronicles 11:15; 2 Kings 23:5; Jeremiah 7:18; 44:17-25). No wonder the Lord expressly warned us against involvement in idolatry (1 John 5:21; Exodus 20:3-5).

As the battle rages in these end times, spiritual warfare revolves around dismantling the high places of satanic worship and rebuilding God’s broken altar (1 Kings 18:21-40).

SATANIC WORSHIP IN HIGH PLACES

Numbers 22:41; Leviticus 17:7; 26:30-33; 1 Kings 12:31; 13:32,33; 22:43; 2 Kings 12:3; 17:9-18,29-41; 18:4; 21:1-7; 23:5,8; 2 Chronicles 11:15; 1 Corinthians 10:20-22.

The term “high place” has a spiritual significance in the scriptures beyond mere physical elevation. High places were devoted to idolatry. People burn incense and offer sacrifices to demons on high places (2 Kings 12:3; 17:9-18; 1 Kings 22:43; Leviticus 26:30-33).

Solomon built high places for the worship of Chemosh, Molech and other idols (1 Kings 11:7-11). Balaam was to curse the children of Israel on the high places of Baal (Numbers 22:41).

High places are consecrated spots for satanic worship and sacrificing to demons (1 Kings 12:31; 13:32,33; 2 Kings 17:29-41; 18:4; 21:2,3; 23:5,8).

Manasseh deliberately reared up the high places of satanic worship that his father Hezekiah had previously destroyed (2 Kings 21:1-7). High places are reared up for demonic and satanic worship (2 Chronicles 11:15; 1 Corinthians 10:20-22; Leviticus 17:7).

SPIRITUAL WICKEDNESS IN HIGH PLACES

Ephesians 6:12; Daniel 10:12-21; 2 Kings 21:3; 2 Chronicles 11:15; Leviticus 17:7; 1 Corinthians 10:20-22; Jeremiah 7:18; 44:17-25; Ezekiel 28:1-19.

High places are the abode of wicked spirits – controlling principalities over specific territories (Ephesians 6:12).

The more fanatic a community’s devotion to idolatry, the more fierce and wicked will be the ruling spiritual prince and principality over that community. Is it any wonder then that the Prince of Persia ruled over the deeply idolatrous territory? (Daniel 10:12-21).

Demonic personalities bearing different names – host of heaven, queen of heaven, Prince of Persia, Prince of Greece, King of Tyrus etc. are always the focus and object of heathen worship (2 Kings 21:3; 2 Chronicles 11:15; Leviticus 17:7; 1 Corinthians 10:20-22; Jeremiah 7:18; 44:17-25; Ezekiel 28:1-19; Daniel 10:12-21).

These principalities, powers, territorial spirits and wicked spirits in high places will be afflicting, oppressing, controlling, motivating and manipulating the people within their assigned territory to do the devil’s will.

SPIRITUAL WRESTLING WITH HEAVENLY PURPOSE

Ephesians 6:12; 2 Kings 18:4-6; 23:5,8; Numbers 33:52; 2 Corinthians 10:3-6; Judges 6:25-32; 2 Samuel 5:21; Daniel 10:12-21

We must follow the noble footsteps of those who have gone before us who “removed the high places” and caused the true worship of God to flourish and for God’s people to be liberated from satanic bondage (2 Kings 18:4-6; 23:5,8; Numbers 33:52). It is not good enough to do all that God expects us to do but leaving the high places undisturbed and unremoved (1 Kings 15:12-14; 2 Kings 15:1-4,35).

It is God’s desire and God’s commandment that the high places be pulled down and destroyed (Numbers 33:52).

We are to engage in spiritual warfare and wrestling against principalities and powers and wicked spirits in high places (Ephesians 6:12). We are to pull down every high place and satanic stronghold and dismantle the edifices of idolatry and occultism (2 Corinthians 10:3-6; Judges 6:25-32).

SAINTLY WORSHIP IN THE HOLY PLACE

Exodus 28:43; 35:19; 39:1,41; 1 Kings 8:10,11; Psalm 24:3; 138:2; 100:1-5; 122:1; Hebrews 13:15; 1 Peter 2:5,9; 

In place of the high places where satanic worship flourishes, we must rear up and establish the holy place where we can worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness.

It is not just sufficient to remove the high places, we must have alternatives to replace them. When we have removed the high places, we can go into the holy place as priests and worship the Lord.
