SATAN’S SUICIDE MISSION
Satan is an angel of darkness and death. All about him speaks of death. God is the God of resurrection and life. Satan is not interested in life. He comes to steal, kill and destroy. He is on a suicide mission. He is a murderer from the beginning (John 10:10; 8:44).

Those who want to commit suicide whichever type (career, financial, family, spiritual, physical, national, ministerial, etc.), he aids and empowers as well as emboldens them. For those who are not willing to commit suicide, he manipulates them until they head in the direction of death and destruction.

Satan killed the children of Job, burnt his livestock and murdered several of his servants and would have killed Job himself except that God put a limitation on his activities (Job 1:6-19; 2:6).

Satan is an assassin looking for his next victim, he is a murderer laying wait for his next target as well as a manipulator and motivator looking for the next victims to push down the steep and destructive precipice of life, the devourer hunting for the next preys.

SENSELESS MOVE OF A FRONTLINE ADVISER

2 Samuel 16:23; Numbers 22:1-20; 23:1-23; Genesis 3:1-15; Ruth 1:1-10; Joshua 7:1-26; Job 32:9
Ahitophel was David’s frontline counselor and adviser. Ahitophel was very wise and his counsel is said to be as if God has spoken (2 Samuel 16:23). David himself was very wise and for him to depend on Ahitophel’s counsel meant that Ahitophel possessed an uncommon degree of wisdom.

When Absalom decided to usurp authority and overthrow David his father, Ahitophel decided to back Absalom. How can Ahitophel of all people take sides with Absalom – a national manipulator, a noted rogue and bandit, a rebellious son? Shocking! It has been said that great men are not always wise (Job 32:9).

Ahitophel for all his wisdom acted foolishly in this instance. His move was a senseless move indeed. What could have motivated him to act in this manner?

(1) Desire to work with a more understanding and cooperative leader?

Absalom does not possess a fraction of David’s good qualities – compassion, understanding, etc. (1 Samuel 30:20-30).

Absalom only lived for himself and he saw people just as tools to be used not as companions to work with. Ahitophel’s choice of a boss was a bad one.

(2) Desire to occupy a higher political position?

Ahitophel was already a frontline adviser with David. He couldn’t have been any more than this in Absalom’s administration. What higher position can there be than to be the king’s confidant and counselor?

(3) Desire for more respect and honour?

Ahitophel already had the respect of his peers and that of the entire nation. He was already noted for his wisdom and counsels. What more could he desire? Even David feared Ahitophel’s counsel (2 Samuel 15:34; 17:1-14,23). Did he want the respect and honour of Absalom also? What is the value of the respect and honour of a rogue and bandit?

(4) Desire to be more wealthy and comfortable?

Did Ahitophel think he will be more remunerated for his services? Was he seeking more comfort? Ahitophel was already comfortable and well to do. He had affairs to set in order, a will to write, an inheritance to pass on! (2 Samuel 17:23).

Ahitophel’s move has no logic behind it. It is senseless and awkward. When the Devil wants to destroy an individual, he pushes the person to make senseless, illogical, irrational moves. In the end, Ahitophel committed suicide (2 Samuel 17:23).

There have been many senseless, illogical and irrational moves like Ahitophel’s:

(a) Consider Balaam’s cooperation with Balak despite divine warnings, revelations, angelic intervention, etc. (Numbers 22:1-20; 23:1-23).

(b) Consider Eve’s agreement to eat the forbidden fruit despite divine injunction and warning (Genesis 3:1-15).

(c) Consider Elemelech’s move to Moab despite the meaning of his name as well as the heritage that he had (Ruth 1:1-10).

(d) Consider Achan’s taking of the babylonish garment despite the divine warning and “ban” (Joshua 7:1-26).
How many men have gambled their money away and committed financial suicide? How many in a fit of rage have wiped out their families? How many in a moment of foolish decision have committed career suicide? What moves are you making? Are your steps ordered by the Lord or are they directed by Satan? Are you responding to divine promptings or are you provoked by Satan?
SATANIC MANIPULATION OF A FRONTLINE APOSTLE

John 13:2,27; Luke 22:3-6; Matthew 26:14-16; 27:1-10; 16:21-23; 1 Chronicles 21:1-20; 1 Kings 22:13-28; 
Judas Iscariot was a frontline apostle of Jesus Christ. He was a favoured apostle who allowed himself to be pushed by the Devil (John 13:2,27; Luke 22:3-6; Matthew 26:14-16).
Satan motivated and manipulated Judas to betray Christ. In the end Judas committed suicide (Matthew 27:5).

Satanic manipulation of those in privileged positions is a constant reality. David the king was provoked by Satan to number Israel. It led to the death of many innocent souls (1 Chronicles 21:1-20).

Ahab the king was manipulated by a lying spirit despite prophetic warning from Micaiah the son of Imlah (1 Kings 22:13-28).

Satan manipulated Peter the apostle to stand against Christ going to the cross (Matthew 16:21-23).

SUICIDE MISSION OF OUR FIERY ADVERSARY

John 10:10; 8:44; 1 John 3:12; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Malachi 3:8-12; Revelation 12:1-17; 2 Samuel 17:23; Matthew 27:5.
Satan is on a suicide mission. He is a thief who comes to steal, kill and destroy (John 10:10). He is a murderer from the beginning. He aided and motivated Cain to kill Abel (John 8:44; 1 John 3:12).
Satan is looking for people to devour and to kill (1 Peter 5:8,9; Malachi 3:8-12; Revelation 12:1-17).

Ahitophel’s senseless move ended in physical suicide (2 Samuel 17:23). Judas’ satanic manipulation ended in physical suicide (Matthew 27:5).

Satan is only happy when we commit suicide whatever type it is (physical, spiritual, financial, marital, ministerial, mental etc.):

(a) Adam and Eve committed spiritual suicide (Genesis 2:17; 3:1-15).
(b) Ahitophel and Judas committed physical suicide (2 Samuel 17:23; Matthew 27:5).
(c) Elimelech and Achan committed family suicide – their entire families were wiped out (Ruth 1:1-10).

(d) Balaam committed ministerial suicide – he lost his anointing, became a false prophet, died an untimely death and had a shameful end (Numbers 24:10-25; 31:8).

(e) David committed national suicide – huge death toll in the nation (a national disaster ) (1 Chronicles 21:1-10).
