SCRIPTURAL KEY TO SUPERNATURAL FAITH
Hebrews 11:1-32
Hebrews chapter eleven is the crowning chapter on faith in the Bible. It covers all aspects of faith in its length, breadth and depth. It shows us how people from different backgrounds and varying and diverse circumstances manifested faith for victorious living and dominion.

We always refer to those catalogued in the eleventh chapter of Hebrews as the heroes of faith as if in contrast to them we are the zeroes of faith. However the Bible is written and their examples are presented so that we can follow the footsteps of those who through faith and patience inherited the promises.
Faith can be on different levels. There is the natural faith that enables us to sit on a seat fully persuaded that the seat will support our weight and not collapse. However there is also the supernatural faith that is the realm of the spirit which is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen (Hebrews 11:1).

Hebrews chapter eleven holds the scriptural key to developing this kind of faith that always results in exploits and accomplishments.
In this breathtaking chapter, we are confronted with the explanation of faith, the essence of faith, the examples of faith, the expectation of faith, the exploits through faith, the endurance of faith and the excellence of faith.
THE EXPLANATION OF FAITH

Hebrews 11:1; 6:18; Titus 1:2; Isaiah 55:11; Ezekiel 12:25; John 6:69; 20:25-29; Acts 27:25; 2 Corinthians 1:20.
It is impossible to take maximum advantage of a situation or subject which we do not understand. The clearer our understanding of the subject, the better positioned we are to appropriate the benefits of it.

Hebrews chapter eleven starts with the definition and explanation of faith. What better way to commence a new topic can we find? What better thing to do in commencing the tremendous journey of faith than to clearly define faith?

“Now faith is the SUBSTANCE of things hoped for, the EVIDENCE of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1).

Faith becomes the present reality for a future hope because God who has promised cannot lie. Faith therefore reckons the promise fulfilled (Hebrews 6:18; Titus 1:2; Isaiah 55:11; Ezekiel 12:25; John 6:69; 20:25-29; Acts 27:25; 2 Corinthians 1:20).
THE ESSENCE OF FAITH

Hebrews 11:6; 4:2; 3:19; 6:12; Habakkuk 2:4; Romans 5:2; 2 Corinthians 9:8; Ephesians 2:8; Titus 2:11; 1 Corinthians 15:10; 
What is the essence of faith? Why is faith so important and central to the christian life? Why must we make the study of faith a priority in our christian life?
We can see that it is practically impossible to be all that God will want us to be without faith (Hebrews 11:6). We cannot have access into the grace of God without it (Romans 5:2; 2 Corinthians 9:8). It is the grace of God that makes salvation, healing etc. available to us (Ephesians 2:8; Titus 2:11; 1 Corinthians 15:10).

Faith is the avenue whereby we appropriate that which grace makes available. Grace gives, faith receives. Grace provides, faith gathers. Faith comes to fetch water for life’s journey at the well of grace. Faith comes to receive provision for life’s need at the storehouse of grace. Faith comes to drink and quench life’s thirst at the fountain of grace. Faith comes to receive healing for life’s wounds at the clinic of grace.

The uniqueness and the supreme importance of faith cannot be overemphasized. The necessity and the centrality of faith cannot be questioned.

Lack of faith will rob us of God’s provision and best (Hebrews 4:2; 3:19; 6:12; James 1:5-8). God expects the just to live by his faith just as He God lives by His faith (Hebrews 11:3; 10:38; Habakkuk 2:4).
