SEEKING AND FINDING

Matthew 7:7-11; Luke 11:5-13

Nobody wastes time and effort in seeking or searching for something unless the thing is deemed important. The degree of importance will also determine the intensity as well as the extent of the search.

Research institutions that are seeking and searching for new ideas expend a lot of energy, time and resources (both human and material) towards their search. They seldom are disappointed. 

God has established it a spiritual law in the universe that when we seek, we shall find: “seek and ye shall find… and he that seeketh findeth” (Matthew 7:7,8).

Are you seeking salvation, sanctification, Holy Ghost baptism, divine guidance and leading in marriage, wisdom to operate your business profitably, fruit of the womb, a new direction for your life etc.? Seek and you shall find!

COMMITMENT TO THE RIGHTEOUS PURPOSE

Matthew 7:7-11; Luke 11:5-11; Proverbs 2:4; Luke 15:8,9; Hebrews 11:6; Daniel 9:3; Psalm 27:8; 119:10; Ezra 8:21; 2 Chronicles 11:16; 14:7; 17:3-5; 26:5.

Seeking implies a dedicated effort in search of something (Hebrews 11:6; Daniel 9:3; Psalm 27:8; 119:10; Ezra 8:21; 2 Chronicles 11:16; 14:7; 17:3-5; 26:5). This “something” in our case must be righteous and must be in accordance with the will of God for our lives.

We must seek it as a merchant searches for hidden treasure (Proverbs 2:4). We must be committed to the search as the woman with the lost coin made all effort to seek out the lost coin (Luke 15:8,9).

CONDITIONS FOR A REWARDING PURSUIT

2 Corinthians 6:2; Isaiah 49:8; 55:6; 50:7; Hosea 10:12; Luke 13:24-28; Proverbs 8:17; Jeremiah 29:13; Deuteronomy 4:29; 1 Chronicles 16:11; Psalm 119:10.

There are conditions to be fulfilled if our seeking is to yield results, a path to tread if our pursuit is to be fruitful and rewarding:

(1) We need to seek EARLY and at the time when we can find

Don’t procrastinate, don’t delay. Seek early and seek NOW! Today is the acceptable time (2 Corinthians 6:2; Isaiah 49:8). It is indeed time to seek the Lord for spiritual blessings (Hosea 10:12). We should seek the Lord when He may be found and call upon Him while He is near for it may not always be so (Isaiah 55:6; Luke 13:24-28; Proverbs 8:17).

(2) We need to seek with ALL our heart

There should be no divided attention. Seek with ALL your heart (Jeremiah 29:13; Deuteronomy 4:29; Psalm 119:10). Be focused on your pursuit. Don’t be distracted or sidetracked by lesser pursuits. Don’t allow the sons of the prophets to rob you of the double portion you are seeking. Be a focused Elisha (2 Kings 2:1-15). Don’t seek half-heartedly (Isaiah 58:1-6).

(3) We need to seek with persistence and perseverance

We don’t give up seeking. Our search only comes to an end when we have obtained what we are seeking: “for it is time to seek the Lord, TILL He come and rain righteousness upon you” (Hosea 10:12). We seek for blessing like Jacob in Peniel until we are blessed (Genesis 32:13-31). We seek justice with perseverance until our case is heard (Luke 18:1-8).

Set your face like a flint. Be courageous, firm, decisive and resolved to accomplish your aim in spite of all the obstacles in your way: “For the Lord God will help me; therefore shall I not be confounded: therefore have I set my face like a flint, and I know that I shall not be ashamed” (Isaiah 50:7).

“Seek the Lord and His strength, seek His face CONTINUALLY” (1 Chronicles 16:11).

CERTAINTY OF REALISED PURPOSE

Matthew 7:7-11; Luke 11:5-13; Deuteronomy 4:29; 2 Chronicles 7:14; Proverbs 8:17; Jeremiah 29:13; Proverbs 28:5.

There is the certainty that we shall find if we seek the right thing in the right way (Matthew 7:7-11; Luke 11:5-13; Deuteronomy 4:29; 2 Chronicles 7:14; Proverbs 8:17; Jeremiah 29:13).

If we seek the kingdom of God and His righteousness, we will find it (Matthew 6:33; Hosea 10:12). If we seek God and His face, He will shine His face upon us (Psalm 27:8; 1 Chronicles 16:11). Seeking the Lord will bring understand (Proverbs 28:5).
