SLAYING GOLIATH’S BROTHER

2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5

Good news: Goliath is dead! (1 Samuel 17:51). Bad news: Lahmi, Goliath’s brother is alive! (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5). There is no rest until we have slain Lahmi as well. The battle is not yet over until Lahmi has been silenced.

The devil specialises in repeated counter attacks. Even in temptation, he approaches repeatedly (Matthew 4:1-4). When the real sickness has gone, he threatens and frightens with symptoms. When Goliath has been defeated, he presents a family look alike in the name of Lahmi.

However, the same God that helped us to slay Goliath will help us to conquer Lahmi. The same faith that brought Goliath down is more than sufficient to do away with Lahmi. Every returning attack of an old disease will be subdued in Jesus’ name.

FINALITY OF GOD’S BLESSINGS

2 Corinthians 1:20; 1 Kings 8:56; Joshua 21:45; 23:14; Numbers 23:19,20; Ephesians 1:3; Isaiah 43:13; 46:10,11; 14:24,27.

God’s promises are always yea and amen (2 Corinthians 1:20; 1 Kings 8:56; Joshua 21:45; 23:14; Isaiah 14:27; 43:13).

There is a quality of permanence to God’s blessings. When God blesses, no man (prophet or not) and no angel (not even Satan!) can reverse the blessings of God (Numbers 23:19,20). Balaam’s emphatic word was “He (God) hath blessed; and I CANNOT REVERSE IT” (Numbers 23:20). Balaam tried his best to reverse the blessings of God and curse the children of Israel but he couldn’t do it.

Truly God “hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ” (Ephesians 1:3) and we are blessed! It is not a future consideration, it is a present reality. It is not a past and forgotten favour, it has a ring of freshness about it.

Whatever blessings that God gives to us be it salvation, sanctification, Holy Ghost baptism, healing, deliverance, victory in spiritual warfare etc., they are not meant to be temporary but permanent and final.

FEATURES OF GOLIATH’S BROTHER

2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5; 1 Samuel 17:4-11; John 8:44; Joshua 17:15; 18:16; Numbers 13:33; Genesis 6:4.

In physical warfare, no side easily concedes defeat. Every victory is always challenged by a counter attack. In spiritual warfare, the devil employs the same strategies. Every victory we receive from God will be hotly contested by the devil. Every healing and deliverance is bound to be followed by counter attacks (2 Samuel 5:17-25; 21:15-22; 1 Chronicles 20:4-8). However there is no need to worry. Victory is ours all the time.

When by the grace of God we have slain Goliath the terrible giant, we may latter be faced with another giant from the same family. They may look so much alike that we may be tempted to think that Goliath has risen from the dead to hunt us. But it is not Goliath but Goliath’s brother. It is not Goliath but Lahmi! (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5).

However we need to examine the features of Lahmi and see how it compares with that of Goliath:

(1) An outstanding champion of the Philistines. The only one mentioned in this particular battle (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5; 1 Samuel 17:4).

(2) Like Goliath, the staff of his spear was like a weaver’s beam (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5; 1 Samuel 17:7).

(3) He was Goliath’s look alike and could easily be recognised as Goliath’s brother possessing the same kind of satanic boldness, arrogance, etc. (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5; 1 Samuel 17:4-11).

Have you been healed from a terrible sickness but it seems it is coming back again, it is not the real Goliath, it is a look alike symptom Lahmi. Have you been delievered from demonic oppression but there seems to be a relapse? It is not the old oppression, it is a look alike counter attack of the devil. Recognise that Goliath has been slain and done away with forever but Lahmi, Goliath’s brother will try to take vengeance.

FAITH FOR GREAT BATTLES

1 Peter 5:8,9; James 4:7; 1 Samuel 17:45-51; Ephesians 6:16; 1 John 5:4; Hebrews 11:33-35; Mark 11:22-24

We cannot afford to sleep at the battlefront. The enemy does not give up easily. Every battle won will invite the enemy’s counter attack. Therefore the believer must be prepared to fight battles and storm the enemy’s gates.

Great battles with giants lie ahead. When Goliath the terrible giant has been slain and disposed off, his look alike junior brother Lahmi will raise his ugly head (2 Samuel 21:19; 1 Chronicles 20:5; 1 Samuel 17:4-11).

However the same faith that conquered Goliath is sufficient to deal with Lahmi (1 Samuel 17:45-51). Every counter attack of the devil should be met with fierce resistance and he will flee (1 Peter 5:8,9; James 4:7).

We can quech every fiery dart of the devil with our shield of faith (Ephesians 6:16). Our faith definitely overcomes the world, subdues kingdoms, obtains promises, stops the mouth of lions, quench the violence of fire, moves mountains etc. (1 John 5:4; Hebrews 11:33-35; Mark 11:22-24).
