TERRORIZING AND TRIUMPHING OVER SATAN’S AGENTS

It is a guarantee that people will always rise against us (Psalm 18:39,43). Their uprising and mobilization is not of God but of the devil (Isaiah 54:15).

Irrespective of their power or position, we can always terrorize and triumph over these Satan’s agents. We can make them to be afraid out of their close places and completely subdue them (Psalm 18:45,40,42).

Just as Paul terrorized and triumphed over the sorcerer Barjesus, so also can we (Acts 13:5-12). Just as Jesus terrorized demons (Satan’s spirit agents) and expelled them from their hiding places, so also can we (Mark 5:6-8).

We live at the end of the age when God’s people need to move in the power and majesty of the Lord destroying the works of the devil, terrorizing Satan’s agents and triumphing over them and making a show of them in the public (Colossians 2:15).
FIERY PERSECUTION FROM SATAN’S AGENTS

1 Kings 13:4; 1 Samuel 20:31; 19:1; 24:20-22; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; Genesis 37:18-20; Genesis 12:3,4; Numbers 23:7,8,20

Satan’s agents can do no less than follow the footsteps of their master. Satan is the master liar and devourer, prancing and ranging like a wounded lion seeking whom he may devour and his servants follow his example (John 8:44; Malachi 3:11; Revelation 12:4,9,12-17; 1 Peter 5:8,9).

One of the weapons that Satan’s agents use against the believer is fiery persecution in its various forms. To the young prophet sent by God from Judah to declare God’s judgement against the idolatrous altar in Bethel, the king (Satan’s agent who hated true worship) attempted to lay hold on him and punish him (1 Kings 13:4).

God’s plan for David was to get to the top and sit as king upon the throne of Israel but Saul (Satan’s agent who hated the man after God’s own heart) was an adversary who persecuted him intensely and wanted to eliminate him (1 Samuel 20:31; 19:1; 24:20-22). If you are next in line for promotion, Satan’s agents will rise to fight you repeatedly (2 Samuel 5:17-25).

Has God given you a dream to live for and to live by like Joseph? Satan’s agents in the form of household wickedness and destiny quenchers will arise to try and kill the dream or exterminate the dreamer so that the dream will never have a way of being fulfilled (Genesis 37:18-20).

Are you blessed like Abraham and Israel? Satan’s agents will try to reverse the blessing and curse you instead (Genesis 12:3,4; Numbers 23:7,8,20).

FATHER’S PRESENCE AND SAINTLY ANOINTING

1 Samuel 4:4-11; 18:11-15,29; 26:21; 1 Kings 13:4-6; Judges 14:5,6; 16:9,12,14,20-22; 6:34; 7:13,14; Numbers 23:8,9,20,25; 24:10; Genesis 26:27,28.

However rather than we being afraid or Satan’s agents fulfilling their hearts’ desire, we can actually terrorize Satan’s agents and put them on the run (Hebrews 11:32-34).

The most effective way to do this is the presence of God in our lives. When the ark of the covenant (this is symbolic of the presence of God) came into Israel’s camp, the Philistines were terrified. This was not effective because of Israel’s backslidden condition (1 Samuel 4:4-11).

Because of God’s presence in the life of the young prophet from Judah, the hand of the king that he stretched against him dried up and the king came back begging (1 Kings 13:4-6). God’s presence in the life of David terrified and terrorized Saul the incumbent king (1 Samuel 18:11-15,29; 26:21). God’s presence and anointing in the life of Samson ensured that Satan’s agents could not overpower him. He terrified and terrorized the enemy everywhere he went. It was only when he lost this divine presence that he became vulnerable to the invasion of the enemy (Judges 14:5,6; 16:9,12,14,20-22).

The presence of God in the life of Isaac terrified the Philistines. The more they persecuted him, the more he prospered. Their hostility and sending him away made no significant difference. They later came to apologise and confess to the fact of God’s presence in Isaac’s life (Genesis 26:27,28).

Though Gideon’s army was small, the Midianites were terrified by the presence of God in the life of Gideon (Judges 6:34; 7:13,14).

Balaam and Balak were all the more afraid of Israel because they could neither reverse their blessing nor curse them (Numbers 23:8,9,20). Balak even got into a stalemate as to what to do. He told Balaam neither to bless or curse (Numbers 23:25; 24:10).

The presence of God in our lives will terrify, terrorize, expose and expel demons (1 Samuel 16:18,23; Mark 5:6,7).

FULL PRESERVATION FROM SATAN’S AGENTS

Psalm 91:1-16; 18:32-50; Romans 8:35-39; Isaiah 54:14-17; 2 Corinthians 2:14; Genesis 41:51,52; 50:20; 26:22; Judges 7:21.

God has guaranteed the faithful and abiding believer full preservation and protection from Satan’s assaults either directly or through his agents (Psalm 91:1-16).

The weapon of fiery persecution directed against the believer will not prosper. Every evil gathering will come to nought (Isaiah 54:14-17).

As David eventually triumphed over Saul, Joseph over his wicked brothers and Portiphar’s wife, Isaac over the Philistines in Gerar, Gideon over the Midianites and the innumerable host, so shall we triumph over Satan’s agents (Genesis 41:51,52; 50:20; 26:22; Judges 7:21).

God causes us to triumph over Satan’s agents at every place and at every time (2 Corinthians 2:14). We will always be more than conquerors over the sinister activities of the enemy (Romans 8:35-39). The believer’s portion and position is perfectly summarized in Psalm 18:32-50. Ours is the victory!
