THE BELIEVER’S PORTION

Canaan the land of promise was Israel’s by divine donation. That was their portion. Today God has an inheritance for the believer that covers every area of physical and spiritual life. This is the believer’s portion.

An individual can only claim his right and enjoy his portion when he knows that it exists and knows the way to go about securing it.

Many believers are not only ignorant of what constitutes their portion, they don’t know how to go about appropriating that portion. Because of this, they go through life living like Lazarus when they could have lived like Abraham. They go the wrong way seeking for recognition and applause like Ananias and Sapphira when God could have made them famous like Joshua (Acts 5:1-11; Joshua 6:27).

THE KILLING IGNORANCE

2 Corinthians 2:11; Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; Luke 15:29-31; Romans 8:17; Galatians 3:29; 4:1-7; Titus 3:7; Hebrews 1:14; 6:17; James 2:5; 1 Peter 3:7.

Ignorance is very costly and ultimately destructive. Ignorance will enable the devil to take advantage of an individual (2 Corinthians 2:11). God’s people are always destroyed because of lack of knowledge (Hosea 4:6). The ignorant individual will unknowingly walk into the trap of the enemy and end in Satan’s captivity (Isaiah 5:13).

Ignorance of our position as heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ will rob us of enjoying our inheritance. We will live like paupers though we be princes, we will live like servants though we be lord of all (Luke 15:29-31; Romans 8:17; Galatians 3:29; 4:1-7; Titus 3:7; Hebrews 1:14; 6:17; James 2:5; 1 Peter 3:7).

Ignorance of our place, position and power in Christ can deny us the possibility of enjoying victory and triumph EVERY TIME and in EVERY PLACE (2 Corinthians 2:14; 2 Peter 1:3,4; Ephesians 1:3; 2:6; 1 Peter 1:5).

THE KEY INSIGHT

Isaiah 60:1; Job 29:4-6; John 8:32,36; Romans 1:13; 1 Corinthians 10:1; 12:1; 2 Corinthians 1:8; 2:11; 2 Peter 3:8; 1 Thessalonians 4:13.

Many believers are defeated not because God’s power has diminished or His resources for victorious living have been exhausted but because of stack ignorance.

They have not seen the LIGHT that blasts away every darkness and shows the pathway to progress and victory (Isaiah 60:1).

They have not gotten the REVELATION that lets them into the divine secrets that guarantee dominion (Job 29:4-6).

They have not known the TRUTH that truly sets free from every form of bondage and captivity (John 8:32,36).

The key insight that we need is that we should not be ignorant of either the devices of the devil or our place, position and power in Christ (Romans 1:13; 1 Corinthians 10:1; 12:1; 2 Corinthians 1:8; 2:11; 2 Peter 3:8; 1 Thessalonians 4:13).

THE KINGDOM INHERITANCE

Ephesians 1:3,11,14,18; 1 Peter 1:4; Romans 8:17; Proverbs 13:22; Luke 15:11-24; 12:13-15; 20:13-16; Galatians 3:18,29; Acts 20:32; 26:18; Colossians 1:12; Ecclesiastes 7:11.

That God has reserved an inheritance for us is certain from the revelation of the Bible (Ephesians 1:3,11,14,18; 1 Peter 1:4; Romans 8:17). However we need to examine a few things concerning this:

(1) A good and generous father will always leave an inheritance for his children and posterity (Proverbs 13:22; Genesis 31:14; Luke 15:11-24)

God is a good, gracious and generous Father and has definitely preserved and reserved an inheritance for us. He has promised to plant us in the mountain of His inheritance (Exodus 15:17). God can do much more than earthly fathers (Matthew 7:11; Luke 11:13).

(2) Every heir has an inheritance (Matthew 21:36-43; Mark 12:6-9; Luke 12:13-15; 20:13-16)

We are heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ and therefore can be guaranteed an inheritance from God (Romans 8:17; Galatians 3:29).

(3) Inheritance is only promised to the believer or saints (Ephesians 5:5).

Sinners have no inheritance in the kingdom of God (Ephesians 5:5; 1 Corinthians 6:9-11). Believers are promised an inheritance among the SAINTS and the SANCTIFIED and those dwelling in the LIGHT (Acts 20:32; 26:18; Colossians 1:12).

(4) The inheritance is RECEIVED by faith (Acts 26:18)

Nobody works for an inheritance. It is given and RECEIVED (Colossians 3:24; Luke 15:11-24). The inheritance is by promise and not by law (Galatians 3:18). We receive it by grace through faith (Galatians 3:18; Hebrews 9:15). Abraham received the promise of the inheritance for himself and his seed after him by faith (Acts 7:5; Hebrews 11:8).

(5) Wisdom is essential for maximum profit from the inheritance (Ecclesiastes 7:11)

A large and generous inheritance can often be the ruin of the person who receives it if he does not have the wisdom to manage it. Remember the prodigal son! (Luke 15:11-24). It takes pillars of wisdom to support piles of wealth.

THE KING’S INTERCESSION

Hebrews 7:25; Romans 8:34; Isaiah 53:12; 59:16; Luke 22:32; 23:34; John 14:16; 17:9; Ezekiel 22:30; 1 John 2:2

Christ is the King of kings and the Lord of lords. The believer is privileged to have Christ interceding on his behalf. The scripture tells us that Christ “ever liveth to make intercession for them” (Hebrews 7:25). What a glorious privilege to have the King interceding for us (Romans 8:34).

Christ’s earthly ministry was one of intercession for both sinners and saints (Isaiah 53:12; Luke 22:32; 23:34; John 14:16; 17:9). Today in heaven He continues this glorious ministry. There should therefore be no reason why we should not possess our possession, obtain our inheritance and enjoy our God-given portion.

Christ is standing in the gap for us. We have an advocate with the Father (Ezekiel 22:30; Isaiah 59:16; 1 John 2:2).
